To.e ExeLotosn Ar NewYoa.--By the Picayune's tele-
graplic reports we have additional particulars of the ex-
plosion at Hell Gate, near NewYork. Mone. Mailleforte
was not killed, as our correspondent stated. It appears
that Mons. Mailleforte, on undertaking the blasting ex.
ploration, employed boats, one to contain the submarine
battery and the other canisters of powder. IIe has gul-
ded the former boat himself and his assistants the latter.

Immediately after the explosion one canister, contain-
ing 120 pounds of powder, had been already sunk by his
assistants, and was placed on the rock. while another can-
later wa filled in the boat. Mons. Mailleforte. who is
generally about forty feet front the boat containing his
assistants, approached them for the purpose of receiving
the wire which was attached to the eanister in the water.
Through some mistake the wrong wire. connecting with
the canister still in the boat, was handed to Mallueforto.
who, having removed to a proper distance, brought the
wire in contact with the battery, when, as a natural con-
sequence, the powder in the boat exploded. shattering it
to atoms. The assistants in it were blown In various di-
rections, and two were instantly killed. Theodore South-
erd was horribly mangled, and it is thought he will die.
The boat in which Mailleforte was standing was shattered.
lie also received several injuries. H1Is brother-in-law was
sllghtly injured. The force of the explosion was felt and
heoard for mile, around.
