City Reform and Economy.

Who knows that
our streets are " rendered impassable by scenee
of violence, fighting, and disgraceful exhibitione
of every character"? But if The Delta meane
to hold out the idea to voters-in preparatiet
for the next city elections-that taxes can and
ought to be reduced, it must give up some of it:
favorite hobbies; special taxation for railrose
purposes, etc. It is not very fair for The Delta t.
argue a policy, and then prepare the public
mind to hold the city government respousiblh
for its necessary consequences.

In reference to the Mayor, The Delta intl.
bmates that he should have little or even no sal
ary ; which would be equivalent to ordering
that only wealthy gentlemen of elegant leisure
shouldbe privileged to serve as Mayor. Hle le.
to live. Public opinion requires of him suel
things as charities, hospitalities, subscriptions
to public projects, etc. What it requires it
should proportionably provide for.

The Delta is apprehensive that it may be
thought selfish unless it recommends a reduc-
tion of the pay for city printing. We freel)
bear witness to the folly of such a possible sus.
picion. The Delta never would have uecom-
mended a limited and certain price for unlim
ited and uncertain work, unless it had firs:
known itself entirely disinterested. The pub-
lishing of the city will be enormous, this year.
in quantity; and the only fair principle-fair to
both parties-is to pay so much per square fbe
newspaper publishing, so much per ream, fo l
blanks, etc., providing at the same time carefully
for the economical interests of the city.

But when the Delta says that the whole print-
ing of the city can be done for $5,000 per an-
num, it states (with a rather plain purpose,)
what is ridiculous. To illustrate: During the
past year we did the printing of the Second
Municipality on a salary of $3,000 a year. We
did not have the whole body of ordinances, nor
even some of tie blanks, to print; we were out
of pocket, over and above our $3,000 salary.
the nice sum of about $1,500-and yet we did
the public printing of only one-fourth of the
city, and had only new ordinances to publish
All the ordinances of the new city government-
all its blanks, and other matters too tedious in
the detail, will have to be published for a gov-
ernment which has allits laws, ordinances, etc.,
yet to fix and promulgate. The first year's
printing will be double in quantity that of the
second year. If the public printing of only the
Second Municipality-an old corporation with
the large body of its ordinances published years
ago-was to us, at $3,000 per annum, an oner-
ous and losing matter,---and that, too, when
there was only one body, not as now, two separ-
ate bodies, with separate proceedings, The
Delta's statements can be easily appreciated.
in this matter, we believe confidently, the Boards
will be at once economical and just.

We are confident, too, that the whigs, young
and old, will earnestly seek economy, and a wise
and efficient application of public resources.
The whig majority knows it is to be attacked,
chiefly by requiring impossibilities of it, but it
is prepared to do its duty and vindicate its acts.

OUR HYDRANT WTER.-There are numerous
complaints among our citizens of the bad odor
and worse flavor of the water from our hy-
drants. We should think it decidedly favorable
to the increase of medical practice. The reser-
voir of the water-works is, we suspect, sadly in
need of being cleaned out, a thing which, we
apprehend, has not been attended to for many
months. This is the rainy season; the cisterns
are generally full; and we should judge this to
be the acceptable time for the managers of tile
water-works to attend tothis matter. We ple-
aume none of them ever uses hydrant water;
or this hint from us would have been unneces-
sary.
