There ure spme who
are @ery poor, ot elways houest; these will
mot be clagsed among professional beggars; the
distinction is casily made,  Bub even for thesa,
we are tonyinoed, charitica shoold be pravided
only through the ageney of the suthorities nnd
the police, acting as dispensers of the liberal
humanity which should sway every heart and
order  kindliness, and improved comfort and
hopeful patience in our cocial aystem. It is
only throngh the authorities and the polios we
ean know the deserving from the undeserving
and, in any case, it would he & wholesome imn-
provement to remove some of the reg
traders in baggury from our streets.
