of Mr. Macready's speeeh,on the stage, "referring to par.
ties and fautions."-imputations against him of '" slurring
the democratic party,"-purehasing tickets, providing
mosy, "which were plentifully supplied."-propartng
inflammatory bhanneres to bhe used In the theatre; and
(oadds the writer) '"a the habitues of that theatre were
oupposed to boe fond of perfume, it was provided liberally
in the shape of three or four dozen bottles of a new kind
of odor. never before introduced to good society." Hie
bthl, goes on to show what instructions were girven to the
predletermionate disturbers of the peace.on the first night:

to kick up such a row that nothing could he heard." but
to use no violence. The throwing of the chairs at Mr.
Macready's head, Mr. Stevens represents as not having
been contemplated by him or his assustants, in getting up
that demonstration.

To the issuing of the L"Card," signed by some of Mr.
M "s friends, asking him to re-appear, Mr. Stevens attri-
hbutes the whole of what followed, on the fatal 10th May.

oIn1828 the tonnage duty on foreign vesselain Cuba
woas $21 per ton. and on Spanish 75 cents. In 1839 it was
olduced to $1i on foreign and 62t cents on Spanishves-
olt. at which latter rates it continues.

In the same periods respectively the duties on foreign
nerchandise.imported under the Spanish flag. were from
ito per cent. less than in foreign vessels. except a few
articles paying specifi duties, among the most prominent

tf which was flour, one of our great staples. the duty on
lhich is farot of the Spanish flag was from one to one
dollar and a half per barrel.

In the year 1832, under the representations made to
Congress on the subject of the tnequality of tonnage duty
in Cuba between Spanish and American vessels. an act of
retaliation was passed, levying on Spanish vessels coming

fru the colonies of Spain. the same tonnage duties as
were exacted from American vessels at the ports from
,whence they came This act, however. did not induce
the Spanish Gotvernment to equalize the tonnage duties
as regarded the Spanish and American flags in the Islands

of Spain.
Their vessels continued to resort to our ports for sup-
plies of provisions and merchandise, and, whilst by the
lbove acts the vessels of the two nations were placed on a

footing of equality as regards the tonnage duty which was

, espectively levied upon them, the difference of duties in

Cuba upon cargoescarried by them respectively were in

most instances much greater than the freight. On
the article of four. for instance, an American vessel
would have to carry it free of freight in order to place the
shipper of it on a footing of equality with that conveyed
by a Spanish vessel, at the freight (and that is a full rate
to Hlavana) of one dollar per barrel.

'Further remonstrances being made to Congress in 184..
an act was passed providing that Spanish vessels coming

from the Island of Cuba. or Porto Rico, either directly or
after touching at any port or place. should payin the ports
of the United States such further tonnage duty. in addi-

tin to the tonnage duty which may be payable undeo
any other law. as shall be equivalent to the amount ol

discriminating duty that would have been imposed on the

cargoes imported in the said vessels, respectively, if the
minoe had been exported from the port of Havana in Ame.
rioan bottoms.
Thereport goes o to say:

Stuch is the history of the influences and proceedings
which have produced the existing state of things as
,ucards the trade between the UuitedStates and the above
colonies.

'Itlt act. together with the act of July 13. 1832. placed
,ur flag upon a footing of perfect etuality with the Span-
ish. atnd, as might ntturally be epctad under such cir-

tcumstanc•. has thrown into the hands of American ship
owners nearly or quite the entire trade between those
islands and the United States, but has indicted a much
,ore severe injury upon the interests of the Uuited States
than any possible advantages which may be thus derived
from the exclusive employment of our tonnage.

The operation of thu act of June 30. 1834. is very ob-
vious, A Spanish vessel, proceeding from the United
Statoes to Cuhba. must, previous to clearing. pay an export
duty, under the name of tonnage duty. equal to the dif-
feirence of duty which thu different articles comprnsing
her cargo would pay it imported into Cuba in an Amnri-
can vessel. So far as ad lorum articles are concerned.
the average differences are about 8 per cent. It is very
evident, therefore. that every article of the kind shipptd
from the United .States is burdened with a tax of 8 per
clmnt. more thau a similanr article shipped from any otlher
country whure the Spanish flag is not subject to this tx-
polrt duty. It is, in fact, a bounty of 8 per cent. held out
to the consumer. it Cuba aud PIorto Rico to induce thlo.
to procure their suupplius from other countries instead of
the United Stutes, so far a• they can possibly do so. Thi
natural result hts been that nothing but bulky artieleu.
lund those of prime necessity. and which. from tile prx-
iuily of the United States. cltn be buhad more promptly
and autlvantgeouuly hert. are now furnished from our
ports and by our vessels. Other descriptions of guoods
are now almost exclusively obtained by those colonies
frum Europe ; for, if shipped from hence in American ves-

Isels. tlhy would pay tIt additionaL duty on entry ill those
islands, and if in Spanish vessels. it would have ttbe
paid on clearing from an American port It is true. if
the same articles were shipped from Eluropo by a foreignll
itg. they would pay the sale extra duty as if imported

in an American vessel ; but Great Britain, and other Eut-
opeau nuationt, have wisely preferred to furnish the sup-
plies of their produce or manufactures by allowing the
Spanish flag to be the carriers of it; and the advaontage
to their industry and wealth in furnishing the terchanodise
far outweigh the mere profit on the freight which remains
ufter the expenses connected with it are deducted.

While we have been greatly Injured by the operation of
the aot of 30th June. 1834, as regards the supply of Amer-
ican produce or manufacture, it has almost totally uanti-
lilated the entrepot trade between those colonies and the
United Stltes in articleu of foreign production.
