There have
been thirteen treaties negoliated with the Indians in Or-
rgon by the Superintendent. the fliwt dated August 5.
the last November 6. 18t1. All exeppt the last bear the
clgnature of Mr. Spalding himself whelo was associated
with the Superintendent in their negotiation. In no one
of the whole number is there any provision whatever that
gives the slightest semblance of trouth to Mr. Spalding's
