Wem"iean by our caption to convey the idea

that now may be noted the beginning of the
end of the Presidential campaign.

We may appreciate opera
tive ci s eunch, but we can no more pre
diot e pehno, than a man, the pro
grog .'ee f otgdractpon: We are neither the
prophet nor theoh'of a prophet. We havenot.
like 4 nBIh Kendall, omens or prophecies to guidci
us in our course; and like the child in nursery
proverb, we open our moith and shut our eyes
for what Providence may send.

But what will Providence send? We must
1

frankly confes that we think Providence hao
but little to do with either party. Providencei
is neither whig nor democratic. Parties-and
we are a firm believer in the necessity, the use
fulnees and propriety of parties-have but lit
tle of the care of Providence. They are per,
mitted to go their own way, and no predestinan
tion lrders their course.

However, waiving all questions of moral phi-
losophy, there are certain matters of humsao
probability, which may not be unwisely cod-
sidered. Comparing two children in the earli-
est staes1 of infancy, it is difficult to say which
will be Herouleseor Tom Thumb. A summary
of foots may not, therefore, be positively disop-
greelble to either party.

Loss of the Steamship Meteor.
We are again called upon to announce the loss of one of

the NcewOrleans ad Texas steamships. The Meteor.CCapt.

Forbes. was totally lost on the night of the 18th inst.. on
Matagorda bar. The following particulars are from an
extra of the Galveston News :

Ncos OrtC:., Monday. t0 a. at. April 260. 1852.
Dy the arrival of the steam.hip Louisiana. last evening.

we have the following particulars of the loss of the steam-
ship Meteor, whioh has been furnished to us by the ofli-
cer of that unfortunate vessel.

The Meteor left Galveston on cSunday morning. the 18th
inst.. with Mr. Cummings. one of the pilots of Matagorda
Bay. on board. and arrived at Matagorda bar at a quarter
before six o'clock on Sunday evening. The signals being
set on the pilot boat. indicating it suflttciecy of watter on
the bar. the Meteor attempted to cross. and struck. bring-
ing up in seven and a half feet water. drawing at the time
eight feet three inches. At this time. the water was
sncooth on tte bar. but as there was a strong breeze from
the south-eact, and the night was closing in. they coal-
menced heaving the cargo overboard, after ineffectually
trying to back her off.

At 12 .c. she commenced leaking badly. aud about thic
time the steampipo broke. disabling the engine. Shortly
cfttr. she deepened her water and floated. when an antchor
was let go. Pinding her leaking badly with all t~o pumpc
going. and the water stillgainiug. the anchor was slipped.
nd all sail made to force her into shoal water. one of the

boats having been lost in running out the anchor. At 2
. c. a. Monday. she filled and heeled off shore. whoen her
masts and smoke staclks were cut away to prevent her
Iheeling over. About this time the other quarteo r boat wa
swept away. At daylight. signals of distress were set. and
after waiting several hours without any assistance. tile
only remaining boat was sent ashore o, ith the ladies and
children. which arrived safe at Pelican Island.

The boat on returning was swamped and drifted ashore,
with two mates and four hands,

At 2 P. ic.. Captain IBoehuer. accompanied by Capt. Cof-
fiO. Captain Iarrison. the pilot. George Morgan. and tapt
Sawyer. arrived from Indiancla witht a boat. and scececdl-
el in couveying the pasetngero ashore in three trips: no
other boat offering any assistaue. though there were a
numblr on shore. At 7 P. ,.. every tiing traosfierrahle.
including thec mail. was conweyed on shore. The captain.
cctieer and crew rcemaico d fur ctlays. during which time,
cthey saved tile furniture. and ome portions of the uca-
chlinery. though the veoelt ian elntire blss.

Tit loss ot the Meteor tis wholly attricuted to tilte rot
acegloet of Captain Nichols. the pilot on shore. who hoisted
the signals for 9 feet water. when thecre was not more than
72 fitet oan the bar ; and during the wholc time the crew
of te Mteteor remained on shore. no soundings of the bar
were taken by the pilots. although the Louisiana wtsr daily
expected.

The freight on board tle Mnteor was oeiual to about 1010l
harrcel. Of the passengers' baggage only two, trunk
were lost.
