The barks
Awarhinks and Alice Frasier also touched here a day or
two. and went on their way rejoicing. In qucet of the
great monsters of the mighty deep. The latter had on
hoard two Yankee ladies, with sundry children, enjoying
a whaling passe of some forty to ffty thousand miles.

ieq.. U. S. Charge to Ecuador, gives the following account
of the condition of the Republic, in view of the threatened
invasion of Len.

Tlhis government is preparing t repel an expectelod in-

vasicn by lien. Plores. and has addressed a circular letter
to tlhe diplomatie representatives hero. advising us of the
ofact and of its intelntion to treat all persons who may he
concerned in the nvauion. as pirates, I think the govern-
lnunt will be justfled In so doing.
There i no ceorrespnnding movement in favor of Flores

in this country: and I am eatisfiel that nine in ten of
those who think upon the subject at aidl. are opposed to his
coming. I believe then object of hisntxpedition ic to punish
the country. and obtain redress for a failure on the part of
the Government to comply with bome of the t~lrms of an
agreccment which he made ablout tle time he abandoned
thei country with the leadere of the revolulion by which
ihe oua put downa. lin had previously held the office of
Presidelnt two years, in violation of the constitution. then
parcked oclventlin, caused a new onstitlution to be adop-
tel, and himself to be elected by the convention for elgcht
years. These proceedings caused ttc revolution to whiech
he submitted. The leaders paid him twenty thousaud doe.
laors for leaving the country, and promieed'to pay him an
annual salary. and his military officers' pensions.

Those who have been In power cince. think the tGovern.
meot and people are not bound by such an agreement
with on usurper and traitor, and have refused to pay him
:i salary.
