The steamer Avalanche ha' just left the
landing. and was going up to take in some freight at a
warehouse above, when she immediately backed down and
rendered every assist-nce in her power. she took off
portion of her passengers. troether witllh her mall, which
she brought down. The Prairie State willbe towed down
in the course of a few days for repeire.

At a quarter paot seven, the Convention was catletkto
order.

The minutes of the morr'ng session were read and ap-
proved.

Mr. Isate Croom. chairman of the committee appointed
to report rules fir this Convention. reported a resolution
to the effeet that the Convention be governed by the par-
liamentary rules adopted in Congress so far as appliecable.
Adopted.

IMr. Christian Roeelius. being called for. addeessed the
Convention.

lie said that the present movement was calculated to
promote tile interests of the South-western country more
than any movement that had taken place in the last halt
century. The improvement of the soil and the growth of
the mechanic art were, promoted by it. It should enlist
Ihe sympathles of every patriot amongst nous. le took a
retrospective view of the improvements in science and art
in the last twenty-fivpe years. Ite spoke of the inereased
facilities of tnraveling of the conquests of steam in over-
coming distance. and of the wonderf't results of thenng-
netic telegraph. The lcause of these vast improvements
was inventive genius. and the progreso made in the me-
chanic arts. This wnas an ago of practical progress; sci-
onceL had subohdued nature and the elements to her servie.
It wap the collision of minds that produced these results,.
and it wan by interchange of opinions that yet greater
triumphs of intellect were to bcaceompliehed. Knowoledge.
he said. is power ; and no country has better ilustrated
this position than the history of thts eountry in the last
thloty-tflve years. Knowledge was to be obtained by asso-
ciations nd convoeoationu of the people, such as had met
here.

It wao csential that such assemblages should be eon-
voked. The world's fair had been looked on as ehilmerieal.
but the results of tihat enterprise had shon n what colid
te done by conventions. tlie instanced the ladvantages of
that meetting of the nations. The English had before
thought that in navigation and in naval architecture they
possessed all knowledge that was known. The yeacht
Anmericar had shown them their er;or. and they had been
compelledl to admit that in oaelin

could eourpass the world In regad to lgticultural p--
suits the results had been equally gratifying.

The speaker in the course of his renmarks referred to the
acquisition of California. lie thought the discovery of
gold in that regin was the greatest curse that ever befiel
this country. The digging of gold took away hundreds of
thousands of the productive population. and made them
drones ant useless members of society. Gold was not to
be eaten or worn inl the fotn of garments--it would not
support life-it was but a sign of vanlue and intrinsic value
it possessed none. Labor wa the true wenlthof a nttion.
and every man that raised it bade of grass or planted a
tree wasP a eontributer to the common weal.

The speaker ctotinued lds remarpks at length. much to
the instrucetion of the na,, Ots oasembled.
