Mr. Stockton was opposed to appropriating the fines for
the bonefit of foreign paupers, whose first step. on landing
on our shores. was to beg. This influx of pauperism was
a growing evil. The crimes of theft and robbery, that dis-
graced our courts, were committed by foreign paupers.
Ite was in favor of establishing a house of correction, where
the vagabonds should be made to work for a living.

Mr. Glquel said he had paid into the hands of ladies who
tbgged for the poor. three and four hundred dollars per
year. These beggars had come to him complaining of
hunger, and when he offered them bread. they had refused.
and demanded money. Mr. Stockton said that nine-
tenths of the beggars arriving on our shores were foreign.

Mr. Lugenbuhl denied that nine-tenths of the emigrants
were professional beggars. Ile was a foreigner himself. and
he threw back the charge into the teeth of its author with
indlignation and contempt.

Mr. Stockton, in reply, said he did not say nine-tenths o
the foreigners arriving here were beggars. He had said
that nine-tenths of the beggars were foreignere.
