The ponororeatnures were then seen near thu windows, from which
the flames were klready Issuing, crying for help and run-ling about In a frantic ulate. None of them would von-
ture to paess through the flames, in order to reach the win-dowe, whonce they might have been Rved by Jumpionglntothe street. But they retreated into the back room,.
until all egress was out off, In eonsequence of the rapidprogress of the fire. The fire department were promptlyon the spot, and wrought manfully, but did not succe.din reaching the unfortunate inmates until several were
burned to death.
