fet that the last instalment of the hoindred and fifty
thoasand dollars-the avails of Jenny Lind's concerts in
this country-has been sent'recently to Sweden, for the
purpose of establishing free schools in that country. The
idea first put forth that Jenny Lind intended to give all
the nroeeeds of her concerts to this benevolent purpose.
Was started by Barnum at Castle Garden. We always be-
lievd it was a humbug at the time, and that it was thrown
out by that ingenious manager to excite the sympathy of
the populace. We have never seen any statement cooming
from an authoritative source, or countenanced by Jenon
Lind herself, warranting the belief in any such idea asthe
appropriationo of one hundred and fifty thousand dollars
for the establishment of free school in Sweden by Jenny
Lind. This cantatrice, with much generoity, has given
away a great deal of her avails for charitable objects In
this country--quite enough, we should think, to satisfy
any reasonable circulator or believer in Humbug, without
making a demand on their credulity to the amount of a
hundred and fifty thousand dollars-probably more than
she realized throoghoutthe country.

there was no chance to get bach to Key Wet, on the 18th
stood out with the endeavor to reah Chorleston. All the
bllate w thrown .verboard. This state of thinlogs con-
tinued, heavy gales blowing during the time, up to the
24th; they were unable to carry sail, and out away the
bowsprit to ease the stern. Every thing forward was
moved aft, so as to put her down by the stere. On this
day but little hope of safety remained, and all hands ex.
peeted to go to the bottom. All was done to keep her
above water, until there should be an opportunity to
abandon her. On the 26th, at 2 o'clock, r. a., sawe a
nil aud hoisted signals of distrer, and et 7 spoke the
whbaling bark Stafford. Capt. lStafford, of NewBedford. who
took the officers ndrew, and three passengrs on board.
and removing the stores and effects. They were then in
latitude 27 degrees north, longitude 77 degrees 40 minutes
west. On the 20th. spoke the ship Sarah Boyd, Captalin
Whitamore, bound to NewYork from Cuba. who took them
from the whaler and landed them safely in NewYork.
This is but a ketch of Capt. Moore's log, but it will serve
to show the peril they were in. There were on board
fourteen souls In all, and the Captain assures us that for
four days and nights, scarcely a soul pretended to sleep;
o great did they deem their peril that they were appre-
hensive she would go down at any moment. Bold nnd
hardy men moved about for hours, and not a word was
heard except the commands of the olfileer. Each looked
his fellow In the face as if to read his thoughts, for none
spoke them. On board the light ship woe a bell. and the
clapper would occasionally break the lashings, tolling as
it were the funeral knell. Among the passeneners were
Captain Place and Captain Briggs, old sea captain, and a
young man from Key West. The latter, as soon as he
reached the deck of the whaler, became almost a manliac.
and went into spasms. so great wes the reaction upon him,

dby the rescue from the very jaws of death.

Prom Santa Fe.
The St. Louis Republican publishes a letter from Santa

Fe dated March 25, not as late as has been recelved from
that point, but it contains some items relative to Indila
affairs not heretofore published. The writer states that
in the recent outbreak of the Apaches, the whites were
the aggressors. Two Indians were murdered withoutpro-
vocation, and although the murderer was arrested on the
demand of the Indians, he was soon after released and they
became infuriated. Col. Sumer ise highly complimented
in regard to his course towards the Indians generally, and
his speech to the Navajoes is given.

The Republican has also received Santa Pe papers to
the 10th ult. The Gasette, of the 3d, puts a complete
damper upon the statements in relation to the mineral
wealth of the Rio Gila, of which before we had very flat-
terlhg accounts. Persons who were engaged in the expe-
dition to the Rio Gila, report, after a personal examina-
tion. that there Is not the slightest reason, eitherfrom his.
tory or tradition, to believe that gold and precious stones
abouard there.

Robert Simpson, then mate of the Renovation, and from
other inquiries, habus no doubt that the two veeseis were
seen on the ice in the position described but he regrete
that. owing to the distance' at which the Renorvation
passed from the pieee of ice with the ships lying upon It.
no fact can be elicited by which the vessels can be Identi.fied. Towards the close of hi, report.Capt. Ommaney ays :

"Whatever ships they may have been, whether Frank.
lin'e or not, the fate of the crews must be a suobject 01
public eympathy. and many eurmises wi remlt. Myfirm
conviction is that those vessele drifted a considerable din-
tance on that piece of ice. From the description given. I
cannot denominate it a'berg.' the most elevated part be-
ing no more than thirty or forty feet high, while it was
fire miles long, which appears very like a portion of a
heavy floe. with a hummock upon it. From the fact of
being founddriftiog wihthe current which sets along the
coeast of Labrador from Davis'e Straits. I inter they came
from a high northern latitude; the removal of thc spueaond the aohence of the boat. indicate that the ahbudne-imet 

of the ships had been a work of time and delbera_
tio; the fact of the ships being cloe together has the
applarance of their being conserte. If the hulls were in
Sfleating condition when relased from the ice, there ls

yet a chance that they may be fallen in with some day.as
timber ships have drifted to the coast of Portugal and the
Bay of Biecay."
