AUSTRIA.
Kosuru's FanLso.--It having been found impossiblo to
Istablish a oase against Mesdames Mleezlenyi and Kuttkay.
t0hey have been liberated, and are now residing in the
hotel National, in the Leopoldstadt. The Austrinan Gov-
urmenot han at length come to the conclusion that nothing

in to be gained by detaining Kosnthb'o roelations boheren and
ueordingly the whole family--someo seventeen persons I
elleveo-will be permitted to quit this country on the ost

of May. As people here can neverdo any thing with a
good grace, diffculties have been raised about the oer-
oante who were willing to go with the emigrants. The
nuthorities insist on the Kossuth family emigratingalone.
which, in my opinion, in most unreasonable, os there are
four inemales and eleven children of the party. From a
perfectly credible source, I learn that Madame Meoslenyi.
who is said to have s much moral courage as all the rest
of the family put together, completely baffled all the
attempte of the authorities to retract any information of
conserelquence from her.

The military judge (auditor) to whom the onse was in-
trustled, dictated a protocol purporting to be a recapitula-
tion of the admissions made by the defendant.s, and Mnme
Moezlenyi was instructed to sign i. "Never." criedbthe
spirited woman, "will I coneont to signthatwhlichthough
not positively falee, is not perfectly true. Let me dictate
the protocol, which lam well able to do and then I will
willingly sign it." Justice requires that I should state
that Koesuth'u elters were kindly treated during their
imprisonment, and that their mother's letters to them
were duly delivered after having been read by the authori-
ties to whose safe keeping they were entruted. The old
lady admonished her children to take courage and to re-
.uain icm, '"as the sun must rise at laut, be the night
-v'r so long and dark." This. I hae reason to lelieve, is
the sewnse, if not the liternl translation. of a plhrae con-
tained in one of the lettere delivered into the hands of the
prisoners. Als Madame Kosuth and her family will not
be percittod to come here, they will meet with Mesdames
Meunlenyl and Itutthay somewhere on the road to Boden-
bach. (Vienna Correspondent of the Times. 4

dOUTIi AOUSTOA.IA.
GOLD STeRIE iiA H eenM .- Intelligooce ho been re.

eeived from Adelaide. South Australia. to Janunary to.
being several days later. The discovery of gold in the
colony had turnedoutto be a fabrication. TheGovern-
nment Commiononers had a eecond time proceeded with
Mr. G. M. Stephen, the party by whom the reward had
been claimed. to the spot indicated. and upon testing the
soil were unable to procure the smallest portion of metal.
Upon a previous trial every spadeful had been found to
yield gold, and the Commlonionero, in their report, cease-
quently assert that pieces must have beeno introduced on
that oeeaaion for the purpose of deception. With regard
to the general state of the country, it appears that the
dieorgnnizatloe caused by the departure of the inhabi-
tants to Sydney and P'ort philip had been much exagge-
rated.

Out of a population of siOty-seveno thousand, the total
emigration was not more than five tbousand, and it is as-
srrted that nlueh of the prevailing commercial panic was
to he attributed to the natural collapse of the worthless
mnining and building opeeulnti rs which hd been ecarried
otn for the past year or tee,. The eueloc, of the Burra
lHurra and the dioovery of the Ktapunda mindo caused
20.0•u0 to be equandered in delusive companie. Already.
however. there were eymptome "f reaction

DENMARK.
The Danish Ministry is engaged in a dispute with the

Germanic Diet on the subjoect of the lolsteinfederel contin-
gent. The Diet demands that the King of Denmark, as
Duke of iolrtein, shall hold a separate military contingeot
at its disposal; and the monarch replies, in very decisive
language, that hIe hs as good a right as the Emperor of
Austria to keep his army "one and invis

e
tle,'" and to

designate whatever troops ha may please to the German
service. All he will promise is, that a federal contingent
shall remain s a rule in Ilolstein, and be generally com-
posed of natives of the duchy. The Diet considers that it
has made a bad barga i in restoring the sove•eigua uthor-
ity without assuring its own influence at the same time.

GlERMSANY.

llanoor haso declarel tor Plruseia in the contest not
pending in aorlany o customs.union lUostioaons. In the
last sitting but one of the Vienna Cougreso. the represon-
tativo of llanover declared that he should not be able to
sign the inal protocol which commitsl the suboeribiog
(overomants to the Austrioan scheme. alleging the obliga-
tLone of the treaty with ruossia. and his objections to the
substanco of the Austrlan propositions. The alonoverino
Governmeut,he stated. would be ready to enter with Prues-
siaand other fiates, parties to the Peptember treaty. into
negotiations with Austria for a commercial treaty, with a
view to subsequooent completer austomo-uaions.

DoTH Oc THoo GOato DUta or llhope.--Intelligeaee
has been received of the death of the ranod Duke of Ba-
deno, which took place on Satorday night. The Grand
Duke. UbCharles Leopold Prederick, wae born in 1790--he
wrs, therefore. 02 years of age at his death, lie has been
only known oas the ruler of a small and nnimportant Ger-
man priociallty, noted chiefly for its revolutions.

"The blockade of the Leward Coast has been raised in
five or six places, in consequenre of some kind of treaty
having been signed, but alfais are still in a very unsettled
state.

"The town of Wydah has been recently burnt, together
with autton's factory. Afterthe fire threr were disoovered
in the ruins of the town the charredremains of 1h0 slevea.
who had been unable to escape, owing to their being
chained together by the neck. It is slppaed they were
collected together ready for shipping. The town of Da-
homey, where the King of that oouatry resides, is alo re-
ported to have been burnt."
