They wre very busy in the ourt
yard of the hotel, ill tie evetcing abot 0 o'clockt , in ecu-
eitmry operations. "Previous to lighting the-ir fires, they

rarefully washed their Iands and feet, and then contl-
meneed laying out their stores oi provisions, which eon-
elated of a number of small hags of rice, by thi silde of
whblch was t lemon. After lighting theIr gires with wood.
anod coal, they crouched down and kept tlcem alive by
blowing them with their mouths, at thie same time stirring
vigorously their food. which was simmering in brass pates.

perty of others, he ooncluded he would tnrn his old tnadoto anounnt in ountorfehting money, and employed the
fuglitlv slaven to pnn Itoff en raout- tCtoanada, buat hlefly
among the green Drltiherse, an soon as the hslaven rossed
the line. lieo has been engaged in this profitable and
thrIving buasiness for aleongth of time.

Our market continues In the name inactive state no-

ticed last week, the limited business doing plainly indi.
eating the advent of the doll season. Cotton hee been in
fair request, and prices have been but little affected by
the recent European accounts. Tobacco, Sugar and Mo-
lasses have been tolerably steady, as is the ease with Pork,
Lard, and some other articles of Provisions. Flour, how-
ever, is rather lower. We refer, however, for particulars.
to our separate headings below.

The next steamer by which we may expect later ad-
vices from Europe is the Ameraie which was to succeed
the Asia, and sail from Liverpool on the 29th nit.

COTTON-The week commenced with a good demand
in the Cotton market, owing to the favorable tenor of the
Cambria' news, and the transactions of Saturday and
Monday comprised some 9500 bales, at steady prices for
the strict middling to middling fair qualities, which were
lupticularly scarce and almost impossible to find, except in
mixed lists. On Tuesday a fair demand resulted In sales
of 8000 bales, prices and the market generally ehowing
little or no change. On Wednesday, about noon, the
Asia's advicee were known to be In and not favorable, and
in consequence the busines of that day was confined to
500 bales, taken In the early part of the day. On Thurs-
day some 2000 bales found purhasers, factors showing,
towards the cloe of the day espeelally, a disposition to
sell at slightly reduced rates. Yesterday's business in-
eluded some 1500 bales, at rates about a fai) for the
middling and lower qualities than on Monday, the
higher grades, from their scarcity, being but little
affected. Thus, the sales of the week sum up 15,100
bales, taken mostly for Europe, and a portion also for
the' North. The receipts at this port since the let
of September are now 1881,828 bales, againstB95,152 to
same date last year, and at all the United Btates ports
there is now an Increase, compared with last year, of
676.451 Imle.
