Foreign Details by the Arctic.
ENGLAND.

Her Majesty, at the recommendation of her Mintorers. is
about to confer the honor of a Baronetcy on Lord Boyle,
late Justice General and President of the Court of Ses-

0ions. as reward for his long and valuable services on the
bench of Scotland.

It is also reported that a like honor will be conferred on
Protfeseo Alison, on account of hisdlstinguiehed literary
attainments.

The new Constitution for New Zealand tois published.
The colony is burdened with a civil list of 10.000 per
annum, the Governor having 2000, Chief Justice 1000,
Pusena Judge 800, General Expenses of (Government
4700. Superintendents of Province 3000, expenditure
for native purposes 7000.

We shall hear of the Wagner ease again. Notice of ap.
peal has been given, and the erar will be heard before the
Lord Chancellor on the 22d of May.

The Postl-office authorities have in contemplation a
comprehenstive scheme for the equaoliation and reduction
of foreign postal rates.

The first ship of the steam line between England and
Australia sailed from Southampton on the 15th nult. She
is named the Chasan, and will speedily be followed by
othere.

By the return of the Boosliek and Desperate oteamers,
letters have beco received from the Arctic squadron. un-
der Sir Edward Belcher. They record a succession of
favoring circumstances, with the exception of a gale of
wind, which for a time dispersed the squadron, and oota-
ioned some injury to the North Star, unhappily warhing
way one of her best beoats. The steamers left the squad-

ron May 8. in lat. 00 deg. 10 ain., Ion. 23 deg. 30 min. W.
All well and in high spirits.

In lEngland soeasonablo rains have revived the crops, pre-
viously suffering from drouth.
It appears that from the peculiar nature of the accident,

not one of the twenty.six unfortunate men who were
drowned by the terribl accident at the Gwiadraeth Col-
liery, has been recovered. The origin of the catastrophe
is still unknown, but it is not true, as reported in some of
the papers, that it arose from the canalbeing approached
too near. and the waters from it breaking into the colliery.
It is believed to have arisen from an accumunlation of
water in an old worlking which had been tapped.

There are now in London some hundreds of foreign re-
fugees in a very destitute state--verging, in fact, on star-
cation. Their lamentable condition has excited the sym-
pathies of the democratic party, and a number of gentle.
men, among whom is MIr. Robert Le Blond. have formed o
committee. and devised a plan for affording them relief by
means of employment. It has been suggested thata re-
gister of the names of all refugees and their necesitice
should be made ont; and in realizing this. it may be
etated, that at the breaking up of the last Co-operative
Soiree. several influential persons present seemed heartily
disposed to lend a concturret assi.tance.

The weather has bqen propitious beyond the most
sanguine hopes of the farmer, and there is every promise
of a fine harvest.

On the 17th May, in Dublin, a deputation headed by
the Lord Mayer, waited upon the Lard Lieutenant with a
memorial praying for the mitigation of the senteuce of
W . Bsminth O'Brien and his compaelons. The following
is the reply of the Lord Lieutenant:

'"My Lord and Gentlemen : I am ready to mahefull
allowanc for the deep interest taken in the subject of the
memorial which you have presented to me by many to
whose wishes and opinions I am anxious to pay attention,
and for the sympathy felt for men whose oriminal conduct
-ma in some degree have been influenced by vanity or
eaithsiaaem ; but I have a duty to perform toward my
sovereign and my country to which all such considora-
teions must give way.

,The total failure of the designs to excite a general in.
rrecotion in Ireland has probably veiled the heinousness

of the gtilt of them by whom they were projected. and I
bave no doubt that many who now advocate their pardon
would tcrn from themwith abhorrence had not the civil
strife and bloodshed whioch they meditated been prerented
by the defensive measures of the (Government. and the
general loyalty of her Majesty's subjects.

IThough convicted of high treason, the lives of Mr.
O'Brien and his associates were spared by the exercise of

the Royal prerogative, and they, as well as the persons
who incurred the penalty of transportation fqr treason-
able practices, have been treated with unusunalindulgence
in the places otheir exile--even the measures of restraint
rendered necefar by their own conduct have been of
short duration.

"It is, however, to he regretted that these nets of lenity

have not been attended with the effects that'might rea-
monahly have been erxpected; but that, on the contrary,
repeated attempts to escape have taken place--in one case
with suoces-and that none of the persons on whose hb-
half my interference is solicited have expressed contrition
or their ocrime, or manifested any sign of gratitude or loy-
alty to thei geseloeo soreign whom they have so grievous-
ly offended. and to whe oelemeo•y some of them are In-
dehted for their lives,

fUuder these cireamstanees, I do not considpr myself
sstfledl in recommending the prayer of the memorial to
orhI ejty's favorahle oonsidarattn."

fle brave Genepal teasorltiere behas refused to take the

"tnasnse. : Torn from my home, thrown into prison,
proeribed in contempt bf the laws, ]'did not believe you
would hae gone so far as to ask me for an oath of fldesiity
to the man whose power, usurped by violence. is only
maintained by force.
"But a document emanating from your department

contains a paragraph which evidently applies to the (en-
erals who have boon banished, and Imposes on them the
obligation of the oath. Two months are allowed to thoo
who roside in Belgium to reply to this summons.
"I hear it id onallsides htthatthoath is not binding

toward one who has not kept his own. Widely as this
doctrine Is now ua e I reject it. Dolay I donot require-
the oath Iroffse.

"I know the Consequences of my resolution. Twenty-
nino years and a half pawed in the army, thtrty-tin. canm-
paigns resunlting from eighteen years' war in Algeria,
(from May, 1800, to January, 1848.) some services ren-
derd to France abroad and during the fatal days of June.
1848, servies which, perhaps, are not yet forgotteon-al
this will ho reduced to nothing. I shall be struck outfrom
tilhe lists of the army. Once more it will be proved that
rank tis atthe mroy ofacbiteary power. That rtnk was
made the patrimony of the officer by the law of May 10.
1831 ;he conld not lose it but by the sentence of a Court
Martial. That law Is trampled under foot by a Govern-
sent which respect neither person nor property.
' Thus the sword which I have devoted to the service of

Prance, Is ahout to be torn from my hand. Whet could
Ido With it under such a government? But if-which
1od forbid--our frontiers should be threatened, I would
hasten to resume It. and to fight for national indepen-
dence, for history sufficiently tells me that In presence of
extreme dangers, brought about by ambition, despotism
does not rtequire an oath from brave men, who march, in
defence of the country.

The cause of the interdiction is
supposed to be that he says the Hungarians were on le-
gitimate ground up to their declaration of independence
at Debreeezn, on 14th April, 1849. Then, he says, hcwth-
drew from their cause.

GERMItANY.
The Council of Ministers, previously announeood. wa

held at Bert n on the 151th, from 9 till 11 o'clock. uuder
the preoideocy of the King. For the moment the Minis-
ters have come to an understanding.

The Grand Duke Coustantloe and the Grand Duchess
Atlexandra arrived at Berlio on the 15th, and immediately
proceeded to Potsdam.

A general conference of the plenipotentiaries of the
Gormanic-Austrian Postal Conference will be held in Oc-
tober, probably at Frankfort.

The cholera has appeared again in Upper Silesia.
Tho Emperor of lusola was expected at Berli n thoe

I6th. and a number of oftclal personages had been rsenot
to meet him. lHe had reached Letpsio on the t3th. Sev-
eral great military demonstrntlons are projected for the

oentertainment of his Imperial Majesty.
