Baello eleavides, an old and repectable citizen of
Lardo, writes thus to an fliccr of this camp : "On the
20th April a party of Indlians (tnbo unknown) cruelly
murdered five men in the neighborhood of this town. A

arty of omfficers passed this place en roole for the Lower
io Grande, reported that party of Indians presented

thlemselrves in a hostile manner, on the road leading from
this place to Eagei Pass. The result of the meeting was,
that the Indianm presented a possport, bht whence and
by whom signed, was not mentioned. The tenor of it was
permilsslo to hunt mustangs." Comanchee and Lipass
visit oar camp frequently, and profess friendship, such as
it is. No furthr news. Jocsres.

They were part of the same gang whichb passed this place
six weeks ago, with the intention of going below to hunt
mustangs, as they said. This same party which passed
to-dy had s large Caballada of branded horses with them.
The thIef confessed that he had been to Mexico, Guereara
and other places on the Riot Grande, where well broken
mustangs roam about unowned. The Indians had met
with a party of ofmcer going below, probably to Ringgold
Barracks. Lteuints. Tornloy and Underwood with ten
mounted and nine foot soldiers, were ordered to accom-
pany the partyto the poet on the San Saba. As far as I
can learn, no permission was given to them to go below
and hunt, but simply to visit our post.

Captain Oialngor, present coemmander, deserves a great
deal of credit foe the energy and promptness with which
ho took hold of the matter. The Indians demurred about
having the soldiers to go with them, but finally left, as
ordure were givea that ahouli they not go. the animahl
would be brought to and rotaiued in camp. The animals
will be taken from them and returned to their owners, no
doubt.

I have every reason to believe that th Is thesame par-
ty,e or npart of it, which committed those murders near
Larsdo in April last, and of which I informed you in my
last communication.

Llpans are eneamped on the south fork of the Llano,
about 27 miles from this plaooe and are continuing to be
quite friendly. I do helicove if beef. etc.. were occasionally
given to these poor, half-starved devils, they would second
our effortis tn tryinO produce peace and content on the
frontier. As it is. tiey have nothing to lirve uplon. Doer
are very senare. No buaio-o-nothig but starvation and
death grinning at them in the dim future. All this, too,
in lea christian and civilized Siate.

Thins is the most miserable and God forsaken country
tbh:t a white man ever saw. Nothing but hill, covered
with cedar, for miles. No place tofarm here for t least
fifteen miles below the Posts. No wonder, then, tlhat eour
minds are tinged witllh the most lugubrious sensations, the
fruits of which are an clongatiaon of our faces. No grass
here worth a cent. We have not raised any vegetables.

The Bupreme Court, Just previous to Its recent adjomrn-
ment, decided that the 58th and 09th soctions of the acnt
of the d March, 1700, as regards rates of tare and allow-
ance for leakue, ac not in force under the tariff act of
1840. Under this decislon, in future, no allowance be-
yond actual taroe can be made in estimating the quantity
subjeet toduty of any weighable artlole, and the allow-
enee of two per cent. on liqulids for prospeotive leakage will
alsn be dlallowed, but any leakage during the voyage of
hImportation will stil he rsubject to deduction from the
dutiable value.

The same decision also deelares that the construction
put by the Treasury Department upon the revenue laws,
s regards the Lmpeltion of duty, is binding, until r

versed by judicial proceedings; and that no claim can be
made fora return of duties under snuch Treasury construc-
tion, unlnes the parties, at the time of entry, made a pro-
test specially steating the ground of objection.
