Letter from Mr. Thomas F. Meagher.
Mr. Mleragher has sent to the principal papers of New

York the following letter, explainiig the circumstances
of his escape :

fi.se Cost. dune 5. 5t5'5,
lDear Sir--u consequence of some mlsstatemeints re

gardtng my escape, which I haliv just seen in two or three
of the European papers, and which appear to have been
copied from an Australian paper. I think it right to set
the true facts before the American public. to whom alone
I now hold myself responsiblc.

The remarkable hinadnes I have expcrienced from the
press and the public generally. ever since my arrival in
this noble country, and the anxiety I feel to have it un-
derstood that I am not deficient in that honorable spirit
which qualifies a stranger to become its citizen. compel
me to belak the silence which no act or word. on the part
of my enemies. could disturb.

The facts are these :
In the month of April, Il1, I wass eald upoen to re-

new my parole. I did so in writing, aud in the following
words :

" herehby pledge may word of honor eot to leave the
colony, so long as I hold a tcket of leave.'

I handedthis pledge to the polle maglstrate. in the open
court. Any one can see it who wishes to refer to it.

Towards the end of Dlecembner, the same year, I came to
thedetermination of attemptling my escpe. Aeeordinsly,
on the third of Januars last, I sent lthe lolloeeing letter ta
the police m•gistsmte of the district in which I resided:

LALt SPOoeLr, Dis'eoTs Oa C rAMPesrLL TOe. )
Saturday, Jn. 3,1852. 'f

Sa--Cirecumstanees of recent oeurrence urge upon me
the neses•ity of resigniug my ticket of leave. and, conse-
ieantly. withdrawing my parole.

I write this letter, therefore. respectfully to apprise you
that, after twelve o'clock to-moarruw noon. shall ns
longer conssder myself bound by the obligation which
that parole imposers.

In the meantime, howeverr, shuld you consider it your
dty to tako mae into eustoely, I lsll, s as amatter of
course,. consider myself as wholly ohlsveId from the re.
atraiot which my word of honor to your government atl
present inflicts.

I hav. the honor to be. sir,
Wih sincere reslect. your obedient servaat.

Teroross Furoresle Mes,,er.n.
To the Police Mngistrate of the l)istrict of Campbell

Town.
The police magistrate reer-ved this l1,te-r at 11 o'clock

tle same morning. I remained in seay cottage at Lake
Sosll until seven o'clock tllat eveniug. A fewis minutes
after that hour, four of my friends arrlived on lorsebacek.
and commurrieuated to me the intelligel-e that the police
wire coming to arreet me. I went out with them into the
bush. andremained tllere, about 300 yards from the eot.
tages. until my servant brought the news that the police
had arrived. itnd were sitting ir the kitchen. We meunt-
ed our horseas isunediateiy and rode dola to the cottage.
One hundred yards riom it my friends droe up. I rode
on until 1 came to the stahle, which was within pistol shrot
of the lkitehen door. I drew up there. and desired him to
goin aelt tell the police I was waiting for them. lIe left
me at once and enterd thee cottage. Two or tllree at-
nutes elapsed; the police appeared. The momenst they
appeared I rose in my stirrups. called out to them that I
was the prisoner they came to arrest. and defied thems to
do so. This chaellege was echr:d siy my frierds with
three loud and hearty cheers, in the midst of which 0
stuck spurs to my horse, and dshied into the woods in
the dlrection of the coast. Aeceompanied by my generous
aodcourageous-hearted friends: I reached the se-i shore
on Mlonday afternoon. at it point whinrle a boat was in
readinessto receive me. jumped froem my horse. got
into the boaet, put oil to ser. and heat about tihere fr a
few days, until the ship came up, ehilch. tihark kiod bore
me. at lest, to a free and hospitable lanrd.

In plain words. these are tire lain facts of the case.
As I have written them here. they were written by one of
my friends, at the house wahere we heanged horses on our
way to the coast, The mmanuscript, containing tlhe, wasa
folrwardedod next morning. l'ureday, to the editor of tile
leading journal of thle clony, and bore the names of my
friends. written by their ownn hands. in attestation of its
truth. The gentleman to whor it weasscnt. was instruct-
ed not to publih tie uamres that were attached to it. lie
was, however. at the smer tille, retquested to insert the
document ItsUlf In the next aumer eef his paperr. and was
letrft at full and perfect liberty to h,,w tiela signatures to

any pres who might•esh to be nastitled upon tile sub-
jnct, ad would pledge his honer not to abuse the conit-
dence reposed iu him. by involvlng the parties concerned
in any legail diftleulty.

Tho men who vouched with their eigoatures for the
truth of the statement they made, and nr w repeatedl, are
men of considerable property ant highly creditable lposi-
tlon it the colony, andl no ne tires, would Ie , rash enough
to speak a single word derogatory to their character.
