1Iottrcaln.-Michael Clark and Mary A nn,
hit wife, were yesterday examined by lRecorder Winte r on
the eharge of killing John O'ltourke, on the evenifg of
the Jth inst.

Deputy Coroner Laoc testified as to the accuracy C f the
pcro ecbtl nmade out on the inquest. The decease d had
a cut on the head which wae an inch and a quartel: long,
-nd looked as if it had been made with some thing'sharp.
The body wrie at Dr. Meogan's Drug store. The verdict of
the Coroner's Jury was, that the deceased cant' to his
deatb from congestion of the braiu, which migot have
been ceaused by a blow on the head from otherj rausrs.
The skin of the ilad of the deceased wo rut,: hbut the
kull wa• not a iurdrrd. There was more water thran blood
about the bretn.
Dr. Davizae sworn. testifierd as follows : I 'exanmined

the body of John O'Rourke. the deoeasod. ItV presented
n apoplectic apperaance. There wa•a wount two inahes

tong on tbo tub of the hlod, oekitultiog to the hone.
There wao eo fraolure of the nkullt.ant no oxtravanted
blood about the brain. hut therewo a general fdiureo of
the blood vessels. There wao an effunoun ofwater on the
brain. The condition of the brain might have been
caused by a blow or previous disease, but if occasioned by a
blow it must have been inflicted more than fifteen minutes
before the death." (It is solaid thlat deceased died In about
15 minutes after Clark strnuck him.)

John D. Earnest, ewor-n." I occupy a house within
fiftyyards ofthe prisoner's and could easily ace into his
yard. At six o'clock on the evening of last Friday week,
saw a man in the yard with Clark. Clark had a board
tlhie hand about four feet long. and the man was laying
beside him on the ground. bleeding profusely. I did not
sec Clark strike him. The man cried out. but I oould not
distinguish what hosaid. I called to Clark not to strli0
the man, and he replied, 'you son of a b-h, come
down. and I'll strike you too.' Tho house is next door to
Ptanton's ice house. The man who was struck bad gray
hair, andwas about flftyyears old. My attention was
first directed to Clark's yard by quoarreling words between
Mrs. Clark and the man whom I afterwards saw bleeding.
Clark pushed hlswife into the house. Afterwards I saw a
third man in the yard. but do not know whether he came
fromthe street or thehouse. This man and Clark took
up the bleeding m0an and helped him out of the yard. 1
did not see the bleeding man afterwards."
Elinabeth Itutes. sworn.--(Witness spoke in tile licer

man language.) "The mau who was killed wont into
Clark's yard. lIe appeared to be unwell, and lalo down.
Mrs. Clark ordered him to leave the yardl. Mr. Clark then
went into the yard and struck his wife lightly with a
piece of wood, and told her to go into the Itouse. tie then
struck the man on the head. The piece of wood was
longer than my arm. and not so large as my wrist. I was
so much frightened that I could not look. The wood was
like fence wood. L lived noear the accused, and could see
into the yard of the accused without difficulty. Atother
man helped Clark to carry the wouuded manu out of the
yard. As they were going out. Clark wanted to strike the
wounded man egoin. but his rassistant would not let lim.
This was about 6 o'clock in the evening. nearly two weeks
ego.,"

Cross-examined.--" I saw Clark and the man take the
wounded man into the doctor's shop. This was an hour
after, l1nd the man was not dead then. When thc de-
ceased entered Clark's yard., he was shaking aud appeared
to be sick. Ito did not appear to be drunk.'

.1. I. Wilsonr, sworn.-' 1 work at the ice-house on Com-
merce street. In the early part of the present month I
saw Clark leading the deceased along. O'lourke ap-
peared to be intoxicated. Ten minutes afterwards Clark
cale to our door and said he had hit that man. O'lourke
had some blood oil his shirt when he passed with Clark.
About fifteen minutes after that I saw a crowd at the
corner of Loule, street. and I shut p the ice-house to
see what was the matter. When I got there. O'Rourke
was on the ground, shaking like a nma in a fit. There
was a priemt with him. I remained there two or three
minutes. The next thing I heard, O'ltourke wa, dead."

Mary Au Tufts, swor..--' I saw O'lourke in the yard
of Clark on Commerce street, between Derlord udt Louisa
streets. ill ths District. I went to tlr. Clark's to visit a
girl who, lived there. O'Rourke was lying oil the ground
shaking. aod Clark wanted him to get up cnd go away.
but the man could n't do it. Clark then kicked him: he
then brought o pole and struck him acrorss his back. The
man got np to go out, and took hold of tih pole: to keep
Clark from striking him again. Clark then poushed him
over into a tub, and clllen the wLe sitting upright ill the
tub. Clark struck hint over the head witllh a chair several
times. The man could not get up. and Clark then tlruck
him again oon the back with a piece of wood. A younog
man then came il and took O'Rlourke :rt of thle tuo,. anroi
assisted Clark to take him out of the gate. anl carried
him to tle corner of Commerce auol Louisa streetsr. were-
they laid him down on the bahnqutlte. After seeing this.
l went back into Clark's yard. When C'lrkli returned, he
said he did not want luny loaers in his h ard. At 9o'clotok
in the evening I saw the same man (O'ltourke) lying dead
at the Doctor's shop. There was no weapon in O']lourolrke's
hands when Clark str,,ct him. There wo some blood, hbut
not much .runnuing dooa O'Rourke's 'fare. I saw, the
beginnuing of the matter. O'Rourke didl not attemplt to
strike Clark. Elizabeth ,Luke'. anotller wituess, lives
next door to Clark. I live at the orner of Annunciatiou
and l'oeyfarre."
