There is no portion of Louisiana which affords the same
advantages for the development of these resouroes. on
which the inhabiltants of this city depend for a supply of
the necessary articles of food. lBy the construction of
this road. our .upplios-of beef. mutton. poultry, the pro-
duce of the ldairy, fruits. tvegetables, etc.. etc.. would be
considerably increased, and hbe sold at greatly reduced
rates: the mechtoanic, the laborlng mant, io fact every
housekeeper in the city would derive an immediate and
certain benefit fron the opening of this road.

In connet;tion with this, it can not be denied that one
of the prominent causes which has retarded our growth
as a cityl is the high price or coot of livingo and anythinog
done towards ameliorating this heavy burden and great
drawback on our prosperity, will tend to augment our po-
pulation tanod will add to our resources. What we most
want is a permanent population actively and profitably
employed. Situated oas we are at present, we have to de-
pend entirely on the precarious navigation of our rivero
and bayous: all of ourenorgie are icalled in requisition
durinog a fw months in the year to meet its exigencies.
