The late eruption did but
little damage, hi•ing passed over an uninhabited district.

Oonata.-.Thio disease has not oentirely iseappeared
from some parts of Western Texas. Somea of the newly
arrived Gearman Immigrants have been attacked and died,
even afteroiaching their destination in theupper aountry
and others have sufifered a similar fate at Indanola aoid
other potnts on the coast. The Indlanola Bulletin, of
the 10th Intant, says that at that place the disease has
nearly disappeared from the American portion of the citi-
zens. there having boon no new case for several days, and
no death from It for about twelve days. Among the tcr.
mna population there were still cases. some of which had
proved ifatal. Mr. Marshall, an American traveler, had
also died.

Tnaue or IsmanoLA.--The Bulletin sets down the num-
ber of vessels (chiefly schooners and brigs) engaged in the
trade between Indlanola and New York st fifteen. This
is furtheor evidence of the great Increasa of trade between
the State and the Northern ports.
. TonNaSenl.--A eorrespondent of the Galveston Jour-
nal, writing from San Antonio. learns from Lieut. C. 1t.
Tyler of the 2d U. S. Dragoons, that on the list inst. LIfut.
Iiawes, of the 2d Dragoouaos with a party of fifteen men
had a skirmish with a martading band of Camaonchbes. wh
had been porpretrating outrages on the road between Fort
Into and Fort Dncan. The Indians were discovered at
a distoaneoo of about a mile or more, and the pursuit, which
lasted an hour, was oeescariy conducted at great disad-
vantages Lieut. Iawes succeeded. however. in shooting
two and recovering thirty-eight animals and four captive
children. The children stated that their father and elder
brother and sister were murdered by them three days be-
fore. Lieut. Denman reports that he crossed several trai
between the Nueee and the Rio Grande.

MICore Mlexcalt Outrages - Mlurdera s ancd

iobberies.
By the arrival of the steamship Yacht, we have received

Brownsville (Texas) papers to the 12th inst. From these
we learn that the Mexican and Indian outrages on the
Ilio Grande continue. and that the most intense excite-
ment existedin Brownsville. The lio Bravo of the ilh
int. says :

On Saturday last our fellow-towasmna. Dr. Suth-
rrland. was ou at journey to Eltinburghl, learnedl that the
Mexicnas and Indians had been over again and killed a
Mr. lermingtona. a settler on tie riverc. iroceediag oo
to the house of Dr. Rhodes. about tifty mites from lBrownso-
ville: he learned that the party. consistlng of albout sevn-
teen Indians and Mexicans. had pased lbut a short time
before, one of them having on the clothes of Mr. Ilem-
mington. and was riding his horse, whioet Dr. Rt. recog.
nized by tle equipments. Tile party had stolpped and
threatened that if they should find out that hIe haId any
thing to do with the geingoes. they would serve him in the
same way. Dr. authetrland learned also a little further
on. that five more plerseus had been killed and their bodies
thrown into a lade codlad Agua Negra. No one could tell
who they were. but their bodies had been seen that nmorn-
ing. lie then concluded to eo on to the lake, Chich w:es
but a ittla way ahead, and see if he could recognize the
bodies. Proceedilsg on until hee eaoc in ighlt of the lake.
he became convinced by certain movemcnts in the bushes.:
that he had already gone too far, and instantly returned,
at a rapid gait. t tthe house of Dr Ithodes, front whence
he came to lBrownsville.

A meeting of the citizenas of the latter place was at once
ealled. and addressed by Dr. Sutherland and Judge (Grin-
sted. A committee was appointed, and a series of resolu-
tions drawn up. eomploining of the want of protection on
thle part of the Government and the United State officers
oi tihe frontier, and requesting the Governor of tle State
to adopt icmaediate measures to secure their safety. It
was aLso resolved to raise a company of twenty-five men
to proceed to Agua Negra to ascertain. if possihble. the
names of the murdered men. and bury their bodies.

A party, consisting. however. of oniy ten men. left the
following day for Agee Ndegr. but on arriving at the
house ot Dr. Rhodlcs. they were informed that a party of
Indians were in the chapparal ahead of them, and two of
the Indians were seen. by some of the party from
the house. who llnade chase, but could not over-
take them 'l'h•s •ldently intenc a t.',t on,-..
into cn amsbscade. On their arrivaat lthe hoL•se ot Dr.
Rthods,,. he inmmediately requcteled them to prevent any of
the lMexicans leaving tlhe place. several of whom were
found there ; but two of them suecceedetd in making their
esaIpe and swam thle river.

ruttono, woho cuuld bet distinetly heard to cry odt,. Ufire at
the f•lrow on the gray horse." At the crctk of their
rifles the horse fol. tut the rider wato t ilnjrood. lie
uceede tod n making iis escapeo on foot. 'oitomation of
the movements of tilt party was evidently sent in ad-
vano e by spio; to those mis reasnt. who were very neto rly
suee oful in cutting them oil. lad they stucceeded in

orusting the river below them. woiet h was evidently their
inteotton, not a soul woutld tVe escaped, ts, in numbers.
they were probably ten to one. A large party in ambus-
cade was stationed near the lake. and the other patty
wtre ready to crtss the river whenever the Americans
houttd have pad by to suiieot tim not tot receive i-
formation uof tile foot. when they unppotcd it would be
tl oesy matter to kill the whole party.
