For every trip from either District to and back
from the Lake shore, five dollars for the whole carriage-
nbt texeeding four passengers ; and three dollars for a
cab or gig; and one dollar for every hour, after the irt
two hours, detention at the Lake of said carriage, cab or
gig. by the passengers.

Art. 6. For every course or trip above-mentioned, each
passenger having one hundred pounds of baggage,. shall
pay for the same twenty.five cents, and for all additional
baggage pro rata,

Art. 7. Any owner or driver of hack. cabh. or carriage,
shall, on the demand of any person or persons, convey
him or them the distance herein above speclsed upon the
terms herein set down.

Art. 8. Any owner or driver of a carriage, cab, or hack.
may, upon agreement with passengers, charge at the rate
of one dollar per hour for the use of the same.

Art. 0. Every owner or driver of, bhack. carrisge. or cab.
for hire, shall have the number of the same painted on the
lamls in coasplcuous figures not less than two inches in
length and one-half inch 4s width. which lamps shall be
lighted at dusk every night, and continue so lighted while
in the streets or on hire during the night.

Art. 1O. Every driver of carriage. hack, or cab shahll re-
main in his seat, or within five paces of his vehile, and on
all occasions leare his whipin the same.

Art. 11. No driver of carriage, cab, or hack. shall drive
at a speed to endanger the safety of possengers or-persons
on foot.

Art. 12. Every owner or driver of carriage, hack or cab.
shall have this present ordinance hung up and kept in
good repair in some conspicuous place in his vehicle.

Art. 13. It dshall be lawful for public carriages for hire
to stand on tile streets near the sidewalk surrounding
Lafayette Square, First District; Jackso Square and
Place d'Armes, in tihe Second District; Washington
Square. in the Third District ; Clay Square, in the Fourth
District ; and in the neighborhood of the Paonthastrsin
Railroad Depot. Third District-the latter location to be
deslgasted, and to be utler the supervision of the Chief
of Plioand also along the Neutral Ground. Canalstreet.
And it shall not be lawful for public earriages, etc., to
stand in any of tihe public streets or highways, exept as
above provided for.

Art. 14. That no one shall be permitted as driverof any
public carriage etc.. who is not above the age of eighteen
years, nor shall it be permitted to owners, agents. or
drivers of such veicles, to have mnore than one person on
or about them while at the stead.

Art. 15. Any owner. driver, or person having chatrge or
autority over a public caErriage. hack. or cab, for hirewho
shall contrlvene any one or more of the above articles of
this ordinance shall be liable to a f0e or penalty of not
less than ten dollars nor more than one hundrel dollars ;
