The
farmers generally are now o..ediog on corn, which is un-
usual. Throughout Indianar there it certainly a larger
tecreawe this season, tnd the hogs are ten per cent. better
than they ever were betire.

Commissioncr reports 20.000
hogs, over sie months old, in that county on the 10th of
January latt. Garrard eounty has 17.000 head ; Linolon,
Jessarmioe.

The number of persons employed in the Paris theatres,
in addition to the aotors, is upwards of 1500, and there are
no less than 630 musicians, with the various orchestras.
With regard to the performers at Paris, there are 1152
men and 891 women. Of these, 7i3 are artistes, and the
remainder choristers and figuraotes.
