The recent nomination of a NewHampshire

gnttleman, as a candidate for the Presidency of

the Union, has again brought before the public

tbe gfat, that certain civil disabilities are im-

pered upon those of the citizens of that State,

wheoeeonsciences may have led them to certain

religi es convictions and conclusions. We be-

lieve Jews and Roman Catholics are the obiects

of this singularly unrepublican, bigoted and

prpedriptive order of State government.

It may be said that, nevertheless, religion is

free in Newlampshire. We totally deny the

proposition. A republican State removes from

oertain religionists the honorable and glitter-

ing pries of office, and places them at such a

po•lt as to be accessible to them only at the

sarifice of conscience. Thus it bribes cun-

sagence, and if it yield not, it bar- up, to the

honestly convinced, paths open d freely to every

other eithen ; and herein the former is less free,

has ansarrower range of liberty, than the lat-

ter, whilst both are fellow citizens and fellow

republicans.
One of the necessary incidents of freedom is -

the right lawfully to acquire what every other

citisen may acquire, and a man is not wholly t

free who is merely protected from not being
robbed of all except what the State has specially

and invidiously excepted. Even our negro

slaves cannot be robbed of what the law per-

mite them to have.
If the State of Newllampshire had a religion

there might be some color of argument fobr its

imposition of disabilities: but as it has none, it
is plainly a case of arbitrary tyranny. There
is toleration, not freedom, of religion, in this

member of the Union.
In England, a limited monarchy, with a re-

cognised " State Establishment," a huge politi-
cal monster fattening on tithes, if there cannot

be absolute freedom, there ought, at least, to be

the most liberal toleration of religions. In all
latitudes and in all times, we disapprove of the
religious intolerance which ordered the exclu-

lion of Alderman Salomon from his seat in the
House of Commons; and we admire the heroic

anad lofty enthusiasm, with which, in the
eatient faith of the Ark and the Covenant, he
stood fast with his conscience and his creed.

But even this might be passed over as making

all comment idle, in face of the fact that the

Queen of England is the Head of the Established
Church. But certainly, there might be a more
liberal toleration, in enlightened tEngland, than
that which thunders anathema. heaps penalties.
and grrays a police force against a clasy of re-
ligionlsts who may assume mere names or ex hibit

in public procession the symbols of religious wor-
shipand priestly office. The word "Cardinal"
may raise "chimeras dire" in the minds ofnervous
old people, but we should think it ought
not to summon up Gorgas, or frighten all Eng-
land from its propriety. We do not think there

is any thing more fearful in it tlhan in the word
"Bishop," or " Priest," or " Rabbi," or " El-
der." But the QueenofEngland, a very respect -
able young lady and the mother of a large
family, has caught a fearful import from the
word, and in an elaborate proclamation exor-
cised it, and forbidden all Catholic processions
in her realm. She could not tolerate even the
veriest forms of a religious worship.

The consequence has been the melancholy and

disgrceeful riot, of which we publish full par-
tisalraelsewhere. A Sunday School procession
hab given rise to pillage, desecration and mas-
snore. Popular prejudices and religious antipa-
thies, driven to an extreme point by the Queen's
proclamation of alarm-her mortal dread of
surplices, chalices, black gowns, the bannered
cross; and Sunday School processions- has burst
into a frenzy and baptised religious hate in hu-
man blood. That was a rare revel, that feast
of passion; a rare libation to religious truth,
that low of blood; a rare vindication of " the
peace and dignity of the British Crown," that
vegedall life-struggle of human creatures; a
rare sause of mutual butchery, that division of
eauletlea and form of worship in Christian
faith! Thi is toleration in England !

Elewherawepublish a statement that a sect,
numberingmany thousands, and corresponding
to oar Quakers, are on the point of emigrating
to this country from Germany, in consequence
of latolerance. This is toleration in Germany !

In our country, singular cenes of religiousfa-
natiism are presented by a sectarian community
numbering many thousand souls. We refer to the
hyOstm of polygamy practiced among the Mor-
reas. The N. Y. Y. Herald of the 16th inst. pub-
Itshes a letter from W. W. Phelps, of Utah, said
to be a leading Latter Day Saint, and an elder
Ia the Mormon Church, acknowledging that
polygamy is practised among them, and defend-
ing it. He justises the practice, and glories in

it, In a strain of obscenity which we cannot ad-
maateo our columns. He cites Solomen, the Pa-
thattbs, and numerous Scriptural texts. We

Hnon when the Mormons claimed, in Illinois
an g ulari, as a msattpr of religious opinion,
to appiopriate the property of others, they were
properly, and not intolerantly, driven beyond
the borders of civilization and into the dreary
waite of Plains. A sentiment had become a
wrong and injury; and though the State could
neither know nor notice the former, it was
bound to prevent or punish the latter; and in
this, we believe, are the true principle and
philosophy of religious freedom and religious
toleration. Now, the plurality wife-system of
the Mormons is as much prostitution as the con-
cubinage noticed and punished by the laws of
civilized countries; and so equal is the balance
of the sexes, that, leaving morality aside, it is a
wrong upon, and injury to, the interests of so-
elety, and cnn properly be taken cognizance of
by law.

All questions bearing upon religious freedom,

religious toleration and religious fanaticism. are
delicate in their nature and dangerous of dis-
cussion. It chn only be said, at last, that con-
science is with God, order with society. Con-
science is partly the creatlre of as.ociations.
There is not as tuch light is the wigwam as in
the academy, in the coal-pit as in the (athe-
dral. Society cannot pretend to judge its hon-
esty, though it may repel its wrongs. It must
regulate order, not persecute conviction-.

But these are curious pictures for the gallery
of history. I",glaul and tiermany, intolerent
to opinions, violating no law of order; a repuh-
lican State ostracising those who entertain theum
in like nianetr, andI the American Goveruielcnt
tolerating a religion whose devotees know no

property but their own, iand shose s- ry practice
is the grossest social disorder.

Jasper Boush, an intelligent colored man, who
sailed from Norfolk, Va., is July of last year,
and who settled in Liberia, has lately written
an interesting letter to the Rev. Wm. H. Starr, of
Sorfolk. It is dated AUhland, Liberia, May 10,
and after expressing his gratification with every
thing in his new home, and saying that nothing
coull induce him to roturn to Norfolk, he adds:

I" live in my own house, on my own farm of
80 acres, and ett every day of my life provisions
and breadstuffs of my own raising. I have now
growing as my 1.52 crop, a large quantity of
cassadas and potatoes, several acres of b••er
cane, several acres of rice, and several also of
ginger; I have now ready to be transported from
my nursery several thousand coffee scions.
nearly one hundred cocoa scions, (not cocoa nut,
mind you, but chocolate,) and about the same
quantity of mango plums. My present crop,
when it matures, will be worth about $600 or
700. My sugar crop will be worth over $200.
wll have about 150 croon of rice, which is

worth from 76 cMnts to $1 per croo."
