The recent burning, and the great loss of hu-
man live attendant thereupon, of the steamer
Henry Clay, upon the Hudson river, has, as

usual, given rise to ntmerous and contradictory
: comments. These,,in the large number of oasds,
have ofiginated with those, who, living at a
great distance and relying solely upon tele-

goaphic rumors, could not possibly be in any
way positive concerning the facts of the catas-
troplie. We hate, notwithstanding, seen the
most positive expressions of opinion, favorable
and unfavorable, in regard to the conduct of
the offices of the ill-fated steamer.

Ol both sides, we consider them ill-judged
and il-timed. The officers of the Henry Clay
(as the telegraph has informed us), have been
arrested, and must answer fully to the laws.
In the mean time, and more specially from re-
mote quarters, they, are neither entitled to ex-
culpation nor justly open to censure. Public
opinion should not be made up for or against
them. A jury of thceircountrynien will do them
full justice-nothing more and nothing less;
and having full confidence in the correctness,
probity and equity of the jury system, we qui-
etly await the result.

We believe that there are few persons of our
yearse in the Southwest, more intimately and
extensively acquainted with steamboat-men;
and, we must say, in justice to them, that we
never heard any other set of men talk more
fairly, sensibly and pointedly of the burning,
sinking or explosion of steamboats. We have
yet to meet with the first one of them wiho did
not say carelessness, recklessness or ignorance
upon the part of any steamboat officer, when
clearly proven, ought to be severely punished,
for many reasons.

Let us illustrate by what they have told
us: the careless, or reckless, or ignorant
officer endangers commercial property and
human life, checks shipments and the travel of
passengers by the casualties and fatalities he
soauw, comes into unfaircompetition with care-
ful and experienced men, and discredits an oc-
cupation upon which such depend for a live-
lihood.

But how is it to be shown that any officer was
guilty of carelessness, recklessness, or igno-
rance ? How is the odium of the vague but cer-
tain rumors following a steamboat casualty, to
be lifted, as a cloud is lifted, from his name ?
How is the careful, prudent, intelligent steam-
boat officer to be protected from the unfair com-
petition of the oareless, reckless, and ignorant ?
PlAinly, only by s judicial trial; there is no
other way under heaven.

We know that in case of every steamboat
casualty, there areloud, and in numerous cases,
senseless, outcries ; but how are we decide when
they are just or unjust? Who is to establish a
case before the public, which will vindicate the
steamboat officer, restore public confidence in
his OManagement of a boat, and enable him to
secure a profitable or even paying business?
Who or what is to give anew, driving back cer-
tain, if unjust, suspicion, and stamping with
reprobation vague but certain rumors, that
position which will secure bim employment or
business patronage ? The intelligent steamboat-
man has repeatedly answered, " our protection
and vindication must be found in fair and just
laws."

We know, too, that, with every quality of
carefulness, experience and intelligencein steam-
boat officers, the most disastrous accidlents may
happen. Protection in such cases is to be found
in the fact'that tile proof of carelessness, reeck-
lessness or ignorance must be clear and positive-
not presumptive or circumstantitl. Their own
lives, are as much as (if not more fully than) at
stake as (or than) those of others; and this
fact should, prima irheie, give a presumption in
their favor. We have twice )teen on boats with
two of the most faithful, intelligent anwl expe-
rienced engineers, on the South-west waters.
when we were within a hair's breadth of explo-
sion. In both cases, the sprngy, cork-likewood
which abounds upon the Mississippi, had been
" tucked in," and the supply of water to the
boilers stopped in such a way as to puzzle the
most experienced engineer, and mislead him
to- believe that his boilers were regularly tilling
up. In another case, we were standing by an
A No. 1' pilot-every thing was almost as clear
as day before us-when, quick as thought, a
fog came down; and, in tile darkness of the
night, and upon one of the highest floods of tie
Mississippi, land not to be reached except
through dlense forests, we floated helplessly.
Suppose, we, descending, and knowing not one
point of the compass, had struck an ascending
boat-could the officers of our boat have been tno
blame ? Could any blame have morally attached
to the oflicers in any of tihe cases we ohave men-
tioned: Certainly not : there is reason in all
things.
But when boats come to racing one against

