THE PIRATE BRIG.

In representing the following tale to the read-
ers of the Herald, the writer has no particular
object in view, other than their amusement.
The facts upon which it is founded have been
known to the writer for many years, and he has
often contemplat d placing them in this form,
but has never done so until now. If this much
will be considered'a sufficient introduction, we
will go on with the narrative, leaving the reader
as he progresses, to guess, think, reckon or
calculate, what is fact and what is fiction. 1
Toward the close of a beautiful day in Otto-

ber, in l13--, there stood upon one of the
wharves in Baltimore, in rather a contempla-
tive mood, a young man, whose sun-browned
appearance would have warranted the conclu-
sion that he had, for a time at least, rode upon
the bosom of the " vasty deep," and indeed such
was the case, although he was not a sailor, but
had just returned from a three years' sight-
seeing in the Old World. As to the hue of his
hair, the contour of his visage, the color of his
eyes, and the stature of his frame, they are al-
together foreign to my subject, but if the reader
has any curiosity in the matter, he or she may
give play to their imaginations and conjure upan ideal to suit themselves; but this much I will 1
say, he was what is termed a good looking young
man, with a naturally prepossessing appear-
ance. I said that his manner, at the time of
the opening of our story, was contemplative and
an observer of his countenance might be led to
the conclusion that he was about to ask, " well,
what shall I do next ?" Such, indeed, was the
subject of his thoughts. After returning to the
United States he had visited all of his relations
and many of his friends, had frequented several
places of amusement, and arrived in Baltimore
a few days previous, undecided as to his future
course. On the evening alluded to he had
strolled to the wharves of the city to view the
shipping which studded the waters in profusion,
as they were spread out before him, and the
scene was well calculated to rouse in his mind
strong memories of the past, as well as the
isolation of his present position.

It was evident that he was ripe for any hon-
orable adventure that would relieve his present
ennui. While thus engaged, hbe was accosted
with a " good evening, sir," uttered in a cheer-
ful and rather confident tone by aman of about
his own age, and dressed in the garb of a sailor,
yet his general appearance, and the texture of
his cloth, would go far towards furnishing the
isle that he belonged to a better order of that
craft tthan could generally be found among the
deck hands; '" good evening," was rather gruffly
returned by our hero, who, as we must have a
name for, we will designate Frank Harley.
" A fine evening for the contemplation of such

a scene," says our friend, at the same time
pointing to the view before them.

A simple responsive " yes," was all that Har-
ley uttered in reply, and rather ungraciously
turned from the stranger. But he was not thus
to be baulked in his pursuit, and he leisurely
followed until they reached a spot less frequented
than where they first met, when the sailor com-
menced anew the conversation, and by hisfrank
and easy manner soon succeeded in drawing
from Isarley a knowledge of his present dilemma.
It is not necessary, and probably will not in-

terest the reader, to go into a full detail of the
conversation that ensued between the characters
thus far introduced, for it will answer our pur-
peoss fully as well to say that, after a conference
of more than an hour, they parted friends and
!partners in business
-The sailor, whom we will call Gardner, had

ststed that he was the agent of a company in
ltavana tor procuring men and officers for an
expedition to the South seas, which had for its
object trade and exploration, and farther sta-
ted that he was to be the first mate of the ves-
sel, a brig, which was then fitting at Havana,
and closed by offering to Harley the situation
of supercargo, provided he would advance the
sumn of three hundred dollars. He said the va-
rious situations ont board were thus portioned
out; for instance, the Captain advanced five
hundred dollars ; the surgeon (for she was to
carry one) and the first mate advanced four
hundred dollars each; the second mate, super-
cargo tand boatswain, three hundred each; the
various petty officers two hundred each; first
class seamen one hundred, and the balance fifty
dollars eachl; all of which was to be a common
fund for trade, and each share the profits ac-
cording to what he had paid in. She was to be
armed to some extent, for self-defence, while vis-
iting the savage islands of those seas, and was
to be manned by one hundred and thirty per-
sons. all told. They parted for the night un-
dler promise to meet tile next evening, when
larley was to give an answer to the proposition
advanced.

According to promise they met the next eve-
ning, wllnos Harley closed with the offer and
signed tihe articles of agreement; but the money
was not to be paid until he reached the vessel
and entered upon the duties of his station; and
even then it was merely to be transferred from
his private purse to the common stock-for, be-
ing supercargo, he was to be manager of thist
fund-to do all trading, keep the books, and
lo anythintg else in his power to promote the
interest and general welfare of the expedition.
This was a perfect godsend to our adventurer,
and ohe immediately commenced preparation for
the voyage.

