Alt,•.6 Every duly qualified elector, under this
Constitution, shall be eligible to a seat in the Gen-
eral Assembly, provided that no person shall be a
Representative or Senator unlsss he be, at the time
of his election, a duly qualified voter of the Repre-
sentative orSenatorial district from which he is elect-
ed.

AaT. 7. Elections for members of the General As-
sembly shall be held at the several election pro-
cinets established by law. The Legislature mnay
delegate the power of establishing election precincts
to the parochial or municipal authorities.

Air. S. Representarion in the House of Repre-
sentatives shall be equal and uniform, and shall be
regulated andascertained by the total population of
each of the several parishes of the State. Each par-

l iash shall have at least one Representative. No new
parish es created with a territory less than sin
hundred a5 twenty-five square miles, nor with a

opulation lethan the full number entitling it to '
epreseseeatlive, nor when the creation of sucll

new parish w6uld leave any other parish without the
said extent of territory and amounpt of population.

The first enumeration by the State authorities un
der this Constitution shall be made in the year 1853,

thegoibt in the year 18A38, the third in the year
p which time the General Assembly shall
d at manner the census shall be taken, so

that abt at least once in every period of ten
years for t osa e of ascertaining the total popu-
lation in eao• l h and eleotioa distrirt.

d' At the firs ular session of the Legislature, after
the making of each enumeration, the Legislature shall
apportion the representation among tile several par-
ishes and electioc districts on the basis of the total
population, asaforesaid. A representative number
shall be fixed, and each parish and election district
shall have as many Representatives as its aggre-

te population snaill entitle it to, and an additional
Representative for any fraction exceeding one-half
the Representative number. The number of Re-
presentatives shall not be more than one hundred,
ior iless than seventy. Until an apportionment

shall be made, and elections held under the same,
in accordance with the first enumeration to be made
as directed in this article, the Representation in
theSenate and House of Representatives shall be
and remain as at present established by law.

The limits of tle arish of Orleans are hereby ex-
tended, so as to ptrace the whole of the present
city of New Orleoincluding that part of the pa
riat of Jefferson, formerly known as the city of La-
fayette.
- All that part of the parish of Orleans which iessit-
nated on the left bank of the Mississippi river shall
be divided b the Legislature into not more than
ten Representative districts, and until a new appor-
tionment hall be made according to the first cen-
sus to be taken under this Constitution, that part
of the eityof New Orleans which was comprised
within the former limits of the city of Lafayette,
shall vote for Senators from tile parish of Orleans,
and form the tenth Representative District, and
shall elect two • u of the three Representatives
now apportio w to the parish of Jefferson ;
the other Rep te Districts shall remain as
they are now hed.
AuT.9. The Hdneodf Representatives shall choose

its Speaker and other officers.
ART. 10. Every free white male who has attained

the age of twenty-one years, and who has been a
resident of the State twelve months next preceding
the election, and the last six months thereof in the
Parish in which he offers to vote, and who shall be a
citizen of the United States, shall have the right of
Voting, but no voter on removing from one Parish
to another within tile State, shall lose tire right of
voting in the former until he shall have acquired it in
the latter. Electors ahall in all cases, except treason,
felony, or breach of the peace, be privileged freio
arrest, during their attendance at, going to, or return-

Sfsm elections.
.'11. The Legislature shall provide by law,

the names and residence of all qualified electors
f the city of New Orleans, shall be registered, en or-

der to entitle them to vote; but the registry shall be
free of cost to the elector.

ART. 12. No soldier, seaman or marine in the army
or navy of the United States, no pauper, no person
under mierdiction, nor under conviction of any crime
punishable with hard labor, shall be entitled to vote
at any election in this State.

ART. 13. Noperson shall be entitled to vote at any
eleetion held in this State, except in tire Parish of his
residence, and in cities and towns divided into elec-
tion precincts, in tile election precinct in which he
resides.
AR.,14 The members of the Sedate shall be

ohoelefot•he term of four years. The Senate, when
•t aesieimbled:shall have the power to choose its officers.

