ART. 28. No person who at any time may have

been a collector of taxes, whether State, Parish orI Mnnicipal, or who may have been otherwise entrusted

with public money, shall be eligible to the Generalt Assembly, or to any office of profit or trust under
the State Government, until he shall have obtinedii
a discharge for the amount of such collections, and
for all public moneys with which he may have
been entrusted.
ART. 29. No bill shall have the force of a law until

on three several days it be read over in each hour,,
of the GeneralAssembly, and free discussion allowed
thereon, unless in case of urgency four-fifths of the
house, where the bill shall be pending, may deem it
expedient to dispense with this rule.

ART. 30. All bills for raising revenue shall orig-
naste in the House olRepresentatives, but the Sunate

may propose amendments as in other bills; provided
they shall not introduce any new matter under color
of an amendment, which does not relate to raising
revenue.

TITLE III.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.a ART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of the
State shall be vested in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall be styled the Governor of the State of Louisiana.
He shall hold his office during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, be elected as follows:
e The qualified electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Governor, at
the time and place of voting for Representatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by the proper returning officer to the
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, on the
second day of the session of the General Assemn-
bly, then next to be holden. The members of the
General Assembly shall meet in the House of Re-
presentatives, to examine and count the votes.The person having the greatest number of votes for
Governor, shall be declared duly elected ; but if two
or more persons shall be equal and highest in the
number of votes polled for Governor, one of them
shall immediately be chosen Governor by joint vote
of the members of the General Asserbly. The
person having the greatest number of votes ,or
Lieutenant Governor, shall be Lieutenant Governor i
butiftwo or more persons shall be equal and highestIn the number of votes polled for Liet.enant t'hrv-
ernor, one of them shall be immediately cholen
Lieutenant Governor by joint vote of the members of
the General Assembly.

ART. 36. No person shall be eligible to the olfice
of Governor or Lieutenant Governor, who shall not
have attained the age of twenty-eight years and iben
a citizen anrd a resident within the State for the
apace of four years next preceding his election.
ART. 37. The Governor shall enter onthedischarge

of his duties on the fourth Monday of January
next ensuing his election, and shall continue in
otfice until the Monday next succeeding the day
that his successor shall be declared duly elected,
and shall have taken the oath or nffirmation required
by this Constitution.
ART. 3S. The Governor shall he ineligille br the

succeeding four years after the expiration of tlhe
time for which Ie shall have been elected.

ART. 39. No member of Congress or person hold.
ing anyoffice upder the United States shall be eligible
to the office of Governor or Lieutenant Governor.

ART. 40. In case of tile impeachment of the Gov-
ernor, his removal from office, death, refusal or in-
ability to qualify, resignation or absence from tie
State, the powers and duties of thIe office shall de-
volve upon the Lieutenant Governor for the resi-
due of the term, or until the Governor. absent or
impeached, shall return or be acquitted. The Legis-
lature may provide by law for tile case of remroval,
impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or relu-
sal to qualify, of both the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what officer shall act as Gov-.
ernor; and such officer shall act accordingly, until
the disability be removed, or for the residue of the
term.

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other otfi-
cer discharging the duties of Governor, shall, during
his adminrstration, receive rite the same compensation
to which tire Governor would have been entitled,
had he continued in oflice.

ART.. 2. The Lieutenant lovcrnor shall, by vr-
rtue of his office, be President of the Sell:toe hIt
shall have only a casting vote therrein. Wheinevrr
lCe shall administer the Gioverrnlr t, or shall be nn-
able to attend as President of tile Senatu, lti
Serators shall elect one of their owll mermber. as
President of the Senate for the tiime being.

While lie actsas President of the S•e el
the Lieutenant Governor shall receive for his sr r
vices tile same com pensationu wlriich shall or tli
osame period be allowed to tlr Sptaker o! tiLr
House of Representativers, alrd ito roUre.
ART. 14. Tie Giovernor shall have power to gr; nt

reprieves for all offences against the State a
except in cases of impeachmelrnt, shall, with tie r•sent of the Senate, have power to grat, pardot s andq
remlit fines lnd iforfeitures, athor convitiol, In
cases of treason Ihe may grant reprieves, until the
end of the next session of the Cientral Assermbly, inwhich the power of pardoninrr h sha r bvested.

