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per day during their attendance, going to and return-
iog fe the session of their respective houses.
The ellLnsumaeno ay e increased or diminished:
by law ; but no alteratibh shall take effect during
the period of service of the members of the House of
Representatives by whom such alteration shall have
been made. No session shall extend to a period be-
yond sixty days, to date from ise commencement,
and any legislative action had after the expiration
of the said sixty days, shall be null and void. This
provisiongahall not apply to the first Legislature
which is to convene after the adoption of this Con-
stitution.

AuT. 26. The members of the General Assembly
shall, in all cases except treason,felony,breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest during their at-
tendance at the sessions of their respective houses,
and going to or returning from the same, and for
any speech or debate in either house, they shall not
be questioned in any other place.

AqT. 27. No Senator or Representative shall, dur.
ing the term for.which he was elected, nor for one
,year thereafter, be appointed or elected to any civil
office of profit under this State, which shall have
been created, or the emoluments of which shall
have been increased daring the time such Senator
or Representative waorin office, except to such offi-
ces or appointments as may be filled by the elec-
tions of the people.

ART. 28. No person who at any time may have
been a collector of taxes, whether State, Parish or
Municipal, or whomayhavebeen otherwise entrusted
with public money, shall be eligible to the General
Assembly, or to any office of profit or trust under
the State Government, until he shall have obtained
a discharge for the amount of such collections, and
for all public moneys with which he may have
been entrusted.

ART. 29. No bill shall have the force of a law until
on three several days it be read over in each house
of the GeneralAssembly, and free discussion allowed
thereon, unless in case of urgency four-fifths of the
house, where the bill shall be pending, may deem it
expedient to dispense with this rule.

ART. 30. All bills for raising revenue shall orig.
inate in the House of Representatives, but the Senate
may propose amendments as in other bills; provided
they shall not introduce any new matter ender color
of an amendment, which does not relate to raising

ART. 31. The General Assembly shall regulate
by law, by whom, and in what manner writs of,
election shall be issued to fill the vacancies which
may lapten in either branch thereof.

ART. 32. The Senate shall vote on the confirma-
tion or rejection of officers to be appointed by the
Governor, with the advice and consent of the
Senate, by yeas and nays, and the names of the Sen-
ators voting for and against the appointments re-
spectively, shall be entered on a journal to be kept
for that purpose, and made public at the end of each
session, or before.

ART. 33. Returns of all elections for members of
the General Assembly shall be made to the Secretary
of State.

ART. 34. In the year in which a regular election for
a Senator of the United States is to take place, the
members of the General Assembly shall meet in
the Hall of the House of Representatives, on the
Monday following the meeting of the Legislature,
and proceed to the said election.

TITLE III.
EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.

ART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of the
State shall be vested in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall be styled the Governor of the State of Louisiana.
He shall hold his office during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, be elected as follows:
The qualified, electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Governor, at
the time and place of voting for Representatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by the proper returning officer to the
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, on the
second day of the session of the General Asser.-
bly, then next to be holden. The members of the
General Assembly shall meet in the House of Re-
presentatives, to examine and count the votes.
The person having the greatest nomber of votes for
Governor, shall be declared duly elected ; butif two
or more persons shall be equal and highest in thlre
number of votes polled for Governor, one of them
shall immediately be chosen Giovernor by joint vote
of the members of the General Assembly. The
perseon having the greatest number of votes for
Lieutenant Governor, shall be lieutenant G(iovernor;
butif two or more persons shall be equal and highest
ir the number of votes polled for Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, one of themrr shall be immediately chosen
Lieutenant Governor by joint vote of the members ,of
the General Assemblv.

ART. 36. No person shall be eligible to the ollice
f Governoror Lieutenant Governor, wiho shall nt

have attained the age of twenty-eight years and bee n
a citizen and a resident within the State foer L.s
space of four years next preceding his election.

