TITLE III.
EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.

ART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of the
State shall be vested in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall be styled the Governor of the State of Louisiana.
He sltall hold his. office during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, be elected as follows:
The qualified electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Governor, at
the time and place of voting for Representatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by tile proper returning officer to tile
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Rrpresentatives, on tihe
second day of the session of the General Asser-r
bly, then next to be holden. The members of the
General Assembly shall meet in the I-ouse of Re-
presentatives. to examine and count the votes.
The person having the greatrest number of votes for
Governor, shall be declared duly elected ; but if two
or more persons shall be equal and highest in the
number of votes polled for Governor, one of themro
shall immediately be chosen Governor by joint vote
of the members of the General Assembly. The (
person having thle greatest rnumber of votes for r
Liertenant Governor, shall be Lieutenant Governor ;
butif two or more persons shall bh equal anld highest
in the number of votes polled for Lieutenant Gov.
ernor, one.of them shall be itmmediately chosen
Lieutenant Governor by joint vote of the memnbers of
the General Assembly.

ART. 30. No person shall he eligible to the office
of Governor or Lieutenant Goverrnor, who shall not
have attained tle age of twenty-eight years and bere
a citizen and a resident within the State for tile
space of four years next preecding his election.
ART.37. The Governor shall enter on the discharge

of Ilis duties on the fourth Monday of January
next ensuing his election, and shall continue in
office until the Monday next succeeding the day
that his successor shall be declared duly elected,
and shall have tahen the oath or allirmation required
by this Constitution.
ART. 38. The Governor shall he ineligible for the

ucceeding foutr yeas after the expiration of tihe
time for which he shall have been elected.
ART. 39. No member of Congress or person hold-

ing any otfice under the United States shall hbe eligible
to the office of (Governor or Lieutenant Governor.
ART. 40. In case of the impeachmlent of tie Gov-

ernor, his removal from offire, death, refusal or in-
ability to qualify, resignation or absence from tile
State, the powers and duties of the oilice shall de-
volve upon thie Lieutenant Governor for tie resi-
due of the term, or until the Governor, absent or
impeached, shall retuern or be acquitted. Tihe Legis-
lature may provide by law for the case of removal,
impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or refu-
sal to qualify, of both the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what otlicer shall act as Gov-
ernor; and such officer shall act accordingly, until
the disability be removed, or for thie residue of the

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other olfi-
cer discharging the duties of Governor, shall, during
his administration, receive the same cormpeusation
to which the Governor would have been entitled,
had he con tinued in office.

ART. 42. The Lieutenant Governor shall, by vir-
tue of his office, be President of the Senae, hbut
shall have only a casting vote therein. Whenever
he shall administer the Governmelr, or shall be un-
able to attend as President of the Senate, the
Senators shall elect one of their own members as
President of I he Senate for the time being.

ART. 43. While he acts as Presidentof the Senate,
the Lieutenant Governor shall receive for his ser-
vices the sante compensation which shall for tile
same period be allowed to the Speaker of trhe
House of Representatives, aond no more.

ART. 44. The Governor shall have power to grant
reprieves for all offences against tile State, and,
except in cases of impeachment, shall, with tile con-
sent of the Senate, ilave power to grant pardons and
remit flnes and forleitures, after conviction. In
cases of treason he may grant reprieves, until tile
end of the nxter session of the Geeral Assembly, in
which the power of pardoning shall be vested.

ART. 45. The Governor shall at stated timtes re-
ceive for his services a compensation, which shall
neither be increased nor diminished during the
term for which lie shall have been elected.
ART. 46. He shall be Commander-in-Chief of the

Army acnd Navy of this State, and of the Militia
thereof, except when they shall be called into the
service of tile Unoited States.

ART. 41. He shall nominarote and, by and with the
advice and consent of the Senatet, appoint all offi-
cers whose offices are established by this Coustitu-
tion, and whose appointment is not therein other-
wise provided for: Provided, however, that tite Le-
gislature shall have a rgght to pr-seribe the mode of
appointment to all other ollices established by law.
ART. 'I4. The Governor shall have power to lilt

vacacaies that may happen during the recess of
the Senate, by granting cornumisins which shall
expire at tie end of the next eessi-nl, unless other-
wise provided for in this Consititution; but o person
who has been nomirated for office, and rejected
by tile Senate, shall be appointed to the same office
during the recess of the Senate.

ART. 49. He may require information in writing
from the odicers tr the Executive Department, uplro
any subject relating to the duties of their respective
offices.

SART. 50. He shall, from time to time, give to the
General Assembly information respecting the sain-
ation of the State, and recomnmund to their consid-
eration such measures as Ire may deem expedient.
ART. 51. He may ot extraordinary occasions con-

vene the General Assembly at thle seat of Govern-
ment, or at a different place if tit-lt should have
become dangerous from an enemy or firo epidemic ;
and in case ofdisagreement between tihe two houses
as to the time of adjournment, he may adjourn them
to such timens he tray think proper, not exceed-
Sing four months.

