The Mississippi river itself may yet
be more appropriately termed(to us) a sluggish
ditch of water than the "highway of com-
merce."

We are at a turning point in the history of
our State. Railroads can save us; but how are
railroads to be built? Not upon the credit of
aesoiated individuals, because they are not
known abroad; not upon their means, because
they are not santidintly extensive, and because
they would not, saorifes them, in any case, to
the restrictionb of our present barbarous Con-
stitution. The State must be unfettered from
the Bonds of an absurdly restrictive Constitu-
iion; and thea, more liberal in its grants and
more energetic in its action, it may work out its
salvation. The growth and prosperity of the
State, and the multiplication' and prosperity of
the people, are one and the same thing.

Tse dikerorp thaen, I twenty miles. The cost ofconstrue-
ntilgthis whole fifty mieles is estimated by those most com-

patent to Judge, at $18.000 per mile. If we adda liberal
sumfor the bridge aros the Manchac, the whole cost of
this most dffitlit-portion of the work must amount to
about ona;million of dollars.

If this million of dollars were expended upon the direct
line, it would give $333a38 per mile. Or if we deduct fire
miles, as being similar in all respects to the route around
the lake, and thereforn not likely to cost more than $18 o00
per mile, we should have left $30.400 per nile for construct-
ing the road across the lake.

Let us deduct $5000 per mile for the cost of iron, (a lib-
eral allowance) for this will be the same on all routes;
and we have $31,400 per mile for constructing the track
upon piles. and laying the rails acrese Ioake Pontchar-
train.

Query. Would not a contract be promptly taken at that,
or a less sum ?

What are the real difliulties in the way of this proposi-
tion It cannot be denied that diuculties exist.

Ianswer the following. There my be others that do not
occur to me :

1. The take is a natigable water-the property of the
United States.

2. The questionable practicability of making a safe and
permanent track across the lake, on account of its depth
and uncertain bottom.

3. The dangers to life resulting from any accident, such
as running off the track with the cars.

As to the first dificulty, there would probably be no
opposition to the constrUction of the road, provided suit-
able draws were made, one near each shore and one in the
middle of the lake, to admit of the passage of vessels, as
required by the law relating to roads across navigable
wnaers.

It will be recollected that the lake trade is almost wholly
to and from NewOrleans. and its transit across the lake
would be parallel to, and not transverse to the line of the
road; and it would experience very little delay or obh-
struction in losing through the dramwa.

The second objection I shall endeavor to meet in another
number, if this meets a havorabla reception. Some works
now being constructed seem to place this matter in a light
altogether more fovorable; and such lights must be
heeded by those who conduct public enterprise.

The third objection Is In a great measure removed by
the simple suggestion that the track would be straight
throughout its whole length,. and therefore not likely to
expergnce such accidents as the running the cars off
the track. It is moreover obvious, that it would be much
safer from the obstruction that vicious persons sometimes
place upon railways. With a telegraph along the track
to communicate from side to side, all risk of collision
could be avoided.

What are the inducements to undertake this line rather
than the laund routeni

The answer is, that it saves twenty miles of distance in
the line, and avoids the dangers of crevacsse inundation.
