Courage, moral or physical, is a great
but presence of mind, in moments of peril, is,.
oome cases, a superior merit; in nine cases cl
of ten, discretion is better than valor. A man
may guard against, by presence of. mind, that
which the most ollbdurate courage cannot sue-
cessfully combat; but coolness or self possession
have their drawbacks, as our story indicates.

We have heard of a very eccentric and singu-
lar man, who carried on business in Bayou
Sara. down in the Mississippi country, some
years ago: Tufts was his name, to which the
liberal hearted Miississippians had gratuitously
added Captain-Capt. Tufts.

Captain Tufts was born on the frontier dur-
ing the days of Indian fights and border war-
fare, and lived years amid danger and death in
the South. To look at the oldr man, one need
hardly be told that he had had some pretty hard
knocks, and no doubt indulged in as many

Some how or other, Tufts crawled off, and was
picked up the next day, by some friends, quite
bewildered with wounds, but still insisting-
"there aint no danger ! "

The next exploit of considerable note, was the
finale of a bear hunt, in which Bruin, having
killed two dogs belonging to Tufts, and afellow-
hunter, he crawled into a dense chaparel and
disappeared; and though Tufts was told by his
companion that wounded bears in a dark jungle
were better let alone, he insisted that there was
no danger, and went poking around the ietreat
of the bear until the wrathful animal, gather-
ing himself up for one grand, desperate charge,
rushed upon Tufts-Tufts firedinto the monster's
teeth, and received a blow from Bruin that
broke poor Tufts arm and tore his scalp half off!
It was in vain that Tufts yelled to his flying'
comrade that there was not a symtom of danger :
the comrade cleared himself and reported Tufts
torn to shreds; but next morning, Tufts was
found by a party of hunters, in a miserable con-
dition, laying near his dead adversary, and asI his friends stood off a few yards and hailed him,
true to his instincts, Tufts, in the best tone of
voice he could raise, said-

Come up, boys, don't be afraid-there aini
