TITLE IV.
JUDICIARY DEPARTMENT.

ART. 61. The Judiciary power shall be vested ie a
Supreme Court, in such inferior courts as the Legis-
lature may, from time to time, o;der and establish,
and in Justices of the Peace.

ART. 62. The Supreme Court, except in cases
hereinafter provided, shall have appellate jurisdiction
only; which jurisdiction shall extend to all cases
when the matter in dispute shall exceed three hun-
dred dollars; to all cases in which the eonstita.
tionality or legality of any tax, toll, or impost what-
soever, or of eay fine, forfeiture or penalty imposed
by a municipal corporation, shall be in contestation ;
and to all criminal cases on ques:tions 'of law alone,
whenever the offence charged is punishable with
death or imprisonment at hard tabor, or when a fine
exceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
The Legislature shall have pnwer to restrict the ju-
risdiction of the Supreme Court in civil cases to
questions of law only.

ART. 63. The Supreme Court shall be composed
of one Chief Justice and four Associate Justices, a
macjority of whom shall constitute a quorum. The
Chief Justice shall receive a salary of six thousand
dollars, and each of the Assaciattel udge a salary of

yive thousand live hundred doliars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. The Court shall appoint
its own Clerks; the Judges elall be elected for the
term of ten years.

ART. 64. The Chief Justice shall be elected by
the qualified electors of the State.
