IAeElncR Wlse.-nMost dlsnstrousacounts are received
cf the future prospects of .Madelra. It seems not im-
probable that the celebrated wine of SMadeira will become
a matter of history. A blight of some sort has entirely
destroyed the vintage for this year. and seems likely to
destroy the vines themselves. It appears in the shape of
a thick white powder, which entirely covers the clusters
of grapes. The inhabitants have memorialized the Por-
tuguese Goavernment to be permitted to cultivate tobacco.
