TITLE Ill.
EXECUTIWE DEtPARITMII:NT.

He shall hold his ofllic during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, he elected as Ibllows:

The Legis-
lature may provide by law for the case of removal,
impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or refu-
sal to qualily, of both the Governor and Liieutenant
Governor, declaring what ollicer shall act as Gov.

term,
ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other olli-

Ile shall, when
required, lay the said register, and all papers, min-
utes and vouchers relative to his ollice, before
either hose of tie CGeneral Assembly, and shalI
perform such other duties as miay be enjoined on
him by law.

There shall be a Treasurer of the State
who shall hold is offttice during the term of two
yenrs.

ART. 57. The Secretary of Sltate and Treasurer
of State, shall be elected by the qualified elertors of
the State. And in case of any vacancies caused by
tihe death, resignation, or absence of thie Treasurer
or Secretary of State, the Governor shall order an
election to till said vacancy.

ART. 518. All commissions shall he in the nime
and by the authority of the State of Lousiana, and
shall be sealed with the State eaal and signed by
the Governor.

ART. ,J. The free white men of the Stateshall
he armed and disciplined for its defence; but those
who belong to religions societies wrhose tenets
forbid them to carry arms, shall not be compelled
so to do, but stl.all pay an equivalent for personal ser.

ART. 60. The l\Iilitia of thie State shall bIe or-
ganized ill snh manner as may be hereafter deem-
ed most expedient by the Legislature.

TITLE IV.
JUDICIARIY DEPARTMENT.

ART. 61. The Judiciary power shall be vested in a
Supreme Court, in such inferior courts as the Legis-
lature may, from time to time, order and establish,
and in Justices of the Peace.

ART. 62. The Supreme Court, except in eases
hereinafter provided, shall have appellate jurisdiction
only; which jurisdiction shall extend to all cases
when the matter in dispute shall exceed three hun-
dred dollars; to all cases in which tie constitu-
tionality or legatily of any tax, tull, or impost what-
oevcer, or of any line, forfeiture or penalty imposed

by a municipal corporation, shal! be in conteslation ;
slid to all criminal cases oni qlestions of law alone,
whenever the ollence charged is punishable with
death or imprisonment at hard labor, or when a filne
exceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
The Legislature shall have ptwet. to restrict the jua
risdiction of the Supreme Court in civil cases to
questions of law only.

ART. 163. Tire Supremre Cort s!tall be composed
of one Chief Justice and four A-s;ociate Justices, a
majority of whoml shall constitute a quorum. The
Chief Justice shall receive a salary of six thousand
dollars, and each of the Associate Judges a salary of
live thousand live hundred dollars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. The (Court shall appoint
its own Clerks; the .lidges shall be elected for the
term of ten years.

Aer. 64. The Chief Justice shrall be elected by
the qualified electors of the State. The Legislature
shall divide the State into fona Districts, and the
qualified electors of each District shall elect one of
the Associate Justices. The State shall be divided
into the foblioing Districts, until the Legislature
shall otherwise direct:
