THE TEMPEST AT MOBILE.
We take froal the 31-tile papers of Thursday,

Friday and Saturdayt , the solHowing account of
the effects of the dreadful gale which has proved
so disastrous to our sister city, and places in vi-
ciity. The Tribune of Thursday says:

Those who have lived in Mobile for the Just
twenty years, say that they have seen no such
storm as prevailed yesterlny. Al;out miduighlt
ton Tueslay, the wind commenced blowing
strongly fromn the north-eat, with a constant
rain. About nine o'clock yesterahy mlorning,
the wind shifted to the st,ht t-east, and coantinueli
blowing, with rain, until tilte present writing
'The result watls that the water watsdrivenin
upon the city, anl the streets nearest tile river
were flooded. Front and Commerce streets,
their whole length, were completely covered
with water, anti the streets running at right
angles with them were partly filled. In the
tupper part of the city, Water street, the third
from thle river, was covered. At Government
street it catte tp to the Market-house, and we
saw a duog-out moored there, to the post at the
north-east corner of Water street. The gro-
cery in the middle of the street was surrounded
with water, fish and small turtle-called, by
those who informed utt of the fact, sea turtle-
were taken at thle corner of Government and
Water streets, where, at one time, there was a
fleet of five or six good sized boats paddling
about.

What damage has been done by this extraor-dinary flood, it is impossible] now to ascertain,
but we fear that many of the store-houses on the
margin of the river have suffered considerably.

On Thursday, the storm commenced again
with increased fury. Tile Advertiser of Friday
has the following account of it :

The wind, which had comparatively lulled at
11 octlock tsat evening, se.ma after blew writh re-
newed violence; but yet, little serious apprehen-
sion of a further rise in the water was mani-
fsteld. Merchant:: on Water street-which, ts
yet, the flood had not reachcdi--viited their
stores about this time, and returned with a feel-
ing of seen•u ,.

At one o' lock this morning the gale raged
with terrible fury. Immense trees were torn up
by the roots, falling into the streets or into the
yards, crushing fences or whatever impeded
their decent; houses was unrooled and the help-
less intmates were exposed to the pitilesspeltings
of the storm; and, added to this, came the uat-
welcome assurances that, with the raising tide,
the flood was progressing with alarming rapid-
ity. By two . clock it became evident that
Water street could not escape submersion, and
stame gentlemen whose anxiety would not per-
mit them to rest, barely had time to reach theirstorer and secure their books before they were
entirely ruined.

At sunrise, and Inter this mornillg, the as-
I1,t of the city was gloomy indeed. The flood
having stulaergcd W\•ter street, forced its way
into tihe stores, oflices, and dwellings of St.
Francis, Dauphin, Conti and Government streets
nearly up to their several intersections with
Royal.

The lower portion of the market-house was
filled to the depth of several feet. Awnings andatwning-frames were scattered indiscriminately
about tile zinc and the tin-covering of several
buildings were torn up and deposited in rolls
in various places, and, not least, the streets
mostly devoted to residences were every few
yards obstructed by the prostrated forms of
venerable and beautiful shade trees.

It was a tmelancholy spectacle to observe the
care and culture of years thus scattered in a
night. In some instances immense branches
were snapped oftf like pipe-stems, and in others,
trees were torn up by the roots and entirely
destroyed. Hlamilton street is at present im-
passable from tile number of fallen trees, and
looks very like the path of a hurricane through
th-e forest. t n (ioverunment street the damage,
in this respect, is also very great, and indeed so
it is throughout the city. It is yet too early toa
estimate thile loss of property, but is no doubt
very great. So sudden and unexpected was the
progress of the flood, that little tittme was left
after tile danger became imnmiuent, to preserve
anything of moment. 'Few of the mnerclhants on
our heaviest business streets have been fortunate
enough to lave secured their books. The storm
is still raging with great fury. Men are flitting
about, here and there, in oilcloth and tarpanu-
lins, watding to their armpits in water; others
are at work in the shops with the flood pouring
over their counters, endeavoring to preserve
something from destruction; and others still,
are mounted on horse!tack, wading through the
streets, giving aid and encouragement to the
sufferers.

