Neither house, during the session of the
General Assembly, shall, without the consent of
the other, adjourn for more than three days, nor to
any other place than that in which they may he sit-
ting.
ART. 2. The members of the General Assem.

bly shall receive from the publie treasury a compen-
stion for thir services, which shIall be four dollars
per day during their attendance, going to and return-
ing from the session of their respective houses.
The compensation may be increased or diminished
by law; but no alteration shall take effect during
he period of service of the members of the Hou e of
Representatives by whom such alteration shall have
been made. No session shall extend to a period be-
yond sixty days, to date from its commencemr nt,
and any legielative action had after the expiration
of the said sixty days, shall be null and void. This
Sprovision shall not apply to the first Legislature
which is to convene after the adoption of this Con-
stitution.

d ART. 26. The members of the General Assembly
shall, in all cases except treason, felony, breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest during their at-

ART. 27. No Senator or Representative shall, dur

ing the term for which he was elected, nor for one
year thereafter, be appointed or elected to any civil
tf office of profit under this State, which shall have

I been created, or the emoluments of which shall
have been increased during the time such Senator
or Representative was in office, except to such offi-
aes or appointments as may be filled by the elec-
lions of the people.

ART. 28. No person who at any time may have
been a collector of taxes, whether State, Parish ort Municipal, or who may havebeenotherwise entrusted
with public money, shall be eligible to the General
Assembly, or to any office of profit or trust under
the State Government, until he shall have obtained
a discharge for the amount of such collections, and
for all public moneys with which he may have
been entrusted.
ART. 29. No bill shall have the force of a law until

on three several days it be read over in each house
ofthe GeneralAssembly, and free discussion allowed
thereon, unless in case of urgency four-fifths of the
house, where the bill shall be pending, may deem it
expedient to dispense with this rule.

ART. 30. All bills for raising revenue shall orig-
inate in the House of Representatives, but the Senate
may propose amendments as in other bills; provided
they shall not introduce any new matter under color
of an amendment, which does not relate to raising
revenue.

ART. 31. The General Assembly shall regulate
by law, by whom, and in what manner writs of
election shall be issued to fill the vacancies which
may happen in either branch thereof.

AnT. 32. The Senate shall vote on the confirma.
tion or rejection of officers to be appointed by the
Governor, with the advice and consent of the
Senate, by yeas and says, and the names of the Sen-
ators voting for and against the appointments re-
spectively, shall be entered on a journal to be kept
for that purpose, and made public at the end of each
session, or before.

ART. 33. Returns of all elections for members of
the General Assembly shall be made to the Secretary
of State.

ART. 34. In the year in which a regular election for
aSenator of the United States is to take place, the
members of the General Assembly shall meet in
the Hall of the House of Representatives, on the
Monday following the meeting of the Legislature,
and proceed to the setid election.

lf TITLE III.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.
SART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of the
State shall be vested in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall be styled the Governor of the State of Louisiana.in He shall hold his office during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, be elected as follows:
The qualified electors for Representatives shall
Z vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Governor, att the time and place of voting for Representatives;
a the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by the proper returning officer to the
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, on tile
secondday of the session of the General Assom-
bly, then next to be holdee. The members of the
General Assembly shall meet in the House of Ru-
presentatives. to examine and count the votes.

SThe person having the greatest number of votes for
Governor, shall bedeclared duly elected; butif two
or more persons shall be equal and highest in the
number of votes polled for Governor, one of them
shall immediately be chosen Governor by joint vote
of the members of the General Assembly. The
person having the greatest number of votes for
Lieutenant Governor, shall be Lieutenant Governer;
but if two or more persons shall be nqual atd hidghest
a n the number of votes polled for Lie teaet al-v
-rnor, one of thema shall be immediately chosen
Li-utenaot Governor by joint vote of the members ua
the General Assembly.

ART 36. No person shall be eligible to the officeeo Govrrnoror L:eutenant Governor, who shall u-t
have attained the age of twenty-eight yeara and been
n citizen and a resident within the State for the
space of four years next preceding his election.

Aar.37. The Governor shall enter on the discharge
of his duties on the fourth Monday of January
next ensuing his election, and shall continue ai
office until the Monday next succeeding the day
that his successoer shall be declared duly elected,
and shall have taken the oath or affirmation required
by this Constitution.