another, there is very little reason in the pre-
mises. We have, tinme and again, been on ia boat
when racing with another. W\hat Ilave we
seen ? Why, everything andl everybody excite-
ment on board--the captain, the pilot, the engi-
necrs, the crew, all excitement; the cteanu his-
sing fiercely, the tires crackling and blazing
angrily, (under the irritation of rosin and pin -
knots,) and the machinery groaning heavily,
like a giant in tormuent-and above all this, sosme
two hundred to three hundred souls in danger
of irmedi'ate destruction. Steanm-enginery is a
dangerous power. It holds a fiearful and mys-
terious giant conlined; and when the strength
of that giaut has been worked off, and only the
terrible gas of the steam-boiler is left, there is
no prison under heaven which it will not rend
asunder, destroying everything, animate or in-
animate, in its path. Should mien controlling
such agents become excited ? or should they not
ever be watchful and prudent? In a race, we
have seen the very solder melted from a safety-
valve, and old boilers exposed to the most mer-
ciless heat-boilers already nearly burnt out.
We have known boats, notoriously slower thanis
others with whom they have sought competition,
urging every power, straining all their nma-
chinery, and risking hundreds of lives, for the
vain-glory of trying to enter a port within an
hour or two of a more prudent competitor; and
we must confess, too often passengers urged the
officers to the imprudent effort.

It is idle to talk about " speed" and about
"restrictions upon speed." The owners and of-
ficers of a boat, without any racing or attempt
at racing, learn, and the public also, what is the
average speed of a boat; and a race is nothing
more than an attempt to force extra and uu-
safe speed out of machinery and power. If the
owners and officers of a boat find the average
speed of a boat they own less than that of
others, they will go to them for the noeessary
infatrmation in constructing a now one. No one
Ih telnil agtiiint tM•ll evte aita with lthO 6Aeo

excitement and defiant recklessness with which
he raced against another boat. The speed of a
boat is not her character, except for " the

fancy passenger business." The largest, most
valuable and paying freights seldom go upon
" the fast boats;" and " the fiany passenger
business" these secure is notoriously but of
slender profit. A boat's character is reasona-
ble, not "racing," speed ; capacity of tonnage;
soundness of hull; safety of machinery; expe-
ri@uec, care, punctuality, and business-like
habits of officers.

When a boat is racing, we assume that the

of•ers are excited; when they are excited, that

tihey are not as careful and prudent, any more
than a man under the influence of ardent spir-
its, as at another time; when they are less care-
fil and prudent than under usual circumstan-
ces, we assume that casualties and fatalities are
more likely to occur. And we assame further,
as the honest and merciful speed of a boat, that
which is her average not her forced.

At what time have steamboat accidents most
frequently occurred WVhen boats were racing.
The Henry Clay was burning (so says the tes-
timony) for more than half of an hour before
the officers, though warned of it, noticed or
gave attention to the fact. Hal they not been
under the undue excitement of racing, would
this have been the case ?

The St. James was racing when she exploded
with such terrible and melancholy consequences,
darkening an entire community in gloom. For
nearly half of an hour before the catastrophe,
the officers of the California scented that terrible
gas, which is more deadly than simoon, or whirl-
wind or tempest in its ruinous work. Would
not the officers of thle ill-fated steamer have
noticed it had they not been under the undue
excitement of racing ?

What has been the result ? There are deavl

in the grave-yards, and dead swept over by the

waves or driven far out upon the seas. There
Is the darkness of mourning in many a late
cheerful home. Familiar voices are absent from
family converse; familiar forms are missed from
family circles; accustomed counsel no longer
warns and guards; affectionate arms embrace
and cherish no more. By many a darkened
hearth, which late glowed brightly, sit Woe and
Penury, and IHappiness and Comfort hanve been
suddenly chased away. There is a wail of ago-
ny in households, in which wives have been made
husbandless, husbands wifeless, children or-
phaned and parents childless. There are those
whose paths in life might have been bright and
happy, who now see only a stern and dismal
blank before them. If all this has happened
that boats may attain to " the perfection" of
" speed," the end has been sought ct at a terrible
and costly price.

These views are honest and frank; and we
believe our blunt, common-se-se steamboaumen,
asking nothing but what is right, and approving
nothing that is wrong, will fully endorse them.
And the important question for stecamloatlec
is, can they approve racing ?