In about ten days Gardner and Harley were
both ready to sail for Havana, with about thirty
tha:t ]l,-I been recruited in Baltimore and Phila-
delphie by Gardner and an agent resident in
the c'cstr city. A few days of fine sailing soon
larldet them at Havana, where Harley was in-
trotr sod to the Captain, who informed him that
the brig would not be ready for several days for
their le'reption, and that the (Hnrley) couldpass
the itltormediate time in traveling over the
Island, The Captain had good quarters on
shore,;at a first rate hotel, to which Harley was
inviteo when in town.

Ilar ey found the Captain an agreeable, social
compsn ion, possessing the exterior manners of a
gentleman, andi a man of good general intelli-
gence in fact, the was well calculated to win
upon a heart of a frank, open-hearted young
man li1e Frank Harley.
As e shall have to give somewhat of a more

extended description of Captain Tralle, we may
as wel do it here. is height was about six
feet, Wlth a frame of almost faultless propor-

tions, black hair, a keen. dark, piercing eye,
large, black whiskers; his clothing, when on
shore, of the meeost fashionable out, together with
a profusion of jewelry, gave him the appearance
of a perfect Broadway dandy; and such were
his conversational powers, that he soon became
a general favorite wherever he went on land.
At sea he was somewhat different. He dressed
plaii but neat, was rather taciturn in his man-
mer, and e4acted a rigid obedience to his orders.
lie was a perfect seaman, and understood well
the various phases of human nature. Puch was
apparently the man with whom Harley had for
a time cast his fortunes, but how true this
description indicated his real character will be
seen hereafter.
In a few days the brig was reported for her

crew, and all went on board to prepare for sea,
excepting Harley, who had become so much in-
terested in the beautiful scenery of Cuba, as to
nearly forget that he was supercargo of the new
brig Hlalcyon, and when he returned her hold
was nearly stowed, and in a few days she was
under sail for the South seas.
Until the brig was fairly at sea, it could be

hardly said that Harley had entered upon his
duties, for the Captain had not found time to
deliver into his hands the books, papers, and
purse belonging to the vessel. But towards
night of the day of sailing, when they bad well
cleared the land, and shaped the brig's course,
Harley was sent for by Captain Tralle, when he
received all the books and papers, and the key
of an iron safe which stood in the cabin. Hnr-
ley first proceeded, in presence of the Captain,
to count the money and give his receipt for it,
when lhe retired to his state room to look over
the books and papers. Ile first took the books
and examined them closely, made a few addi-
tional entries, and then turned to the papers,
and what do you suppose his astonishment must
be, when'sa very few moments search revealed
to him the horrid intelligence that he was an
officer Of a" pirate brig !" For a moment his
heart sank withinhim.

Frank Itarley had been raised by pions
parents, and if there was a character on earth
that he detested beyond all others, it was a pi-
rate. But what could he do? Here he.was at
the mercy of one hundred and thirttdespera-
does, gathered from the jails and psisons of the
world, provided he indicated disiatidaction even
by a look.

Fortunately for Harley, he was alone at the
time; and more fortunate still;"le was one of
those calm, cool, collected men, when danger
threatened, and onethat would look death out
of countenance, if it could'be done by any hu-
man being. He soot recovered his composure,
and by the time he had finisled an examination
of the brig's papers, nobody not even the keen,

crutinizing eye of Captain Tralle, could have
told that Frank Harley had at any time lately
received the severest stroke of ill fortune in his
life. He walked out into thecabin with an ease
of manner perfectly astonishing to even himself,
but his iron'will was at work, and he deter-
mined to beat Captain Tralle and his whole
crew at their own game, deception, and trust to
chance for escape. This was his only course,
and his life depended upon his playing the game
successfully.

The Captain invited him to join them (Cap-
tain, first mate and surgeon,) in a glassof wine,
when several toasts were drank, and Harley
gave in his turn, "success to those that win."
He was fully aware that Captain Tralle closely
scrutinized every word or look of his,. but he
toook not the least apparent notice of it, and the
evening passed off jovially, while all seemed to
be fully satisfied with their situations and com-
panions.