ALT. 15. The Legislature, in every year in which
they shall apportion representation in the H-louse o
Representatives, shall divide the State into Senateo
I •al icts. No Parish shall be divided in tire
formlt i a•lfa Senatorial D)istrict--the Parish of Or-
.leanse aspted. And "whenever a new Parish shall

al shall be attached to the Senatorial Dis.
,• t d _ihiich most iofits territory was taker, or to

. cln• , c'.ntiguous District, at the discretion of the
itlature, but shalll not be attached to more than

triet. The number of Senators shall be thirty-
two, and they shall be apportioned among the Senatoe
rial Districts according to the total pnpulatioin con-
taineld in tile several Distrcts--Provided, thaIt ter
Parish shall be entitled to more than five Senators.
ART. 10. In all apportionments of the Senate, the

population of tihe city of New Orleans shall be dedue-
ted from the population of the whole State, and the

m-nemainder of the population divided by the .numbier
"twenty-seven, (27,) and tie result produced by this
division shall be the Senatorial ratio entitling a Sena-
torial District to a Senator. Single or contiguous
Parishes shall be formed into Districts, havrtg a
population the nearest possible to the number en-
titling a District to a Senator; and if, in tile apor-
tionment to be made, a Parish or District fall aluorp of
or exceed the ratio one-fifth, then a Dlstrict may be
formed having not more than two Senators, but not
"pherwise. No new apportionment shall have the
iefect of abridging the term of service of any sena-
tor already elected at the time of making the appotr-
tionment. After an elnlerationl uis been llmade as
directed in tile eighth Article, the Legislature shall
not pass any law until an opportionmtent of Rlepre-
sentation in bath -louses of thire General Assembly
be made.

Anr. 17. At the lirst session of the General As-
sembly after this Constitution takes clietti, the Sena-
tors shall be equally divided by lot into two clasncs.
The seats of the Senators of the lirst las shrlcil be
vacated at the expiration of the second year; lo the
second class, at tir,' expiration of tile tourth year; sc
that one-half shall be choean every two yeals, anld a
rotation thereby kept up perpetua!ly. In case any
District shall have elected two or more Senators,

S said Senators shall vacate their seats respectively at
Sthe end of two and four years, and lots shall be drawn

ac e•'btween them.
A .18. Tile first election for Senators shall be
eineral throughout the State, and at the same time

ted thereafter there shall be biennial elections to till
the place of those whose time of service may have
expired.
ART. 10. Not less than a majority of the rembers

of each house of the General Assembly shall form a
quorum to do business, but a smaller number tmay
adjourn from day to day, and shall be authorizedl by
law to compel the attendance of absent members.
AaT. 20. Each house of the General Asosembly

shall judge of the qualification, election and returns
of its members; but a contested election shall be
determined in such a manner as shall be directed by
law.

AUT.t21. Each house af the General Assembly
may determine tile rules of its proceeditgs, pat;a1 a
member for disorderly behavior, and with trhe co-llenrrence of two-thirds, expel a member, but not a
second time for the same offence.

ART. 22. Each housetof the General Assembly
shall keep and publish weekly a journal of its pro-
ceedings; and the yeas and nays of the members
o any question shall, at the desire of any two of
them, be entered on the journal.
ART. 23. Each house may punish by imprisonment

any person not a member, for disrespectful and
disorderlybehavior in its presence, or for obstruct-
leg ny of its proceedings. Such imnprisonment shall
not exceed ten days for any one offence.

ART. 24. Neither house, during the session of the
General Assembly, shall, without tie consent of
the other, adjoura for more than three days, eor to

any other place than that in which they may be sit-
ting.

ArT25. The members of the General Assem-
bly shall receive from the public treasury a compen-
sation for their services, which ahall be four dollars
a day during their attendance, going to and return-
ing from the session of their respective houses.
The compensation may be increased or diminished
by law; but no alteration shall take effect during
the period of service of the members of the House of
Representatives by whom such alteration shall have
been made. No session shall extend to a period be-
yond sixty days, to date from its commencement,
and any legislative action had after the expiration
of the said sixtydays, shall be null and void. This
provision shall not apply to the first Legislature
which is to convene after the adoption of this Con-

stitution.
ART. 26. The members of the General Assembly

shall, in all cases except treason, felony, breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest during their at-
tendance at the sessions of their respective Houses,
and going to or returning from the samne, and for
any speech or debate in either House, they shall not

be questioned in any other place.
ART.27. No Senator or Representative shall, dure.

ing the term for which he was elected, nor for one

year thereafter, be appointed or elected to any civil
office of profit under this State, which shallh have
been created, or the emoluments of which shall

have been increased during the time such Senator
or Representative was in office, except to such ofii-
oes or appointments as may be filled by the elec-
tions of the people.