ART. 45. The Governor slhall at stated times re-
ceive for his services a comlpenlsation, which shllo
neither be increased nor dlinlishrllred during ther
termt for which lie shall have been itleted.

ART. 46. He shall be Cormrnrdl r-in-Chief of the
Army and Navy of this State, ::nd of thie Mlilhri
thereof except when thley shall be called into the
service of tire Ulnited States.
ART. 47. He shall nomihnate onl, by and with thl

advice and consent of tihe Senate, appoint all oll-
cers whose offices are establisherd by thisn Cournstl-
tion, and whose appointnlrllt is ntot tthereirn othe.-
wise provided for: 1 rovided, Iosovetr, tIhat the Le-
gislature shall have a right tr presrbh e thre mode of
appointment to all other ollice, estrblishedr by law.

AnT. 48. The Goveroor shall have power to till
vacancies that may happen durilg tile recess a
thIe Senate, by granting eollmlissions which shllh
expire at tile end of the next sroosion, unless oher-
wise provided for in this Constitution; but no person
who has been nominated Ior tllice, Rand rejected
by the Senrae, shall bet appoirtrd to tue sane otli
duriog tile recess of the Sen:or.

ART. .i5 There shall be a Secretary of State, who

shall hold his office during the time for which the
Governor shall have been elected. The records of
the State shall be kept and preserved in the office of
the Secretary; lie shnall keep a fair register of the
oflicial acts and prnceediiens of the Governor, and
when necessary shall attest them. He shall, when
required, lay tha said register, and all papers, min-
utes and vouchers relative to his office, before
either house of the CiGeneral Assembly, and shall
peretrm such other duties as may be enjoined on
him by law.
ART. 56. There shall be a Treasurer of the State

whoi shall hold his office during tile term of two
years.
ART. 7. The Secretary of State and Treasurer

of State, shall be elected by the qualified electors of
the State. And in case of any vacancies caused by
the death, resignation, or absence of the Treasurer
or Secretary of State, the Governor shall order an
election to fill said vacancy. '

AtrT. ei. All commissions shall be in the name
and by the authority of the State of Lousiana, and
shal be sealed witbthe State seal and signed by
the Governor,

ART. )9. l. The flee white men of the Stateshall
he armed and disciplined for its defence; but those
who belong to reli rious societies whose tenet,
forbid thlet to canrrttrms, shall not be compelled
so to do, but st all pay an equivalent for personal ser-
vices.

ART. 60l. The Militia of the State shall be Or-
ganized in •uch manner as may be hereafter deem-
ed tost expedient by the Legislature.

TITLE IV.
JUDICIARY DEPARTYENTP .

An 61. The Judtciar vpower shall be vested in a
SuCprye Court, in such inferior courts as tile iegis-
.lture mlay, fronl lime to time, order and establish,
and ill Justices of the Peace.

ArT. 62. The Supreme Court, except in cases
hereinalter I rovided, shall have appellate jurisdiction
only; whichl jurisdiction shall extend to all cases
when thie mltter in dispute shall exceed three bun-
dred dollars; to all cases in which the eonstiu.-
tionality or legality of any tax, toll, or impost what.
soever, or of any fine, forfeiture or penalty imposed
by a inunicipal corporation, shall be in contestation ;
and to all criminal cases on questions of law alone,
whenever the offence charged is punishable with
deth.l or imprisonment at hard labor, or when a fine
exceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
The Legislature shall have power to restrict the ju-
r:sdlctiou of tile Suprelne Court in civil cases to
questions of law only.

ART. (. The Supreme Court shall be composed
of one Chief Justice and four Associate Justices, a
mnajnrity of whom shall constitute a quorum. The
Chief Justice shall receive a salary of six thousand
dollars, and each of the Associate J udges a salary of
live thousand live hundred dollars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. The Court shallappoint
its own Clerks; the Judges shall be elected for the
term of ten years.
AR.r. tii. The Chief Justice shall be elected by

the qualified electors of the State. The Legislature
sanll davide the State into four Districts, and the
qualliied electors of each District shall elect one of
the Associate Justices. The State shall be divided
into the following Districts, until the Legislature
shdIl otherwise direct:

FIRST DISTRICT.
The Parishes of Plaqermines, St. Bernard, that

portion of the Parish of Orleans on the right bank of
Ihe Miississippi river, and that portion of the City of