AaT. 37. TheGovernor shall enter on the discharge
of his duties on thhe furti Monday of January
next ensuing his election, and shall continue in
oflice until the Monday next succeeding the day
that his successor shall be declared duly elected,
oad shall have taken the oath or atlirmation required
by this Constitutioa.

ART. 38. The Governor shall be ineligible for the
succeeding four years after the expiration of the
time for which hlie shall have hbel etected.

ART. 39. No member of Congress or person hold-
ing anyollice under the lUnited States lshall be eligible
to the office of Governor or Lieutenant Governor.

ART. 40. In case of the impeachment of the Gov-
Y ernor, his removal from office, death, refusal or in
1 ability to q relisy, g eesici tion or absence from thee State, the powers and duties of the office shall de-

evolve upon the Lieutenant Governor for the resi-
due of the term, or until tile Gvernor, absent ory impeached, shall return or be acquitted. The Legin-

slature may provide by law for the case of removal,- impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or ref-
sal to qualify, of both the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what officer shall act as G(iov
ernor; and such officer shall act accoadingly, until
the disability be removed, or for the residue of the
term.

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other offi-
cer discharging the duties of Governor, shall, during
his administration, receive thi same compensation
to which the Governor would have been entitled,
had he continued in oflice.

ART. 42. The Lienteiant Governor shall, by vite
tue of his office, be President of theil Senate, II.shall have only a casting vote thlerein. Whenever
he shall administer the Government, or shall be us-
able to attend as President of the Senate, the
Senators shall elect one of their own members as
President of the Senate for the time being.

ART. 43. While he acis as President lo the Senate,the Lieutenant Governor shall receive for his ser-
vices the same eompensation which shall for the
same period be allowed to the Speaker of tile
House of Representatives, and io lore.

ART. 144. The Governor shall lhave power to grantrreprieves for all alience again•l tile State, and,
except in cases of impeachment, shall, with tie con
sent of tihe Senate, hlave power to ireii prdons and
remit fines and farfeitures, after covciction. Ihcases of treason hei may grant rrlrieve, unitil the
elld of tile next session of the 'encral Aaisembly, iii
which the power of pardoning shall be visted.
f ART. .15. The Governor shall at stated tites re-
ceive for his services a colmpenlion, which shllall
neither be increased lor dlniriiaied dhl lg thi.

Army and Navy of this State, and of tile hihtli
thereof, except when they shall he called into the,
service of the United itates.

ART. 47. He shall nominate and, by and with the
advice and conseut of the Setnate, appoint all olii-
cers whose ollices are established by this Constioll-
tion, anld whose a plointment is not therein other-
wise provided for: rovided, however, that the lre-
gislature shall have a right to prescribe the mode of
appointment to all other offices establisherd by law.

ARt. -I8. The Governor shalln have power to fill
vacancies that roay happen during the recess of
the Senate, by girantingl commisions which shll
expire at tile end of the next sessitn, nleas other-
wis=a provided for i s this COtlltltlloin; but io person
who has been nominated for office, and rejected
by the Senate, shall be appointed to the same office
douing the recesa of the Senatei.

ART. 83. The Attorney General shall be elected
by the qualilied voters of the State, and tile District
Attorneys by the qualified voters of each District,
on the day of the election for Governor of the State.

ART. 84. The Legislature may determine the
mode of filling vacancies in the offices of the inferior
Judges, Attorney General, District Attorneys, and
all other officers not otherwise provided for in this
Constitution.

TITLE V.
IMPEACIHMENT.

ART. 8•. The power of impeachment shall be ves-
ted in the House of Representatives.