ART. 52. He shall take care thalt the Lws be faith-
fully executed.

There shall be a Secretary of State, who
shall hold his officeduring the time for which the
Governor shall have been elected. The records of
the State shall be kept and preserved in the office of 1
the Secretary; he shall keep a fair register of the
official acts and proceedings of the Governor, and
when necessary shall attest them. He shall, when
required, lay the said register, and all papers, min-
utes and vouchers relative to his office, before
either house of the General Assembly, and shall
perform such other duties as may be enjoined on
bim by law.

ART. 56. There shall be a Treasurer of the State
who shall hold his office during the term of two
years.

ART.57. The Secretary of State and Treasurer
of State, shall be elected by the qualified electors of
the State. And in case of any vacancies caused by
the death, resignation, or absence of the Treasurer
or Secretary of State, the Governor shall order an
election to fill said vacancy.

ART. 58. All commissions shall he in the name
and by the authority of the State of Lousiana, and
shall be sealed with the State seal and signed by
the Governor.

ART. 59. The free white men of the State shall
be armed and disciplined for its defence; but those
who belong to religious societies whose tenets
forbid them to carry arms, shall not be compelled
so to do, but shall pay an equivalent for personal ser-
vices.

ART. 60. The Militia of the State shall be or-
ganized in such manner as may be hereafter deem-
ed rmost expedient by the Legislature.

TITLE IV.
JUDICIARY DEPARTMENT.

ART. 61. The Judiciary power shall be vested in a
Supreme Court, in such inferior courts as the Legis-
lature may, from timeto time, order and establish,
and in Justices of tle Peace.
aAnT. 62. The Supreme Court, except in cases

hereinafter Frovided, shall have appellate jurisdiction
only; which jurisdiction shell extend to all cases
when the matter in dispute shall exceed three hun-
dred dollars; to all cases in which the constitu-
tionality or legality of any tax, toll, or impost what-
soever, or of any line, forfeiture or penalty imposed
by a municipal corporation, shall be incontestation ;
and to all criminal cases on questions of law alone,
whenever the offence charged is punishable with
death or imprisonment at hard labor, or when a tine
exceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
The Legislature shall have power to restrict the ju-
risdiction of the Supreme Court in civil cases to

questions of law only.
ART. 63. The Supreme Court shall be composed

of one Chief Justice and four Associate Justices, a
majority of whom shall constitute a quorum. The
Chief Justice shall receive a salary of six thousand
dollars, and each of the Associate Judges a salary of
live thousand five hundred dollars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. The Court shallappoint
its own Clerks ; the Judges shall he elcted for the
term of ten years.

shall be tried by the Senate. When sitting as a
Court of Impeachment, the Senators shall be upon
oath or affirmation, and no person shall be convicted
without the concurrence of two-thirds of the Sena-
tors present.

ART. 87. Judgments in cases of impeachment
shall extend only to removal from office, and dis-
qualification from holding any office of honor, trust
or profit under this State, but the convicted parties
shall, nevertheless, be subject to indictment, trial
and punishment according to law.

AnT. 88. All officers against whom articles eof im-
peachment mea be preferred, shall be suspended
tem the exercise of their functions during the pen-
dency of such impeachment. The appointing power
may make a provisional appointment to replace any
suspended officer until the decision of the impeach-
ment.

ARnt. 89. The Legislature shall provide by law for
the trial, punishment and removal from office of all
olther officers of the State, by indictment or other-

TITLE VI.
GENERAL PROVISIONS.

ART. 90. Members of the General Assembly, and'
1

all officers, before they enter upon the duties of their

offices shall take the tIllowing oath or antirmation.
" I (A. B.) do solemnly swear (or affirm,) that I

will support the Constitution of the United States

and of this State, and that I will taithfully and im- a

partially discharge and perform all theduties incum-
bent on me as - , according to the best of my abil-

ities and understanding, agreeably to the Constitution

and laws of the United States and of this State,
and I do further solemnly swear (or affirm) tlht

since the adoption of the present Constitution, I, be-
ing a citizen of this State, have not fought a duel with a

deadly weapons within this State, nor out of it, with
a citizen of this State, nor have I sent or accepted a

challenge to fight a duel with deadly weapons with
a citizen of this State, nor have I acted as second
in carrying a challenge, or aided, advised or assisted
any person thus offending, so help me God."

ART. 91. Treason against the State shall consist
only in levying war against it, or in adhering to its

enemies, giving them aid and comfort. No person
shall be convicted of treason, unless on the testimo-
ny of two witnesses to the same overt act, or his own
confession in open court.

ART. 92. Every person shall be disqualiied from
holding any office of trust or profit in this State, who
shall have been convicted of having given or oilered
a bribe to procure his election or appointment.