T7wetvlr o'clorcki, it.-The flood is thought to
he at a stand, though thle storm still prevails.

iThe steam pile-driver above St. Michael street
has just broken away, andi, floating downward,
severed thie fastenings of tile mail heat Wade
Allcti. which, in turn, was driven against the
bark Zenohia, loaded with ice, anil set ler
adrift. It is reported that a part of tile roof of
the Itoveranlent street C'hurch has been blown
off, andl that over IHall's Restaurant, (that is,
the covering,) is gone entirely. Tfhe new store
buildling for Dorance & Sons, at the corner of
St. Michael and Water streets, has been blown
down, and a portion of the ice-house of C. P.
Gage is also reported to have fallen. Tie floors
of several buildings on Front street have burst,
and fears are entertained that some of the build-
ings themselves will be washed away.

It is rumored that the railroad embankment
is badly washed. Tile cars came up to Three
Mile Creek last evening, on their return frtom
Citronelle, but it was deemed unsafe for them
to come on to town.

Si.r, P. si.-The water is now rapidly subsid-
ing. It has retreated below Water street, and
shoptmen on Dauphin and St. Francis streets
are busy inl clearing out their stores and exsam-ining into the extent of their losses. Logs,
wood, timber, etc., artc left lying in the streets,
and the fbot of Dauphin street is pretty effce-
tually blocked by an accumulation of barrels,
hogsheads, etc., wedged in with drift-wood.

So far, we are pleased to observe that there is
little offensive deposit, and we hope that our
city authorities will take proper precautionary
measures by thorouglly liming the overflowed
streets. In addition to the heavy pecuniaryloss
sustained by our citizens, let us not, by any in-
advertance, render ourselves an inviting prey to
disease and death. In this connection we would
respectfully enjoin the utmost caution upon
those who have, within the past day or two,
been so much exposed. Great care should be
taken to prevent the usual effects of violent ex-
ertion and undue exposure to the elements.

Prompt changes of clothing and temperance in
eating and drinking are the most reliable safe-
guards.

Much anxiety is manifested regarding Point
Clear. Those best acquainted with its exposed
situation look forward with gloomy forebodings
to intelligence from that quarter. The Junior
left an hour ago for the Point, and we may hope
to hear from there late this evening or in the
morning. It is to be hoped that the storm was
less violent there than here; if it was not, we
confess there is too much room for anxiety.

The mail boats North or South have neither
left here or arrived for the last two days. The
attempt, in such a gale, would havelbeen almost
madness.

We have heard several estimates of the ag-
gregate damage to property from the flood, but,
it is impossible, thus early, to determine it with
accuracy. The lowest estimate we have heard
is a million and a half of dollars, and somehave
placed it as high as two millions and a half.
The first, we incline to think, nearer the truth.

It is, of course, impossible to estimate the
losses of individuals. Not a merchant on Front,
Commerce and Water streets but has suffered,
and some of them very largely. Dorrance &
Sons, Henry, Stoddart & Co., O. Mazange &
Co., John Rteed & Co., Woodruff & HIuntington,
B. Newiouse & Co., Dade, hiurxthall & Co.,
and D. O'Gredy, are supposed to be among the
heaviest sufferers. Some of these firmsestimate
their lose as high as twenty thousand dollars.
A dty or two will determine this more deft.
nitely.

The steamer W. W. Fry and two echooners
aero driven ashore neC•r Hitchcock's Press.-lTher
Fry raised steam sad got off, hbut the schooners
retain thaer. The steamer S .au is reported to
have been blo,wn into the woods off Dog River.
and is probably lost. All the craft in port, and
the wharves fronting the city, are more or less
injured. Thte Dry Dock is also injured, but we
have not learned to what extent.

The telegraph posts are scattered in every
direction, and we are thus cut off from all means
of communication from without.

The lower part of the city was mostly under
water, and people were driven, for security, to
their second floors. The same was true of the
upper portion of town. One-Mile Creek was
backed up to the foot of Shell Road and Broad
street, throtugh which it runs with great force.

L.ter:e.-We anve just learned, from Captain
Itlaheely, that the steamers .\mbassador and
itwau are bothl blown high and dry in the woods

off Dog River, and thalt the Belle Gates is sunk
ro lier thurric:nedleckin Eight-Mile Creek. lie
also reports a pilot-bbat blown ashore near
Walker's Press. and another blown up on the
wharf: The Jenny Bcalle, lying at her wharf,
rode out the gale finely, she being the only craft
in port which entirely escaped damage. Masts
ft'rm seventy to eighty feet in length are left
high and dry in Conti street, and timber and
wood are scattered all over the city.