ART. 38. The Governor shall be ineligible for the
succeeding four years after the expiration of thetime for which he shall hare beenelected.

ART. 39. No member of Congress or person hold.
leg any office under the United States shtll be eligible
to the office of Governor or Lieutenant Governor.

ART. 40. In case of the impeachment of the Gov-
ernor, his removal from office, death, refusal or in-
ability to qualify, resignation or absence fromt the
State, the powers and duties of the office shall de-
volve upon the Lieutenant Governor for the resi-
due of the term, or until the Governor, absent or
impeached, shall return or be acquitted. The Legis-
lature may provide by law for the case of removal,
impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or refu-
sal to qualify, of both the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what officer shall act as Gov.
ernor; and such officer shall act accordingly, until
the disability be removed, or for the residue of the
term.

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other offi.
cer discharging the duties of Governor, shall, during
his administration, receive the same compensation
to which the Governor would have been entitled,
had he continued in office.

ART. 42. The Lieutenant Governor shall, by vir-
tue of his office, be President of the Senate, but
shall have only a casting vote therein. Whenever
Ie shall admlinister the (Governmrenl, or shall be un-
able to attend as President of the Senate, the
Senators shall elect one of their own members as
President of the Senate for tihe tine being.

ART. 43. While he actr as Presidentor the Senate,
the Lieutenant Governor shall receive for his ser-
vices the same compensation which shall for the
same period be allowed to the Speaker of the
House of Representatives, and no more.

ART. 44. The Governor shall have power to grant
reprieves for all offences against the State, and,
except in cases of impeachment, shall, with the cooa
sent of the Senate, have power to grant pardons and
remit lines and forfeitures, after conviction. In
cases of treason he may grant reprieves, until the
end of the next session of tie General Assembly, in
which the power of pardoning shall be vested.

ART. 45. The Governor shall at stated times re-
ceive for his services a compensation, which shall
neither be increased nor diminished during" the
term for which he shall have been elected.

ATa. 46. He shall be Commander-in-Chief of the
Army and Navy of this State, and of the Militia
thereof, except when they shall be called into the
service of the United States.

ART. 47. He shall nominate and, by and with the
advice and consent of the Senate, appoint all olli-
cers whose offices are established by this Coustitu.
lion, and whose appointment is not therein otnhel-
wise provided for: Provided, however, that the Le-
gislature shall have a right to prescribe the mode of
appointment to all other offices established by law.

ART. 48. The Governor shall have power to fill
vacancies that may happen during the recess or
the Senate, by granting commissions which shall
expire at the end of the next session, unles other-wise provided for in this Constitution; but ono personwho has been nominated for office, and rejected
by the Senate, shall he appointed to tire same officeduring the recess of the Senate.

ART. 49. He may require irnformation in writingfrom the oieiera rn tire Executive Department, rpon
any subjet relating to the duties of their respectiveioffiea.

ART. 10. He shall, from time to time, give to the rdeonerl Assembly information respecting the sitl- t
ation of the State, and recommennd to their consid- t
eration such measures as lie may deem expedient.

ART. 51. He may on extraordinary occasions eon..
veon the General Assembly at the seat of1 (IovCern-.
ment, or at a different plaee if that should have
become dangerous from ani eemy or fron epidemric
and in case of disagreement between the two holuseas to the timeof adjournment, he may adjourn them
to such timeas he may think proper, not exceed.
ing foar months.

ART. 52. ie shall take oars that the laws he faiith-
fully exsruted.

ART. 23. Every bill which shsll have passed both
houses slall be prrssrted to the Governor; if he r

ART. 54. Every order, resolution or vote, to
which the concurrence of both houses may be neo
eessary, except on a question of adjournment, shall

be presented to the Governor, and before it shall take
effect, he approved by him, or being disapproved,
shall be repassed by two-thirds of tile members ele
ted to each house of the General Assembly.

ART. 55 There shall be a Secretary of State, who
shall hold his office during the time for which the
Governor shall have been elected. The records of
the State shall bhe kept and preserved in the office of
the Secretary; he shall keep a fair register of the
official acts and proceedings of the Governor, and
when necessary shall attest them. He shall, when
required, lay the sald register, and all papers, min-
utes and vouchers relative to his office, before
either house of the General Assembly, and shall
pertorm such other duties as may be enjoined on
him by law.