When Harley retired that night, what inustn
have beep his thoughts? Where was the child
of many prayers? Where was he for whom a
gray-haired father daily petitioned a throne of
heavenly grace ? Where was he for whom an
aged and fond mother's heart yearned continu-
ally, as for the child of her riper years? Where
was he on whom brothers had looked with pride
and sisters with the fondest affection ? Alas!
he was an officer of a pirate brig, just launch-
ing upon ocean's broad expanse, to deal death,
desolation and destruction to those who should
be so unfortunate as to fall in her way. The
second day at sea is always a busy one, and in
this there was no exception on board the Hal-
cyon. It is a day of general regulation. Every
Ithing that has been hurried on board toward the
last has now to be put in a proper place,the crew
to be mustered and their places assigned to
them, and a thorough search of the ship is made
by the officers to see that all is right, andit was
during this latter operation that Harley dis-
covered that the brig, in-tead of four guns and
a few pieces of small arms, as he was told ihe
would carry, had snugly stowed away in her
hold twelve guns and their appurtenances, tand
severalchests of small arms, and a good maga-
zine of powder, in fact all the paraphernalia of
a man-of-war brig; but he took it all as amat-
ter of course, for the times of surprise with hlim
were past.

Harley, being well skilled in the use of fire-
arms and the broad sword, was requested to
drill the crew when at sea as often as possible,
which he did ; but instead of teaching them the
proper modes of self-defence, he taught them as
far as possible; first having ascertained that no
one on board understood anything of these exer-
cises.

After a passage of seventeen days, the brig
made the harbor of a small town on the coast of
Holland, for the purpose of taking in provisions
and water, preparatory to a voyage around the
Cape of Good Hope, into the track of the home-
ward bound Indiamen.
It would be tedious to give all the dtails of the

voyage, therefore we will suppose that the vessel
had, under a favorable run, reached her cruis-
ing ground, and was now ready to commence
her depredations upon the first vessel that
should be considered a good prize.

They had not cruised many days before an
opportunity was given them for a full disoplay of
their skill in piracy on the high seas. one
morning, just as the sun shone out full upon the
brig's hull, the " look out'" aloft gave the well
known cry of " sail ho!"
" Where away ?" shouted Capt. Tralle, from

the deck.
" Two points on the weather bow, sir," was

returned from the mast head.
" What does she look like ? "
" Can't make her out, sir."
At this time the brig was under easy sail,

with the wind upon her quarter, but she was
promptly hauled to the wind, and every sail set
that would assist her to get the weather of the
ship. The wind was blowing fresh at the time,
and the brig dashed gallantly through the
waves in a style worthy of a better cause.
Breakfast was hurried out of the way, when all
hands were busy in making preparations to re-
ceive the stranger in what they would term
their best style. By ten o'clock A. 0i. the brig
had got the weather-guage of the ship, and waits
thus enabled to choose her own position.

She bore away, so as to near the ship and
make tier out, when it became apparent that
she was an Indianman, of eight hundred tons,
and had on board, for some reason or other, a
large number of persons. I think the balance
of this tale can be best related in ,Mr. lHarley's
own words, therefore I shall write in the first
person.
" About 1 o'clock Pr. c. we had overhauled

the ship, and spoke her, when she proved to be
i what wehad taken her for, while we represent-
ed ourselves as an American man-of-war, with
the stars and stripes of my country flying at
our taffrail. ltow my blood boiled to see the
honored flag of my beloved America thus pros-
tituted; but I could not help it, and therefores kept quiet. After some conversation between
r the vessels, Captain Tralle told them he would

send a boat on board. How my heart leapedSfor joy when Captain Tralle called me to the

cabin, and told me to go on board in the first
cutter, and find out well what she was. tiOur
Sfirst mate was sick, and owing to some suspi-

cions as to the precise character of the ship, lie
did not like to spare the second mate from the
brig 1 was soon dresed in the dniform of ar Lieutenant of our Navy, which character I was

I to sustain, and went on board with a determi-
nation to act according to circumstances. While1 rowing to the ship, I directed the Coxswain to
> ascend the gangay and remain near it, while I

made an examination of the vessel. I was po-I litely received by the Captain, and conducted to
I the cabin, when I informed him that I wished to

see his papers, and make myself thoroigly ac-
3 quainted with the interior of his ship.