ART. 28. No person who at any time may have
been a collector of taxes, or who may have been other-
wise entrusted with public money, whether State,
Parish or Municipal, shall be eligible to the General
Assembly, or to any ofice of profit or trust under
the State Government, until he shall have obtained
a discharge for the amount of such collections, and
for all public moneys with which he may have
been entrusted.

ART. 29. Nc bill shall have the force of a law until
on three several days, it be read over in each House
of the General Assembly, and free discussion allowed
thereon, unless in case of urgency, four-fifths of the
House where the bill shall be pending, may deem it
expedient to dispense with this rule.

ART. 30. All bills for raising revenue shall orig-
inate in the Hoouse of Representatives, but the Senate
may propose amendments as in other bills; provided
they shall not introduce any new matter under color
of an amendment, which does not relate to raising
revenue.

AnT. 31. The General Assembly shall regulate
by law, by whom, and in what manner writs cr
election shall be issued to fill the vacancies which
may happen in either branch thereof.

ART. 32. The Senate shall vote on the confirma-
tion or rejection of officers to be appointed by the
Governor, with the advice and cotnelt of the
Senate, by yeas and nays, and the names of the Sen-
ators voting for and against the appointments re-
spectively, shall be entered on a journal to be kept
for that purpose, and made public at the end of each
session or before.

ART. 33. Returns of all elections for members of
the General Assembly shall be madeto the Secretary
of State.

ART. 34. In the year in which a regular election of
a Senator of the United States is td take place, the
members of the General Assembly shall meet in
the Hall of the House of Representatives, on the
Monday following the meeting of the Legislature,
and proceed to tile said election.

TITLE III.
ERECUTITyE DRPARTIE.VNT.

ART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of this
State shall be vested in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall' be styled the Governor of the State of Louisiana.
He shall told his oflice during the terma of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, be elected as follows:
Tile qualified electors for lepresentatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Governor, at
the time and place of voting for Representatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by tile proper returning olticer to the
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to tie
Speaker of tile House of Representatives, on the
second day of the session of the General Assem-
bly, then next to be holden. Tile members of the
General Assembly shall meet in the House of Re-
presentatives, to examine and count the votes.
The person, having the greatest number of votes for
Governor, shall be declared duly elected, butif two
or more persons shall be equal and highest in the
number of votes polled for Governor, one of them
shall immediately be chosen Governor by joint vote
of the members of the General Assembly. The
person having the greatest number of votes hor
Lieutenant Governor shall be Lieutenant Governor ;
but if two or more persons shall be equal and highest
in the number of votes polled for Lieutenant (Gov.
ernor, one of them shall be immediately chosent
Lieutenant Governor by joint vote of the members of
the General Assembly.

ART. 36. No person shall be eligible to the oilice
of Governor or Lieutenant Governor, who shall not
have attained the age of twenty-eight years and been
a citizen and a resident within the State for the
space of four years next preceding his election.

ART. 37. The Governor shall entter on the discharge
of his duties on tile fourth Monday of January
next ensuing his election, and shall continue in
office until the Monday next succeeding thle dtIy
that his successor shall have taken tile oath r
affirmation prescribed by this Constitution.

ART. 34. The Governor shall be ineligible for tlhe
succeding four years after thu expiration of the
time for which ihe shall have been elected.

ART. 39. No member of Congress or person hold-
illg anyotlice under the Ulnited States shall be eligible
to tle office of Governor and iieultenant Governor.