ART. Sil. Impeachment of tile Governor, Lien-
tenant Governor. Attorney General, Secretary of
State, State Treasnrer, and of the Judges of the in-
ferior courts, Justices of the Peace excepted, shall
be tried by the Senate; and the Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court,or tile senior Judge thereof, shall pre-
side daring the trial of such impeachment. Im-
peachments of the Judges of the Supreme Court,
shall be tried by the Senate. When sitting as a
Court of Impeachment, the Senators shall be upon
oath or affirmation, and no person shall be convicted
without the concurrence of two-thirds of the Sena-
tors present.
ART. 87. Judgments in cases of impeachment

shall extend only to removal from office, and dis-
qualification from holding any office of honor, trust
or profit under this State, but the convicted parties
shall, nevertheless, be subject to indictment, trial
and punishment according to law.
ART. ,S. All officers against whom articles c im-

peachment may be preferred, shall be suspended
from the exercise of their fhrnctions during the pen-
dency of sueh impeachment. The appointing power
may make a provisional appointment to replace any
suspended officer until the decision of the impeach-
mert.
ART. 89. The Legislature shall provide by law for

the trial, punishmlent and removal from office of all
olner officers of the State, by indictment or other-
wise.

TITLE VI.
GENERAL PROVISIONS.

ART. 90. 90. Members of the General Assembly, and
all officers, before they enter upon the duties of their
offices shall take the following oath or affirmation.
" I (A. B.) do solemnly swear (or affirm,) that I

will support the Constitution of the United States
and of this State, and that I will faithfully and imr-
partially discharge and perform all thed tes incum-
bent on me as - , according to the besyf my abil-
ities and lnderstanding,agreeably to the stitution
and laws of the United States and of lis State,
and I do further solemnly swear (or aftirm) that
since the adoption of the present Constitution, I, be-
ing a citizen of this State, hlave not fought a duel wth
deadly weapons within this State, nor out of it, with
a citizen of this State, nor have I sent or accepted a
challenge to fight a duel with deadly weapons with
a citizen of this State, nor have I acted as second
in carrying a challenge, or aided, advised or assisted
any person thus offending, so help me God."

ART. 91. Treason against the State shall consist
only in levying war against it, or in adhering to its
enemies, giving them aid and comfort. No person
shall be convicted of treason, unless on the testimo-
ny of two witnesses to the same overt act,or his own
collfession in open court.
ART. 92. Every person shall be disqualified fromn

holding any otfice of trust or profit in this State, who
shall have been convicted of having given or offered
a bribe to procure his election or appointment.
ART. 93. Laws shall be made to exclude from of-

fice, and from right of suffrage, those who shall here-
after be convicted of bribery, perjury, forgery, or
other high criomes or misdemeanors. The privilege
of tree sullrage shall be supported by laws regulating
elections, and prohibiting under adequate penalties
all undue influence thereon, frorn power, bribery,
tumult or other improper practise.
ART. 9.1 No money shall be drawn from the Trea-

sury but in pursuance of specific appropriation made
by law, nor shall any appropriation of money be
made for a longer term than two years. A regular
statement and accounts of the receipts and expendh-
tures of the public money shall be published annual-
ly, in such manner as shall be prescribed by law.

ART. 95. It shall be tile duty of the G(eneral As-
sembly to pass such laws as may be proper ;rid
necessary to decide difficulties by arbitration.

ART. lrti. All civil officers for the State at large
shall reside within tlhe State, and all I)istrict or Par-
ish officers within their Distrirts or Parishes, and
shall keep their ollices at such Iltces thetren ane nay
be required by law.
AnrT. !17. All rivi

olficers, except the Governor

and Judges of the Supreme and inlerior courts shall
be removable by an address of a nmajority of the irln-
bers of both hlouses, except those the removal of
wlhom has been otherwise provided for by this Con-
stitutlion.
AnK. IT. in all elections by the people the vote

shall be by ballot, and in all elections by the Senate
and House of Itepresentatives, jointly or separately,
the vote shall be given rtica coce.
ART. 0). No mnember of Congress nor person

holding or exercising any offiet of trust or profit un-
der the lnited tates, or either of themn, or under
any foreign power, shall be eligible as a member of
the General Assembly, or hold'or exercise any atlice
of trust or profit under the State.
AlRT. 100. The laws, public records and the judl-

cial ani legislative written proceedings of the State
shall be promulgated, preserved and conducted in
the Iulgaage in which the Constitution of the United
Stittes is wriltten.
AIT. 101. The Secretary of the Senate and Cilerk

of tihe House of IRepresentatives shall be conversant
with thle Frenchl and Engllish langunnes; anti em-
bers may address either hlouse in the l'renet or t ,lg-
lish langtage.