ART. 93. Laws shall bee e to exclude from of

firee, and from right of sulfrage, those who shaill here-

after be convicted of bribery, perjure, forgery, or

other high erimne' or misdemeanors. The privilege

of free suiffrage shall be supported by laws retgula.tin
elections, and prohibiting under adequate penalties
all undue influence thereon, from power, bribery,
tumult or other improper practise.

ARr. 91. No moley shall be drawn from the Trea-
sury but in pursuance of specific appro priation indle

by law, nor shall any appropriation of money be
made for a longer r rm than two years. A regular
statement and accounts of the receipts and expemni-
tures of tile public money 'hall be published annlal-
ly, in such manner as shall be prescribed by law.

ARce. r. It shall be the duty of the Ceinerail As-
sembly to pass such laws as may be proper and
necessary to decide diffliculties by arbitraion.

ARt. 100. The laws, public records and the judi-

cial and legislative written proceedings of the State
shall be promulgated, preserved and conducted in

the language in which the Constitution of the United
States is written.

ART. 101. The Secretary of the Senate and Clerk
of the House of Representatives shall be conversant
with the French and English languages; and mem-
bers may address either house in the French or Eng-
lish language.

Acr.t 102. No power of suspending the laws of
this State shall be exercised, unless by the Legisla
ture or by its authority.

ARn. 10:3. Prosecutions shall be by indictment or
information. The accused shall have a speedy pub-
lie trial by an impartial jury of the vicinacge; he

TITLE X.

ART. 1-12 The 'Cotsttu tion adopted in eighteen
hundred and forty-five is declared to be snpereeded
by this Constitution, nrd in order to carry the same
into effect, it is hereby declared and ordasned as fol-
lows :

ART. 143. All rights, actions, prosecutions, coaims
and contreats, as well as of individueals as of bodies
corporate, and all laws in force at the time of thie
adoption of this Constitution, and not inconsistent
therewith, shall continue as if the same had not been
adopted.

ART. 11I. Tn order that noinconvenience may re-
sult to the publie service fromn the takting etffct of
this Constitution, no office shall be superceded there-
by, but the laws of the State relativeo o the duties
of tie several ollicers, Executive, Judkiial and Mili-
tary, shall remtais in full force, thllugh tho same Ie
coutrary to this Constitution, and the several duties
shall be performed by the respective officers of tile
State, according to the existing laws, until the or-
ganization of the Government under this Constitu-
tion, and the entering into otfice of the new officers,
to be appointed under said Government, and no
longer.

AItT. 145. Appointments to lffice by the Execu-
tive under this Constitution, shall be made by the
Governor to be elected under its authertty.

ART. 116. The Legislature shall provide for the
removal of all causes now pending in the Supreme
Court or other Courts of the State under the Consti-
tution of 184-., to Courts created by or under this
Constitution.

ART. 147. The time of service of all oflicers
chosen by the people at tie first election under this
Constitution, shall terminate as though the election
had been holden on the first Monday of November,
18-31, and they had entered on the discharge of
their duties at the time designated therein. The
first class Senators, designated in article 17, shall
hold their seats until the day of the closing of the
general elections in November, 1s53, and the second
class until the day of the closiag of the general elec-
tions in November, 18-5.

ART. 14S. The first election for Judges of the Su-
preme Court shall be held on the tirst Monday of
April next, (1853.) and they shall enter into otfice on
the first Monday of May, 1853.f ART. 1,19. The first term of service of the District
Attorneys and the Clerks of the inlcrior courts to be
ordered and established under this Constitution, shall
be regulated by the term of service of the first Gov-
ernor ; so that a new election for these officers shall
be held on the first Monday of November, 18•1 .

TITLE XI.
ORDINANCE.

ARn. 150. Immediately ater Ithe adjournment of
the Convention, the Governor shall issue his Pro-
clamation, dTrecting the several otlicers of this State,
authorized by law to hold elections for memtbets ol
the General Assembly, to open and hold a poll in
every Parish of the State, at the pliaces designated
by law, upon the first Tuesday of November next,
for the purpose of taking thie sese of the good peo-
pie of this State in regard to the adoption or rejec-
tion of this C onstitution ; and it shall be the duty ol
said ollicers to receive the votes of all per sons
entitled to votlt under the old Constitution and lulder
thllis Costituti,,. Each voter shall express his opm-
ion by depositing in a separate box, kept for that
pIurpose, a ticket, whereon ,hall be written " fhie

tle iltention of tie voter. At the conlchlsioll losaid election, which shall be conducted in every res-

pect as the general State election is now conducted,
the corommissioners designated to preside over tile
same shall carefully examine and count each ballot
so deposited, and shall forthwith make due returns
thereof to the Secretary of State, in cofioromity to
the provisions of the existing law upon the slubject
of elections.