The wind has now shifted to tile west north-
west, and the rain continues to fall moderately.
Intelligence frowC the country, as far as received,
indicates great rains and high water all about
us. It will be sometime before things get into
their accustomed channel again.

STIre. L.vTER.-Dreadful loss of life-Five
persons drowned at Choctate Point-11 o'clock
P. t.--Mournful accounts of tile loss of life and
property still reach us. We have just learned
of the dlestruction of the dwelling attached to
Choctaw Point Light-house and loss of five lives.
About it) o'clock A. at. the building gave way
and the inmates, consisting of Mrs. Phillibert,)who attended the light) her son-in-law, Wim.
E. Colgin and his witfe, togrether with their two
children, and Mr. Oscar Phillibert and a negro
boy attempted to save themselves upon rafts•nd
floating pieces of timber. Mrs. PI'ilibert and
her two grand-children, a boy and girl, aged
five and seven years, procured a ratt, and after
being driven about by the storm for sometime,
were finally washed rlf and all three drowned.
Mr. Colgin and his wifh were rescued from a
floating log,safe. Mr. Oscar Phillibert and the
negro boy are both doubtless drowned, as tuVey
were heard last in the wools hallowing for aid.
The body of Mrs. Phillibert has beenjrecovered
by one of her sons; it was almost literally
crushed from the floating timber ; she is to be
interred this afternoon. The bodies of the two
children lost with her have not been recovered.

TIlE LATEST AccoroTs.-At one o'clock Fri-
day the Advertiser issued an extra containing
the following further particulars of this lunpar-
allelel tempest :

Fridea Itri oa'loslt .. Mr.-Thise sun rose clear
and bright this morning, hut the desolation it
revealed was sickening to behold.
On every hand are evidences of tile dreadfuilstruggle with the tempest. Of course the ex-

eitement among our citizens is very great, a•
incidents come in one alter another swelling the
already fearful catalogue of disaster and ruin.
Below will be foundl such additional items as we
have been able to gather.
We are indebted to Capt. Chambers, of the

Daniel Pratt, who came passenger on the Flori-
da. from New Orleans, for tie following intelli-
gence:

The Florida put into the Bay of St. Louis,
where she lay until the gale had subsided.

The ship Abaellino and the British ship Mer-
sey-the latter having cleared two or three days
since f'r Liverpool, loaded with cotton, but not
yet put out to sea--were both blown ashore and
dismnasted near CedarlPoint.. A schooner, name
unknown, was seen floating bottom upwards in
tihe bay.
The brig Ellis, which cleared a few days ago

for Paimbteuf, France, and was supposed to
have been out at sea and lost, is reported to
have remained in harbor and sustained little or
no loss.
The lighter Joselphl i., loaded with lumber lbr

a vessel lying in tile bay, is also ashore.
The hoiuse occupied bIy .lack Grant, and situ-

ated between Grant's Pass and Cedar Point,
has been swept away, and no traces of life were
visible when the Florida passed.
Our reporter informs us that thle Sea DIrift

and Mischief boat club houses, situated in tile
marsh opposite the city, have been carried off.

Tihe houses of the Dutch settlers, numbering
several families, who were employed in garden-
ing in the marsh, are believed to be destroyed
with their inmates. One man, whose name we
did not learn, floated out upon a log, and was
picked up. lIe states that his family were all
drowned.
Brig Malchigonne, lying at Government street

whart, with freight, having a large portion of
her cargo, consisting of twenty-seven bales of
cotton, upwards of 100 barrels of turpentine
su-t ten tons of iron, on the whiarf, was blown
off, carrying most of tile wharf hoiling the
freight, with her. They remained together in
tihe stream for about three hirors, whei they
parted, and the wharf and freeight IloateC down
and lodged upon Pinto's Islani, wlhere it still
remains. The vessel is not seriously injured.
The wharf-owners are the heaviest losers by

this calamity. gMost of the wharves are seri-
ously injured, if not entirely destroyed. A
large expenditure will be required to replace
therm in their fbrmer condition. The work of
pulling apart, preparatory to re-building, has
already commenced.