ART. 56. There shall be a Treasurer of the State
who shall hol d Ihis office during the term of two
years.

ART. 57. The Secretary of State and Treasurer
of State, shall be elected by the qualified electors of
the State. And in case of any vacancies caused by
the death, resignation, or absence of the Treasurer
or Secretaryof State, the Governor shall order an
election to fill said vacancy.

ART. 55. All commissions shall be in the name
and by the authority of the State of Lousiana, and
shall be sealed with the State seal and signed by
the Governor.

ART. 59. The free white men of the Statesbhall
he armed and disciplined for its defence; but those
who belong to religious societies whose tenets
forbid them to carry arms, shall not be compelled
so to do, but shall pay an equivalent for personal ser-
vices.

ART. 60. The Militia of the State shall be or-
ganized in such manner as may be hereafter deem-
ed most expedient by the Legislature.

. TITLE IV.
JUDICrART DEPARTS RNT.

ART. 61. Tile Judiciary power shall be vested in a
Supreme Court, in such inferior courts as the Legis.
lature may, from time to time, order and establish,
and in Justices of the Peace.

ART. 62. The Supreme Court, except in cases
hereinafter Provided, shall have appellate jurisdiction
only; which jurisdiction shall extend to all cases
when the matter in dispute shall exceed three hun-
dred dollars; to all cases in which the oonstitu-
tionality or legality of any tax, toll, or impost what.soever, or of any tine, forfeiture or penalty imposed
by a municipal corporation, shall be in contestation;
and to all criminal cases on questions of law alone,
whenever the offence charged is punishable with
death or imprisonment at hard labor, or when a fine
exceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
The Legislature shall have power to restrict the ju-
risdiction of the Supreme Court in civil cases to
questions of law only.

ART. 63. The Supreme Court shall be composed
of one Chief Justice and four Associate Justices, a
mtnority of whom shall constitute a quorum. The
Chief Justice shall receive a salary of six thousand
dollars, and each of the Associate Judges a salary of
five thousand five hundred dollars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. The Courtshallappoittt
its own Clerks; the Judges shall be elected for the
term of ten years.

ART. 64. The Chief Justice shall be elected by
the qualified electors of the State. The Legislature
shall divide the State into four Districts, and the
qualified electors of each District shall elect one of
the Associate Justices. The State shall be divided
into the following Districts, until the Legislature
shall otherwise direct :

FIRST DISTRICT.
The Parishes of Plaquemines, St. Bernard, that

portion of the Parish of Orleans on the right bank o
the Mississippi river, and that portion of the City oi
NewOrleans which lies below the line extending
from the river Mississippi along the middle of Julit
street, until it strikes the NewOrleans Canal, and
thence down said canal to the Lake.

SECOND DISTRICT.
That portion of the City of NewOrleans which it

situated above the line extending along the middle
of Julia street until it strikes the NewOrleans Canal,
and thence down said Canal to the Lake, and the
Parishes of Jefferson, St. Johln the Baptist, St.
Charles, St. Jame, Ascension, Assumption, La.-fourche Interior, Terrebonne, West Baton Rouge
and Iberville.

TItIRD DISTRICT.
The Parishet s f St. Tammany, Washlington,

Livir.;nston, St. Helena, East Baton Rouge, East
Fe;iciana, WVst Fcliciana, Point Coupee, Avovelles
Te ls, Concordia, Lafayette, Vermillion, St. Mary,
Si. l•[atin and St. Landry.

ART. 65. The office of one of the Associate Jus-

tices shall be vacated at the expiration of the seeond
year, of another at the expiration of the fourth year,
of a third at the expiration of the sixth year, and of
the fourtlh at lthe expiration of the oighth year-•o-
that one of the Judges of the Supreme Coort rshall be
elected every second year.

ART. 66. The Secretary of State, on receiving the
official returns of the first election, shall proceed im-
mediately, in the presence and with the assistance or
two J ustices of the Peace, to determine by lot among
thle tour candidates having the highest number of
votes in their respective Districts, which of the As-
sooiate Justices elect shall serve for the term of two
years, which shall serve for tile term of four years,
which for thie term of six years, and which for the
term of eight years, and tihe (Governor shall issue
commissions accordingly.