Hle made no objection, and I went to work,
when a few minutes scrutiny informed me that
the ship not only had a large crew, but that she

had on board a compaoy -•nfantry bound
home, and about fifty passea . She also had
eight guns well mounted between decks, and a
tolerable stand of small arms, including cut-
lasses. As soon as I had cokp ireende4 all this
and much more, I found an opportuaity to tell
the Captain that I wanted a few words with him
in private. Ie immediately led the way th the
cabin, ordered wine, and we were alone. I'hen
in the fewest words possible, told him who asnd
what we were, and how I had been entrapped
on hbard, and what station I held, as well as
my plan of escape: which was to go on board
and make an understatement of his strength to
Captain Tralle, and persuade him to send more
boate on board to take possession of the ship,
while he, the Captain of the ship, got every
thins ready to receive us when we came ot
board. I was then to leave the side of the
brig s men and take command of the crew and
passengers of the ship, and kill and disable as
many of the pirates as possible, before they
could return to the beats. I did not dare to
remain long, therefore left much to the discre-
tion of Capt. Gordon, while I hurried on board
the brig.

Arrived there I told Capt. Tralle that I had
no doubt but that the ship would be a valuable
prize, and that two or three bboat's crews would
be sufficient to take possession of her with but
little fighting. I told him thatif he had suffi-
cient confidence in my judgment and ability, I
would volunteer to take her with thirty mesb. I
knew I was playing a game that wvuldltree me
or cost me my life,' and I determined to die be-
fore I would strike one blow as a pirate. I have
already stated that the first mate was sick, and
I was well persuaded that Capt. Tralle woult
not trust the lhii with the secenrl mate: ithere-
fore, I was well santified that-my plan would
carry. Tralle mused for a few moments, whet
he told me to order away the first, second apad
third cutters, and to call for thirty volunteers.
I did as lihe directed me, and' the whole crew
stepped out to go in the boats, which created the
necessity for Capt. Tralle to select his men,
which he did in a few moments, and directed me
to go into the first cutter as commander of the
espedition, the second mate to take command of
the second cutter, and the boatswain of the
third.

He then turned to the boats' crews and al-
dresaed them for a few moments; he told them
to support me with all their power, as I was a
young hand in such things, go he wiBhed me'to
have an opporumnity to distinguish myself;
" for," said he, pointing to me, ',' I believe in
that man yoursee your 'inture commanlder." I
eaxpressed my thanks to Capt. Tralle for his good
opinion of me, and walked to where he was,
gave him my hand, and told him that,I was go-.
ing on an expedition of danger, ayd that wd
might not meet again in this world, for I was
ietermrsned to conquor or die. I requestgdhim
to have a launch and twenty men readyteo come
to my aid if I should want them, of whish I
would let him know by firing a pitlto the.
windward, or towards thine brig, and then bid
him good by, jumped into my boat, a4d gave the
order to " shove off, let fall, give way." .With
what pride I should have commanded ansxpedf-
tion of this' kind against the enemies of my
country! Instead of which I was leading api-
rate horde-they suppoped, to victory--I knew,
to death. I directed the second mate and boat,
swain to board with their crews from the bows.
of the ship, while I would go over the weaither
gangway.
We ranged alongside 'in good style, and soon

were on board, where we found but few men,
who appeared perfectly unconcerned as to who
we were and what we wanted. As soon 'as
Icast my eye around I wps perfectly satisfied
that Captain Gordon understood me fully,;and
for the first time my heart almost failed see, for
well I knew what slaughter there was soon to
be upon the decks of the then, quiet ship ; but
the thought for my own life, and the lives of the
women and children which were on board, aroi
who were going home t, meet friends fromwhom
they had hbeen long absent, nerve&'me again,
and I sprang to the side of the Captain; who
was standing in front of his cabin door, which
was thrown partially open, and gave the signal
cry of " death to the pirates ! " Instantly there
was thrown from the upper bulwarks a thirty-
two pound shot, right into the centre of each of
our boats, which were alongside with a man in
each, and from the cabin there poured out like
bees about forty armed men, mostly of the pas-
sengers and crew, and commenced a hand to
hand fight with the pirates, Captain Gordon
and myself leading the way.

I couldl not thus fari tell what had become of
the military company which was on board, hut
when the pira.tes had pressed us hard and drove
us to the iquarter-deck. the lore hatch was sud-
denly thrown off, and they poured up froam the
hold with fixed bayonets, and attacked the pi-
rates in the rear, which saoan decided the day
for ou. The shot had sunk the hoauts, for they
went righIt through their bottoms, which was
seen by Captain Tralle, when. without waiting
for iny signal, he dispatchled the launch to what
he suppolsed• my assistance, hut they too, were
sent io their death They camre alonside at the
a ely moment when victory was ours, and nearly
all were shot down as they came on board. Some
jumped overboard. hut were immediately shot
by the soldiers. Nine only had surrendered as
prisoners, which, with tiur that remained, com-
pleted the sixty that had left the brig. I im-
mediately jumped upon the poop deck, so as to
show myself to Captain Tralle, and commenced
giving orders. This completely deceived him,
as I expected, for he assembled his crew oin deck
and gave us three cheers, which was heartily
returned by us.