ART. 40. In case of the impeachment of the Gov-
ernor, his removal from oltice, death, refusal or in-
ability to qualify, resigtation or absence from the
State, the powers and duties of the office shall de-
volve upon the Lieutenant Governor for the resi-
due of tile term, or until the Governor, absent or
impeached, shall return or be acquitted. TLhe Legis-
lature may provide by law for the case of removal,
impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or refu-
sal to qualify, of both the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what ollicer shall act as Gov-
ernor; and such officer shall act accordingly, until
the disability be removed, or for the residue of tile

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other otli-
eer discharging tihe duties of Governor, shall, during
his administration, receive the same comlpelnsatio
to which the Governor would h,.ve been entitled,
had lie continued in office.

ART. 42. The Lieutenant Governor hatll, by vir-
tue of his office, be President of the Senate, but
shall have only a casting vote therein. Whenever
he shall administer the Government, or shall be un-
able to attend as President of the Senate, the
Senators shall elect one of their own members as
President of the Senate for the time being.

ARtT. 43. While Ihe acts as President of the Senate,
the Lieutenant Covernor shall receive for his ser-
vices thmeeirne compensation which shall for the
same period be allowed to the Speak,,r of thie
House of lepresentativesv, and no more.

ART. 4d-. The Governor shall have power to ranut
reprieves for all offences against the State, and,
except in cases of impeachms nt shall, with the non
sent of tht Senate, have power to g'rant pardols and
remit lines and forfeitures, after conviction. In
cases of treason lie iaey grant reprieves, unltil tile
end of the next session of the Gicceral Assembly, in
which thle power of pardoning snhal be vested.

ARtr. .i The G(overnor nhtlal at stated thnes Ic-
ceive for his services a coelllllrnstion, winch shall
neither be increased nor dlioniniehrd during tghe
term for which hie shall have bert,rn eltted.

ARTr. 46. lie shall be (' o nl;.nder-,.n-C ief of tihe
Arlny and Ntvy of this Slate, teid of tilhe •hl
thereot except when they small be called into the
service f the United States.

ART. 47. lie shall nominaltt' asd, by and with tl
advice and consent eo t Seit , appoint all ii-
cerP, w'hose oflices are establshedl by this ('oustitu-
lion, and whose appoltlntm't 1. not tl erel n uthi -
wise provided for : Provided, hedwever, that the I,,-
gn slalure shall haven ri ght to pr,-ctii tle 111n(1,1
appointuernt to all other otli e. ertablisled bi law.

Att'. v. The (iovertor shail hve powtr It i:l
vacancies that imay halrppen lrin; tile rCees. or
the Senate, by gralting culll luons wcll

ART. ,t. Ile vhall, from tiln, to ime, give to the
General Assembly inlfortuatio r, sprctll tile ltt -
ation of the Sntle, and reecorUr tl to thleir r IoLd-
elation suh Mleasures as I1e tray deem expCd-Iet.

ARr.51. He may on et.xtra.oh try t ccraiott -
vene the General Assembly at the seat of (;Gven-
ment, or at a dlttfrelt place il that should ilav
become dangerous from an enlemy or frol ePndai
and ill case ofdisagreement between tile two ir nses
as to thse time of adjournment, he may adjourn them
to such time as he may think proper, not exceed-
ing four months.

ART.42. He shall take care that the laws be faith-
fully executed.

ART.53. Every bill which shall have pased hboth
Houses shall be presented to the Governor; it he
approve, he shall sign it, if not, he shall return it
with his objections to the House in which o t orirln,-
ed, which shall enter the objectiuos at large ulpon t,
journal, and proceed to reconsider it; if after such
reconsideration two-thirds of all tihe members ele, -
ted to that House shall agree to pass the bill, it
shall be sent, with the objections, to the other House,
by which it shall likewise he reconsidered, and it
approved by two-tl.ids of all the member, eleered
to that House, it shall be a law; but in such ctases
the vote o both Houses shall be determined by yeas
and nays, and the names of the members voting
for and agai st the bill, slall be entered on the joure
nal of each Hou•torspectivel

y
. It any bill shall not

be rieturned by theoGoveraoo within tes days (Sua-

days excepted) after it shall have been presented to
him, it shall be a law in like manner as if he had
signed it, unless the General Assembly, by ad-
journment, prevent its return; in which case it shall
be a law, unless seat back within three days after
their next meeting.
ART. 54. Every order, resolution or vote, to

which the concurrence of both Houses may be ne-
cessary, except on a question of adjournment, shall
be presented to the Governor, and before it shall take
effect, be approved by him, or being disapproved,
shallbe repassed by two-thirds of the members elect
ted to each House of the General Assembly.