ART. 102. No power of suspending the laws of
this State shall be exercised, unless by the Legisla-
ture or by its authority.
ART. 103. Prosecutions shall be by indictment or

information. The accused shall have a speedy pub-
lie trial by an impartial jury of the vicinage; te
shall not be comnpelled to give evidence agaist ec n-
sellf; hie shall have tile rilht of being heard by lin-
self or counsel; he shall have the right of meeting
the witnesses face to face, and shall have compulsory
process for obtaining witnesses itn his favor.

ART. 104. All prisoners shall be bailable by sufli-
cient sureties, unless for capital ollences, where the
proof is evident, or presumption grenat, or unleas
after conviction, for any offence or crilee peteesiablu
wnith death or imprisonuent at hard labor.

ART. 118, Corporations witll banking or discount-oig privileges may be either created by special cnts,
or formed under general ltws ; but the Legislature
shall in both cases provide for the registry of all bills
or notes issued or put in circulation as money, and
shall require ample security for tile redemption of
tile same ill specie.

ART. 112. The Legislature shall :have no power to
pass any law sanctioning in any manner, directly or
indirectly, the suspension of specie payments, by
any person, association or corporation issuing bank
notes of any description.

ART. 1200. In case of insolvency of any bank or
banking association, the bill holders thereof shall be
entitled to preference in payment, over all other
creditors of such bank or association.

ART. 121. The Legislature shall have power to
pass such laws as it may deem expedient for the
relief or revival of the Citizens' Ilank of Louisiana,
and tie acts already passed for the same purpose are
ratified and contirmed. Provided that the Bank is
subjected to the restrictions contained in articles 119
and 121) of this Constitution.

ART. 122. No person shall hold or exercise, at the
same time, more titan one civil ollice of elolument,
except that of.iustice of the Peace.

ART. 1'12. Taxation shall be equal and uniform
throughout the State. All property on which taxes
may be levied, in tbhi State, shall be taxed in pro-
portion to its value, to be ascertained as directed by
law. No one species of property shall be taxed
higher than another species of proper.y of equal
value, on which taxes shall be levied; tile Legisla-
ture shall have power to levy an income tax, and to
tax all persons pulrsuing any occupation, trade ul
profession.

ART. 191. The citizens of the City of NewOr-
leans shall have the right of appointing the several
public officers necessary for tie adminitistration of
the police of the said city, pursuant to the rrode of
elections which shall be prescribed by the Legisla-

any State oflicer, member of the General Assembly,
or of any other person holdig office of profit or trust
under this Constitution and the laws made in pur-
suance thereof, shall be fpso jf'rto vacated by the
fact of any such person committing tile olfence men-
tioned in this article; and the Legislaturre shall pro-
vide by law for the ascertaining and declaration of
such forteiture.

ART. 127. The Legislature shall have power to
extend this Constitution and the jurisdiction of this
State over any territory acquired by compact with
any State, or with the United States, the same beilong
done by the consent of the United States.

ART. 128. None of the lands granted by Congress
to the State of Louisiana for aiding it in constructing
the necessary levees and d rainls, to reclaim the
swamps and overflowed landtls in this State, shall be
diverted from the purposes ilr which they were
granted.

The titme of service of all oflicers
chosen by the people at the first election under this
Constitution, shall terminate as though the election
had been holden on the first Monday of November,
1861, and they had entered on the discharge of
their duties at the tiome designated therein. The
first class Senators, designated in article 17, shall
hold their seats until the day of tihe closing of the
general elections in November, 1ift, and the second
class cnti tie day of tire closing of tie general elec-
tions to November, 185.5.