We hear that the bridges across Three-Mile
Creek have been carried off. IThere are also
reports of serious loss of lifeb in that quarter, but
the particulars have not reached us. Every
hour increases the list of the dead anl swell the
amount the amount of property destroyed.
Twelve o'clock, a.-We have just returned

from a visit to the overflowed district, and the
prospect is even more gloomy than we supposed.
The water has entirely receded, and left a pic-
ture of desolation beyond the power of language
to portray. Water and Ceommerce streets are
fille I with hogsheads, barrels, boxes, and bales
of every description. Damaged sugar, coffee,
bacon, flour-indeed, goods of every description
-line the streets, and thestores borderingthemn
are undergoing tile process of purification..
Front street is almost entirely barricaded.

Logs, trees, merchandise, drift-wood, etc., are
intermingled and piled up to the height of sev-
eral feet. The deposit is much more offensive
than we at first supposed, and the eifluvia aris-
ing from this mass of decaying matter is almost
stifling. We are glad to observe several hands
at work removing these deposits, and we hope
the number will be largely increased.

We have been shown a letter from Mr. Good-
win, the Engineer of the Mobile and Ohio Rail-
road, from which we are pleased to learn that
the damage to the track is comparatively light,
much less, indeed, than we feared. Mr. G, has

been • l•lg the whole line since the storm, and
reports that the damage can soon be repaired,
and the track put In running order in finr or
ive daye. This will be most gratifying intelli-

gence to our citizens, as it speakohighly for the
durability and excellence of its constrauction.

We learn from a gentleman justf/om thebay,
that not only the trees bordering the shere, but
the bay road itself has been entirely removed.
The waves now lash against the fences fronting
buildings on the North side of the road. Thus
has disappeared one of the most beautiful drive
of which our city could boast. There seems to
be no end to the tidings of destruction. The
loss is not confined to business houses and busi-
ness men. Numerous private dwellings havre
been seriously injured, to the extent of hundreds
of dollars.

ARRIV.AL OP THE JUtNIOR-PovrT CLEAR Ho-
TEr. SsPE--Half-past 12 o'clock.-The Junior

shas just arrived, and brings the gratifying in-
telligence of the safety of the inmates of the
Point Clear Hotel. A load of anxious fore-
bodings have thus been removed, and men
breathe freer and look more hopefully upon the
disaster.

The water at the Point came up to the porch
of the main building, and the wharves, bath-
houses and out-buildings of every description
(the kitchen excepted) were carried away. The
hotel has been closed for the season.

The same destruction marked the entire east-
ern shore-bath-houses, fish-houses, wharves,
etc., etc., were scattered like playthings by the
breath of the tempest.

Several thousand feet of lumber, deposited
upon the wharf at Stark's mills, was lost with
the''lehg-f,

'Ihe ite' hbers Daniel Pratt and Col. Clay, and
two or three lighters, have gone to thcaid of the
stranded vessels in the bay.

The Advertiser of Saturday has the following
additional particulars:

Tut StonX.-We have received little addi-
tional news regarding the all-absorbing theme-
the great storm-since the publication of our
third edition at 5 o'clock last evening. Below
will be found such estimates of individual loss as
have been handed in at our desk, in accordance
with our suggestion. We shall publish none but
what are thus received:

We conversed lTst evening with Mr. Freeman,
of Hollywood, who states that the storm will
occasion no serious interruption with the East-
ern Shore. The bath-houses, etc., will soon be
replaced, and by to-morrow a pier will be ex-tended sufficiently to form a safe landing for
passengers. The wharves will soon be rebuilt
in the best manner. We are glad to learn this,
for the closing of the Point tlear House will
throw a good many out of supposed-to-be per-
manent summer quarters.

We shall soon begin to hear news from abroad;
while we hope for the best, we fear the worst.

Eight p. m.-The steamer Daniel Pratt has
just returned from Mobile Point. By a passen-
ger on board of her, we learn that the schooner
Eagle, from NewOrleans, was lying, dismasted,
above Dauphin Island.

Three schooners were seen off the Point the
night preceding the height of the gale making
eastward, but they have not since been seen.
The rumor that the house on Sand Island-this
was not mentioned in our report-was carried
off, is unfounded. The light-houses at Mobile
and Choctaw Points were slightly injured.

Miossesrppr CITY.-There was a considerable
destruction of property at this point, though for-
tunately no lives lost, that we could hear of.
Among the houses blown down, were the oar-.
riage house, stables, and both houses of Mr
Paltrey, cashier of the Branch Bank in this
city. Venerable live oaks that stoodunsoathed
for centuries, were torn from their roots.