ART. 67. Any vacancy that may occur in the Su-
preme Court from resignation or otherwise, shall be
filled by election for the remainder of the unexpired
term; but if such remainder do not exceed one year,
tie vacancy shall be filled by Executive appoint-
ment.

ART. 68. The Supreme Court shall hold its ser-
sions in NewOrleans from the first Monday of the
month of November to the end of the month of June,
inclusive. The Legislature shall have power to fix
the sessions elsewhere during the rest of the year;
untilothercwise provided, the sessions shall be held at
heretofore.
ART. 69. The Supreme Court and each of the

Judges thereof shall have power to issue writs of
haueaseorpmrs, at the instance of all persons in actual
custody under process in all cases in which they may
have appellate jurisdiction.
ART. 70. No judgment shall be rendered by the

Supreme Court without the concurrence ofa majority
of the Judges comprising the court. Whenever a
majority cannot agree, in consequence of the recusa-
tict of ally member or members of the court, the
Judges not recused shall have power to call upon any
Judge or Judges of the inferior courts, whose duty itshall be, when so called upon. to sit in the place of
the Judges recused, and to aid in determiining the
case.case.

ART. 71. All Judges, by virtue of their office,
sha'J be conservators no the peace trg r htout thee State. The style of all process shall be "The State
of Louisiana.'

All prosecutions shall be carried on

ill the name, and by authority of the State of Loui-
siana, and conclude against the peace and dignity
ofths tsame.

ART. 72. The Judges of all courts within this
State shall, as often as it may be possible so to do, ina every definitive judgment, refer to thie particular lawa in virtue of which such judgment may be rendered,
and in all cases adduce the reasons on which their
judgment is founded.

Atnr. 73. The Judges of all courts shall be lia-
ble to impeachment; but for any reasonable cause,
which shall not be sufficient ground for imlpeach.
ment, the Governor shall remove any of them on the
address of thtee.fourths of the members present ofI each houae of the General Assembly. In every
such case, the cause or causes for which such re-
aloval may be required shall be stated at length in
the address, and inserted in the Journal of each
house.

ART. 74. There shall be an Attorney-General for
the State, and as many District Attorneysas may be
hereafter found necessary. They shall hold their
ollices for four years; their duties shall be deter-
mined by law.

A.r. 75. The Judges, both of the Supreme and
inferior Courts, shall, at slated times, receive a
salary, wnhich shall not be diminished during their
continuance in ollice; and tlhey are prohibited from
receiving any fees of office, or other compensation
thal their salaries, for any civil duties performed by
them.

ART. 76. The Legislature shall have power to

if State, State Treasnrer, and of the Judges of the in-

Y ferior rourts, Justices of the Peace excepted, shall
be tried by the Senate; and the Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court,or the senior J udge thereof, shall pre-
side during the trial of such impeacl ment. Im-
peachments of the Judges of the Supreme Court,
Sshall be tried by the Senate. When sitting as o
Y Court of Impeachment, the Senators shall be upon
oath or affirmation, and no person shall be convicted
without the concurrence of two-thirds of the Senas
tors present.

ART. 87. Judgments in cases of impeachment
shall extend only to removal from office, and dis-
qualification from holding any office of honor, trust
or profit under this State, but the convicted parties
shall, nevertheless, be subject to indictment, trial
and punishment according to law.

ART. 88. All officers against whom articles tf im-
peachment may be preferred, shall be suspended
from the exercise of their functions during the pen-
dency of such impeachment. The appointing power
may make a provisional appointment to replaceany
suspended officer until the decision of the impeach-
ment.

ART. 89. The Legislature shall provide by law for
the trial, punishment and renoval from office of all
other officers of the State, by indictment or other-
wise.

TITLE VI.
GENERAL PROVISIONS.I ART. 90. Members of the General Assembly, and

all officers, before they enter upon the duties of their
offices shall take the fellowing oath or affirmation.

" I (A. B.) do solemnly swear (or affirm,) that I
will support the Constitution of the United States
and of this State, and that I will faithfully and im-
partially discharge and perform all theduties incum.
bent on me as -, according to the best of my abil-
ities and understanding, agreeably to the ConstitutionI and laws of the United States and of this State,
and I do further solemnly swear lorfirm) that
since the adoption of the present Constitution, I, be-
ing a citizen of this State, have not fought a duel with
deadly weapons within this State, nor out of it, with
a citizen of this State, nor have I sent or accepted at challenge to fight a duel with deadly weapons with
a citizen of this State, nor have I acted as second
in carrying a challenge, or aided, advised or assisted
any person thus offending, so help me God."