1 ordered the dead to be thrown overboard,
and the wounded to be looked after, for among
tie latter were several of those who belonged to
the ship. I found that the ship had eight guns
mountted in her waist, with port-holes so con-
trived as to deceive any one, even when near
her. These 1 directed Capt. Gordon to load
with! a ball and stand of grape each, to knock
open his ports, and run the guns out, while 1
was getting ready above for an excursion that I
had in view. I kept the otiheers of the ship out
of sight as much as possible, for I did not wish
to undeceive Tralle until the proper ticme, which
had not yet arrivzed. I put a guard over the
prisoners, to prevent them from getting to any
place they could make a signal to the brig. I
directed the magazine to be opened, the men to
be stationed at tquarters, and the company of
soldiers to load their muoskets, and to take their
stations under the weather bulwarks, with
orders how to act. When all was ready, I
ordeled the ship to be laid up to the wind, and
steered for the brig. All this time 1 occupied
tile piop-deck, and while bearing up to the brig
1 trod that deck with all the pride of my ances-
tnrs, an all t nane vtt gec tee ot' umalnnature. I
discovered by my m glass that all on board the
brig were still deceived, tbr they appeared to be
exhlibiting their joy in various ways at what
they suplposel my success.

As we neared the brig, andi when withingood
pistol shut, l turned t, Capt. Tralle, and re-
peated lay toast given the evening of our first
day at sea--" Success to him that wins," when
lie ordered his crew to give uis three cheers

(nie',, and while they were doing this, 1 gave
the order to tire, when our four larboard gune
poured their deadly missiles on board the brig
cc good style, and the company of soldiere
jumped upon thlie bulwarks, and dealt out their
leaden pills to the no small discomfiture of many
of that pirate crew. Such curses and yells of
agony I have never heard in my life. I dis-
covered that Tralle was wounded, and her main-
mast badly crippled. As soon as we fired we
squared our yards and was out of her reaellch in
ca short time, alt.hough she had fired several shot
after the ship.

When we had got about two miles from the
brig we saw her mainmast go overboard, when
1 musitered the crew and passengers of the ship
and aceked them if we should return andl cap-
ture the brig, but they thought we had done
enoullgh, consilering lhat there were women and
children on board, so 1 bid good-bye to the "pi-
rate brig," tandl dlivered the conmmand of thc
ship to C.•pt. ,e Gldon. Up to tlhis moment I had
been peerletly caulm and collected, but now the
excitement was over, there canme a revulsion oi
feeling that overpowered me, and I sank under
it. A passenger who was occupying one of tbh
most elegible state rooms had me assisted to it.
The Surgeon came to ame and told me to keep cn
quiet as possible until he had got through with
the wounded, when he would give me further at-
tention. lie sent me, by a lady, a strong com-
posing draught, andt directed every body to Ihold
no converse with me whatever, for, said he. lt-
ter my nerves had been strainled to the extent

they had, there was danger in a reaction. I
tried to sleep---I might as well have tried any
other impssibility-and there I lay for hours.
trembling as though I hnd had an attack of
palsy.

About sunset the sargeon oame to see me,-
when, at my request, ne ~lJme removed to a
large rocking chla, with. l•rse stationed be-
hind to give it a g , jtiaraad orderedeverybody to keep a fsrqtaspetbble. In'IeOposition I got some sleep; which reebhed me

very much, and a midnight. •l st talhed,

, Ire I rested tolbly well till morning.14 the morning! went on deck Muly, east 1yyeyover the vast waste of waters before he, butthe brig was not to be seen, Capt. Gordon told
me that we were about eiity 'mile-from the
cene of action of the day b e, ands tlfat*were on a regular course fbotlM England-

M" rry England." When the paekengera eameun deck I was surrounded, and alsailed by every
onceivabl que• , and w.ae soon the Idm ofthe day. I ws•s wak,-sa4 the least excite-
sent completely nnt•anmed me. The snrgegn