ART. 55. There shall be a Secretary of State, who
shall hold his office during the time for which the
Governor shall have been elected. The records of
the State shall be kept and preserved in the office of
the Secretary; he shall keep a fair register of the
otlicial acts and proceedings of the Governor, and
when necessary shall attest them. He shall, when
required, lay the said register, and all papers, min-
utes and vouchers relative to his office, before
either House of the General Assembly, and shall
perform such other duties as may be enjoined on
him by law.

ART. 56. There shall be a Treasurer of the State
who shall hold Iis office during the term of two
years.

ART. 57. The Secretary of State and Treasurer
of State, shall be elected by the qualitied electors of
the State. And in cases of any vacancies caused by
the death, resignation, or absence of the Treasurer
or Secretary of State, the Governor shall order an
election to fill said vacancy.
Anr. 58. All commissions shall be in thename

and by the authority of the State of Lousiana, and
shall be sealed with the State seal and signed by
the Governor.
ART. t5. The free white men of the Stateshall

be armed and disciplined for its defence; but those
who belong to religions societies whose tenets
forbid them to carry arms, shall not be compelled
so to do, but sl.all pay an equivalent for personal ser-
vices.

ART. ti0. The Militia of the State shall be o.-
ganizcd in .sor tanner as an:ay be hereafter lceo-
ed most expedient by the Legislature.

TITLE IV.

ART. 61. IThe Judicial power shall he vested in a
Spo,'an Court, in such interior courts as the Legis-
lature ray. faromc time to time, order and establish,
and in Justires of the Peace.
ART. 02. Tao Supreme Court, except in cases

hereinafter yrovided, shall have appellate jurisdiction
only; which' jurisdiction shall extend to all rases
when the rmatter in discputa e .hali exceed three hun-
dred dollars; to all cases in which the constitu-
tionality or legality of any tax, toll, or impost what.
soeve', or oi any fine, forfeir.'e' or penalty imposed
by a municipal corporation, shall he in contestation ;
and to all ecrininal cases on questions of law alone,
whenever the offence charged is punishable with
death or imprisonment at hard labor, or when a tcie
exceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
Thie Legislature shall have power to restrict tile ju.
risdiction of the Supreme Court in civil cases to
questions of law only.

ART. (j3. The Supreme Corot shall be omnposed
of one Chief Juastice and four As ociane lustices, a
m aajority of wvholar shall canstitute a quorulm. Tile
Chief Justice shall receive a salary of six thousand
dollars, and each of the Associate Judges a salary of
live thousand live hundred dollars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. The Courtshallappoint
its own Clerks: ; te J.ludges shall be elected for the
tern of ten years.
ART. (l. The Chief Justice shall be elected by

the qual"lied electors of the State. 'The Legislature
shall divide tile State into fo r Districts, and tile
qualilied electors of each hstrrlct shall elect one of
the Associate Judges. Tile State shall be divided
into the following Districts, until the Legislature
shall otherwise direct:

The Parishes of Plac1etincs, St. ]ernard, that
portion of the Parish el Orleans on the right bank of
the Mri•issippi river, and that portion of tile City of
NeewOrleans which lies below the line extending
from the river Misisssspii alotg the middle of Julia
street, until it strikes the Newrileans Canal, and
thence down said canal to the Lake.

SECOND I) aTlrtll'.
That portion of the Crty of New)rleans which is

situaltd above the line extending along tile middle
of.luliastreet until if strikes the NewOrleaas Canal,
and tlhece down said Canal to the Lake. and the
Parishes of Jeffelrson, St. John the Baptist, St.
Charles, St. Jamces, Ascension, Assumption, La-
four'he Interior, Terrebonne, West Btoln Rouge
and Iberville.