BILoxr.-The storm here, as at Mississippi
City, raged with extraordinary violence. Houses
and fences and trees were hurled about, and
consternation for a time was the predominant
feeling among the numerous families from this
city that have summer dwellings at this point.
There is no loss of life reported on shore, though
great fears were entertained for the safety of
numerous parties out on pleasure excursions.
A party of seven left Biloxi on Tuesday on thelittle sloop Riuggoll, on a pleasure trip to Horn
I-land. Nothing had been heard from them at
Isloxi up to four o'clock yesterday afternoon.

IHout..rwooo.--The Daphne Hotel and the
Hollywood House escaped the tornado without
suffering any material damage. The wharf,
bath-houses, fish-houses, were, however, totally
destroyed.

Loss of Life at East Pascagoula-Loss of
Several Yachts with their Cargoes.

~dlitfor. Crescent-By the arrival of Mr. Crea's little
steamer from Pascagoula. I learn that the late gale has
been very destructive there to life and property.

On Tuesday night, the Oregoo. for Mobile, landed seve-
ral passengers at East Pascagoula wharf, but in c6nse-
queuro of the heavy wind and rain, they concluded to
stay at the warehouse on the pier head until morning.
After breakfast some of them who had families on shorestarted up the wharf and reached the hore la safety.
About 11 o'clock, the gale increased, and in a few minutes
the warehouse. pier-head and the entire wharf was swept
away, together withthe t three persons who had remanled
in the warehouse. I could not learn their names, but
undereood that they were from NewOrleans. The porter
of odlr~n's Iloteil a blrel man, who had just left the
pier-head with a cart-load of haggage, was also blown
from the wharf and drowned. Nearly all the large oakh
in front of the (ilat) Hotel, were blown down and the
bank washed away close up to the fence in front of the
lletel. Almost all the out-houses of the dwellings on the
coat were blown down or unroofed. At West Pascagoula
theyacht "Nameoke," whilst two of Mr. Crea's negro
men were on board, for the purpose of paying out more
cable, to enable her to ride more easily at anchor, saudden-
ly shototf. dragging her anchor, and in less than two min-
utes disappeared in the mist. To-day, the mast, with the
cable and anchor attached, was found about a mile and
a half from where she was moored; the two hands were
no doubt lost.

The schooner Josephine, from New-Orleans. bound to
Mobile with a cargo of corn, lour, etc.. went ashoreat the
east end of Ship Island. Two slops, from Biloxi, were
alongside wrecking her. All the oflicers audrew but one
were lost. It was doubtful whether he would survive.

The yacht Kate, of Mobile, was run ashore at Biloxi,
and yesterday started for hom.e " all safe and sound."
Fears are enterliued for the s.fety of a little third-elres
loat froem Mohile, cailed thi Yacht. She had a crew of

two and a party of four young men from Mlobile.on hoard.
She p:ssed West Paslegoula o Tlhursday morning and
has noit been heard of since. The yacht Vision, and also

ca cw not yet named, went to pieces near the Point
Clecer lotel.

Pass Christian escaped the violence of the gale. Ihave
not heard of the slightest damage to property. The hotel
is illiog up lgain and gives a goodly promise of doing a
splendid fall business. Yours. RlIPra.

Heart-Rending Catastrophe-A Steamboat

Run Down on Lake Erie-Three Hun-
dred Lives Lost.

ERIE, August 2).
The stoamer Atlantic came in collision with

the propeller Ogdensburgh at two o'clock this
morning, and sunk in about half an hour.

The loss of life ifrom the Atlantic is estimated
at 250 persons, while about a like number were
taken on bo:rd the propeller, which wa leak-
ing badly, but they succeeded in reasclg this
port with her.

A dense fog prevailed at the time of the col-
lision.

Captain PeLly, of the Atlantic, is safe, but
sustained some injury. The first mate was also
saved..

The steamer Clayton has gone to the wreck.
All the passengers saved by the Ogdensburgh

had nothing on but their night clothes.
The steamer kept on her course, the officers

hoping to be able to reach port, although the
boat was leaking badly ; the water, however,
gained rapidly on them, despite the efforts of
the crew, and by the time they had proceeded
about two miles from the spot where the colli-
sion took place, it was found that the vessel wasrapidly nkng, the fires in the engine-room
being extinguished by the water.