AnT. 91. Treason against the State shall consist
only in levying war against it, or in adhering to its
enemies, giving them aid and comfort. No person
shall be convicted of treason, unless on the testimo-
ny of two witnesses to the same overt act, or his own
confessiot in open court.

ART. 92. Every person shall be disqualified from
holding any office of trust or profit in this State, who
shall have been convicted of having given or offered
a bribe to procure his election or appointment.

ARn. 93. Laws shall be tmade to exclude from of-
fice, and from right of suffrage, those who shall here-
after be convicted of bribery, perjury, forgery, or
other high crimes or misdemeanors. The privilege
of free sutffrage shall be supported by laws regulating
elections, and prohibiting under adequate penalties
all undue influence thereon, from power, bribery,
tumult or other improper practise.

ART. 94. No money shall be drawn from the Trea-
sury but in pursuance of specific appropriation made
by law, nor shall any appropriation of money be
made for a longer term than two years. A regular
statement and accounts of the receipts and expendi-
tures of the public money shall be published annual-
ly, in such mannert a shall be prssrcbed by law.

revised or section amended, shall be re-enasted and
publishred at length.

ART. 117. The Legislature shall never adopt anysystem or code of aowe by general reference to srelsystem or code of laws, but in all cases shall specify
the severol provisions of the laws it may enact.

ART. 118. Corporations with banking or discount-ing privileges may be either created by special acts,or formed under general laws ; but the Legislature
shall in both cases provide for the registry of all bills
or notes issued or put in circlation as money, andshall require ample security for the redemption of
the same in specie.

ART. 119. The Legislature shall have no power to
paus any law sanctioning in any manner, directly orindirectly, the suspension of specie payments, by
any perosn, association or corporation issuing bank
notes of any description.

ART. 12. In cIase o insolvency of any bank or
banking association, the bill bolders thereof shall beentitled to preference in payment, over all other
creditors of such bank or association.

ART. 121. The Legislature shall have power topass such laws as it may deem expedient for the
elief or revival of the Citizens' Bank of Louisimana,

end 120 of this Constitution.
ART. 122. No person lshall hold or exercise, at the

ond, or knowingly aid and assist in any manner
those tlhus offending, shall be deprived of holding
ony office of trust or profit, and of enjoying the right
of suffrage uder this Conrstitution ; and t, office of
ony State officer, nmember of the Guneral Assembly,
or of any other person holditlg office of profit or trust
under this Constitution and the laws made in pur-
tuance thereof, shall be ipso focto vacated by ithe
fact of any such person committing the offence men.
tioned in this article; and the Legislatnre shall pro-
vide by law for the ascertaining and declaration of
ouch forfeiture.

AnT. 127. The Legislature shall have power to
extend this Constitution and the jurisdiction of this
State over any territory acquired by compact with
any State, or with the United States, the same being
done by the consent of the United States.
ART. 128. None of the lands grantled by Congress

to the State of Louisiana for aiding t in constructing
the necessary levees and draitt, to reclaim th
nwamps and overflowed lauds iu this State, shall be
dtverted from the purposes for which they were
geranted.

ART. 129. The Constitution and laws of this State
ehall be promulgated in the English and French
languages.

TITLE VIE
INTERNAL ItMPROVEENT'8.

ART. 130. There shall be a Board of Public
Works, to conist of four Co(mmissioners. The Stateshall be divilded by tile Legiolature into four Di-s.
trict, containing as nearly as may be an equal num-ber of voters, and one Commissioner shall be elected
in each District, by the legal voters thereof, for
the term of four years; but, of the first elected, two,to be designated by lot, shall remain in office for
two years only.

ART 131. The General Assembly, at its first ses-
sion alter the adoption of this Constitution, shall
provide for the election and compensation of thed Commissioners and the organization of the Board.
The Commissioners first elected shal assemble on a
day to be appointed by law, and decide by lot the
order in which their terms of service shall expire.ART. 132. The Coemm issioners shall exercise a
diligent and faithful supervision over all public
mworkc, in which the State may be interested, except
those made by joint stoek companies. They shall
communicate to thle General Assembly, from time to
time, their views concerning the same, and recom-
mend such measures as they may deem necessary,in order to employ to the best advantage and for the
purposes for wlhlch they were granted, the swamps
and overflowed lands conveyed by thle IUnited States
to this State. They shall appoint all oficers en-
gaged on the public works, and shall perform such tother duties as may be prescribed by law.

ART. 133. The Commissioners may be removed
by the concurrent vote of a mijority of all the mem- (
bers elected to each liouso of the General Assem-
bly; but the cause of the removal shall be entered
on lte journal ofeach House.

ART. 134. The General Assembly shall have
power by a vote of three-fifths of the members
elected to each house, to abolish said Board, when-
ever in their opinion a Board of Public Works shall
no longer be necessary.

TITLE VIII.
PUBLIC EDLCATION.

ART. 135. There shall be elected a Superintendent
of Public Education, who shall hold his ofilce for the
term of two years. His duties shall be prescribed
by law, and he shall receive such compeosation as 6
tile Legislature may direct; provided that the Gen.
eral Assembly shall have power by a vote of the
majority of the members elected to both houses, to
abolish the said office of Superintendent of Public
Education, whenever in their opinion said office shall
be no longer necessary.

ART. 130. The General Assembly shall establish
free Public oSchools throughout the State, and shall
provide for their support by general taxation on pro-perty or otherwise: and all moneys so raised or pr.
vided, shall be distributed to eaclh Parish in propor- .
tion to the number of free white cildren between
such ages as shall be fixed by the General Assembly.
ART. 137. Tice proceeds of all lands heretofore

granted by the United States to this State for the
use or support ofschools, and of all lands which may
hereafter be granted or bequeathed to the State, and Knot expressly granted or bequeathed for any other
purpose, which hereafter may be disposed of by the
State, and the proceeds of the estates of deceased
persons to which the State may become entitled by
law, shall be held by tle State as a loan, ocd shall
be and remain a perpetual fund, on which the State
shall pay an annual interest of six per ce

nt.; which
interest, together with the interest on tle trustfunds
deposited with thlis State by the United States, on.
der the act of Congress approved June 23, 1836, and -
all the rents of the unsold lands ehall be appropri.
ated to the support of su ch schools, ad this appro.
priation shall remain inviolable.

An r. 138. All moneys arising from the sales which
have been, or may hereafter be made, of any lands
heretoflore graoted by the United States to this
State, for se use of a Seminary of Learning, aed
from any kind of do-ation that may hereafter be
made for that purpose shall e and remain a perpe-
teual fund, the interest of which at six per cent. per
annum, shall be appropriated to the support of a
Seminary of Learning, for the promotion of litrature
and the arts and sciences, and no law shall ever be
made diverting aid fund to anecy other use than to the ordestablishment andcdmproveteont of said Seminary of i
Learning. a

ART. 139. The University of Louisiatte, in New C
Orleans, as nowe established, shall be maintained.

ART. 1-10. The Legislature lshall have power to
pass such laws as may be necessary for tbe further
regulation of ie lioiversity, and for the promotion
of literature and science, but shall be tinder no obli
gation to contribute to the support of said Univer-aity by appropriations.

TITLE IX.
MODE OF REVISING STHE CONSTITtTIION.

ART. 141. Any amendment or amendements tothis
Constitution may be proposed in the Senate or House
of Representatives, and it the same shall be agreed
to by two-thirds of the memrbers elected to each
house, such proposed amendment or amendments
shall be entered on their journals, with tie yeas and
nays taken thereon, and the Secrtary of State shull
caus te te same to be publisahe three months before
the next general eletiaon for Representatives to the
State Legislature in at least one newspaper, in
French and Enghhh, in every Parish in the State in
which a newspaper shall be published; and such
proposed amendment or amendments shall be sub-
mitted to the people at said election; and if a major-
ity of the voters at said election shall approve and
ratify such amendment or amendments, the same
shall become a part of the Constitution. If more
than one amendment be submitted at a time, they
shall be submitted in such manner and form that the
people may yote for or against each amendment
aepanrtely.

TITLE X.
SCIIH DULE.

ART. 142. The Constitutlon adopted in eighteen
hundred and fortyfive is declared to be superceded
by this Constitutioo, and in order Io carry the sameinto etffeot, it is hereby declared mnd ordained as fol-
lows:

ART. 1.13. All rights, actions, prosecutions, claits
and contracts, as well as of individuals as o bodies
corporate, and all laws in force at the time of the
adoption of this Constitution, and net inconsistent
therewith, shall continue as if the same had not been
adopted.

ART. 114. In order that ncinconvenience may re-
sult to the publio service from tir taking effect of
this Constitution, no otlice shall be superceded there-
by, but the laws of the State relative to the duties
of the several officers, Executive, J udicial and Ml ili-tary, shall remain ia full force, tlahough the same br
coatrary to tlhis Constitution, ana tae several doties
shall be performed by the respective officers of the
State, according to the existing laws, until the or.
ganization of the Government under this Constitu-
tion, and the entering into oflice of the new ofticers,tobe appointed under said Government, and nolonger.

ART. 145. Appointments to office by the Exeru
live under this Constitution, shall be made by theGovernor to be elected eunder its autlhrtty.

ART. 146. The Legislature shall provide for the
removal of all causes now pending in the Supreme
Court or other Courts of the State under the Constio
tution of 1845, to Courts created by or under this
Constitution.

ART. 1417. The titme of service of all officersclosen by tiae people at thle lirst elecadtioo nder this
Constitution, lshall termainate as though tire election
haul been hIolden on thle first b'Ionday of Novembetr,
18I01, and they had enatered on tlhe discharlge of
their duties at tletie tie desigated therein. Th'le
first class Senators, designated in article 17, shall
hold their seats until the day of Ihe closing of the
general elections in November, 1853, and the second
claos until tile day of tile closing of the general elec-tiols in November, 1855.

ART. 148. The first election for Judges of the Su-
preme Court shall be held on the first Monday of
April next, (1853,) and they shall enter into office onthe first Monday of May, 1853.

ART. 149. The first term of serveice of thle DistrictAttorneys and the Clerks of the itnferior courts to he
ordered and established uder this Coanstitution, shallbe regulated•by tble term of service of tlhe first Gov-ernor; so tlhat a new election for these officers shall
be held on the first Monday of Novembetr, 1 S55.

TITLE XI.
OR DINANCE.

ART. 1t50. Immediately alter the adjournment al
the Corvention, the Govarnor shall issue hir Pro.clamation, directing the several offlicers of tlis State,
autlorized by law tao hold electiots for tmeabeas of
the General Assembly, to open and hold a poll i
every Parish of the State, at the places designated
by law, upon tihe first Tuesday of November next,for the purpose of taking tre sense orf the uood pey-
pie of thie State in regard to the adopion or ree-
tion of this Constitution; and it shall be the duty of
said officers to receive the votes of all persons
entitled to vote under the old Constitution and under
this Constitution. Each voter shall express his opin-
ion by depositing in a separate box, kept otr that
purpose, a ticket, whereon shall be written "tie
Constitution accepted,' or " the Cfonstitutiao rejec-
ted," or some such words as will distlctly convey
the intention of the voter. At the conclusion of
said election, which shall be conducted in every res-
pect as the general State election is now conlduted,
the conmassioners designated to pileide over thesame shall carefully exa'inoe and routt each hallotao deposaited, and shall fortlhwitih make de E returns
thereof to the Secretary of State, in conformity to
the provisions of the existing law upon the subject
of electnlaso.

ART. 151. Upon the receipt of the said returns, or
on the 5th Monday in November, if the returns he
not sooner received, it shall be the duty of theGov.
ernor, the Secretary of State, the Attorney General,
and the State Treasurer, in the presence of all such
persons as may choose to attend, to compare the
votes given at the said poll,for the ratification atnd re-
jection of this Constitutoan, and if it shall appear from
said return that a majority of all the votes given is
for ratifying the Constitution, thet t .shall be the
duty of thle Governor to maite proclamation of thatfoct, and thenceforth tlhis Constitutiot shall be or-
dained and established as the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana. But whether this Constitution
be accepted or rejected, it shall be the duty of tle
Governor to cause to be publisher. in the ofticial pa
per of the Convention the result of the polls, showing
the number of votes cast in each Parish for and
against the said Constitution.
