AenT. 17. At the first session of the General A•.
sembly after this Constitution taltes elfect, the Sena
tors shall hbe eually divided by lot into two eiatesr.
The seats of the Senators of the first class thall be
vacated at the expiration of the second year; of tlhe
second class, at the expiration of the fourth year ; so
that one-half shall be chosen every two years, and a
rotation thereby kept up perpetually. In case any
Distriect shall have elected two or more Senators,
said Senators shall vacate their seats respectively at
the aend of two and four years, and lots shall be drawn
between them.

ALT. 18. The first election for Senators shall •he
general throughout the State, and at the same time
thatthe genaeral election for Representatives in lpd ;
and thereafter there shall be bionnial elections to till
the place of those whose time of service may have
expired.

Ai•T. 19. Not less than a majority of the members
of eaeh honuse of the General Assembly shall foret, a
quorum to do business, but armaller amrther rrlrre
adjourn from day to day, and shall be arthorirzio, lby
law to compel the attendance of absent members.

AIT. 20. Each house of the Generral Asruemtlly
shalljudge of tire qualticration, election and retrrtr
of its members; but a c•,ternted election thall te
determined in such man.ner as shall be directed by
law.

AaT. 21. Each house of the Genleral A-serob'y
may deteramioe the ruleb of its pro .erdl,•s, pihll t:
member for disorderly behavior, atnd with the co.
curreone of two-thirds, expel a member, but not a
seeond time for the aame aoffnce.

AIsT.2 Each horse of the General Assembly
shall keep and pubhislh a weelly journal of its pro.
ceedesigs; and the yeas and nays of the members

n any question shall, at tie desire of any two of
them, be entered on the journal.

Aar 23 Each house may punish by imprisonment
any-person not a member, for disrespecial and
dJsolderJybehavior in its presence, or for obstruct-
ingany ofits proceedings. Such imprisonment shall
,,*, ..•aitt deaya for any one olfence.

` 24. Neither house, during the session of the
General Assembly, shall, withotu the consent of
the other, a4gourn for more thll three days, nor to
any other place than that in which they may he sit-
ting.

An. 25. The members of the General Assem-
gly shall receive from the public treasury a compen-

sation for their services, which shall be four dollars
per day during their attendance, going to and return-
ing from the session of their respective houses.
The compensation may be increased or diminished

by law; but no alteration shall take effect during
he period of service of the members of the Hou e of
Representatives by whom such alteration shall have
been made. No session shall extend to a period be-
yond sixty days, to date from its commencement,
and any legislative action had after the expiration
of the said sixty days, shall be null and void. This
provision shall not apply to the first Legislatnre
which is io convene after the adoption of this Con-

ART. :Yf. The members of the General Assembly
shall, in all cases except treason, felony,breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest during their at-
tendance at the sessions of their respective houses,
and goig to or returning from thie same, and for
any speech or debate in either house, they shall not
be questioned in any other place.

ART. q 7. No Senator or Representative shall, duro
ing the term for which he was elected, nor for one
year thereafter, be appointed or elected to any civil
office of profit nnder this State, onhh sloall have
been created, or the emolumects of ciwhich shall
have been increased during the time such Senator
or Representative was il office, except to such ot.R-
cs or appointments as may be filled by the elee-
tions of the people.

ART. 28. No person who at any time may have
been a collector of taxes, whether State, Parish or
Municipal, or who may have been otherwise entrusted
witlh public money, shall be eligible to the General
Assembly, or to any office of profit or trust under
the State Government, until he shall have obtained
a discharge for the amount of such collections, and
for all public moneys with wohich he may have
been entrusted.

ART. 29. No bill shall have tire force of a law until
on three several days it be read over in each house
of the General Assembly, and free discussion allowed
thereon, unless in case of urgency four-fifths of the
house, where the bill shall be pending, may deem it
expedient to dispense with this rule.

ART. 30. All bills for raising revenue shall orig.
inate in the HI-ouse of Representatives, but the Senate
may propose amendments as in other bills; provided
they shall not introduce any new matter under color
of an amendment, which does not relate to raising
rave ac.

ART. 31. The General Assembly shall regulate
by law. by whom, and in what manner writs of
election shall be issued to fill the vacancies which
may happen in either branch thereof.

ART. 32. The Senate shall vote on the confirma-
tion or rejection of officers to be appointed by the
Governor, with the advice and consent of tile
Senate, by yeas and nays, and the names of the Sen-
ator.. voting for and against the appointments re-
spectively, shall be entered on a journal to be kept
for tl.at purpose, and moade public at the end of each
,ession, or before.

ARy. 33. Returns of all elections for members of
the General Assembly shall be made to the Secretary
of State.

ART. 3-h. In the year in which a regular election for
a Senator of the United States is to take place, tile
members of the eneral Assembr.ly shall meet in
the Hll e Ho of the Houseof Representativec, on the
Monday following the meeting of tihe Legislature,
and proceed to the said election.

TITLE Iii.
T CXUTIVE DFPA'RMeT.

ART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of tie
State shall be vorted in a Chief llagistrate, who
shall be styled the Governor of the State of Louisiana.
He shall hold his office during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, be elected as lollows:
The qualifiod electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Governor, at
the time and place of voting for Representatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by the proper returning otiicer to the
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, on the
second day of the session of the General Assent.
hly, then next to be holden. The members of the
General Assembly shall meet in the House of Re-
presentatives, to examine and count the votes.
The person having the grcatrest uootber of votes lor
Governor, shall be declared duly elected; but if two
or more persons shall be equal and highest in thl
cumber of votes polled for Governor, one of tboo
shalll immediately be chosen Governro by joint i io
of the members of the General Assembly. The
person having the greatest number of votes fiot
Lieutenant Governor, shall be Lieutenant Govacrs,. ;
ut if'two or more persons shall be equal and highest
in the number of votes polled for Lie teunlat Gov
crnor, one of them shall be imrmediately clhhots
Lieotelnanl Governor by joint vote of the members ol
the General Assembly.

AaT. 36. No person shall be eligible to the office
of Governoror Lieutenant Governor, who shall not
have attained the age of twenty-eight years and been
a citizen and a resident within the State for the
space of four years next preceding his election.
ART. 37. TheGovernor shall enter on the discharge

of his duties on the fourth .lolnday of Jannary
next ensuing his election, and o hall contidne t
office until the Moslnday next escceeldin the doy
that his successor shall be declared duly <!eCtedl
and shall have taken the oath or aflirmltion rsqucired
by this Constitution.

ART. 38. The Governor shall be ineligiloe for the
succeeding four years after the expiration of the
time for which he shall have been elected.

ART. 39. No member of Congress or person hold-
ing anyoffice under the United States shall be eligible
to the office of Governor or Lieutenant Governor.
ART. 40. In case of the impeachment of the Gov-

ernor, his removal from office, death, refusal or in-
ability to qualify, resignation or absence from the
State, the powers and duties of tfhe office shall de-
volve upon the Lieutenant Governor for the resi-
doe of the term, or until the Governor, absent or
impeached, shall return or be raquitted. Tho Legis-
lature may provide by law fur the case of removal,
impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or rcfa-sal to qualify, of both tim Governor stad Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what oflicer shall act as Cov-
rnor; and such otfficer shall at accordingly, until
the disability be removed, or for the residue of tile
term.

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other ofli-ter discharging the duties of Covernor, shall, during

isi administration, receive the same compensation
to which the Governor would have been entitled,

tad he continued in oilice.

ART. 42. The Lieutenant Governor shall, by vir-tue of his office, be President of the Senate, but
shall have only a casting vote therein. Whenever
he shall adalinister the Government, or shall be un-
hble to attend as President of the Senate, the
Senators shall elect one of their own members as
President of the Senate for the time beinge.

ART. 43. While fhe acts as Presidentof thle .enate,the Lieutenant Governor shall recelive for his sor-

vices the sale com:pensaiono wich shall for tile
same period be allowed to the Speaker of the

House of Representatives, and non more.

ART. 44,. Tite (iovernor shall have power to grantreprieves for all offences againost the State, and,
except in cases of impearchnlent, shall, with tile con-
sent of tile Senate, have power to grant pardons and

remit lilies aodl forleitures, after conviction. In
cases of treason he tay grant reprieves, until the

end of thie next sesiaol of the General Assembly, ln
which the power of pardoning shall be vested.
ART. 43I. Thie Governor shall at stated tiomes re-

ceive for his services a compensation, which shall
neither be increased nor diminished during the
term for which fhe shall have been elected.

ART. 4lo. ioe shall be Commnder-in-Chie of of the
Army and Navy of this State, and of the Mlilitia
thereof, except when they shall be called into the
service of the United States.
ART. 17. lie sall nonlate nlld, by anld with tl

advice and cotsent etthe enate, appoint al! "ii
cers whose otlices are esta.blishICed by this Cou:nttt-
tion, and wvlovse appointmlent o not therein other

-

wise provihhd for Provided, however, that the Le-
gislature hl,all have a oright ou prescribe the mode of
appointment to all other offices establiched by law.
ART. S. Thile Ciovernor shall have povwer to till

vacancies that may happen dulmg the recess or
tie Senate, by granting cournnisiiotno wlich shall
expire alt te encd It oire next rsessioatl, unlcotlher-
wise provided for in thio Constitttion; but ao person
who has been nominated for oelice, and rejected
by thi Setoate, ehall be tfppointed to the satoe office
during the reets of tne Seoate.

Ac'. 49•. lie may requite informationc wrol totg
frolm the oiioleros I0 the loo:'ootte leopatrunto t, uoin,
an)y subject relating to tile duties of their respective
offices.

ART. 5.1. Every order, resolution or vote, to
which the concurrence of both houses may be ne-
cessary, except on a question of adjournment, shall
be presented to the Governor, and before itsball take
effect, be approved by him, or being disapproved,
shall be repassed by two-thirds of the members elee
ted to each house of the General Assembly.

ART. 55i There shall be a Secretary of State, who
shall hold his office during the time for which the
Governor shall have been elected. The racords of
the State shall be kept and preserved in the office of
the Secretary; he shall keep a fair register of tihe
official acts and proceedings of the Governor, and
when necessary shaliattest them. He sllall, when
required, lay the said register, and all papers, min-
utes and vouchers relative to his office, before
either house of the General Assembly, and shall
perform such other duties as may be enjoined on
him by law.

ART. 56, There shall be a Treasurer of the State
who shall hold his office during the term of two
years.

ART. 57. The Secretary of State and Treasurer
of State, shall be elected by tile qualified electors of
the State. And in case of any vacancies caused by
tile death, resignation, or absence of the Treasurer
or Secretary of State, the Governor shall order an
election to fill said vacancy.

ART. 5b. All commissions shall be in the name
and by the authority of the State of Lousiana, and
shall be sealed with the State seal and signed by
the Governor.

ART. 59. The free white men of the Stateshall
be armed and disciplined for its defence; but those
who belong to religious societies whose tenets

forbid them to carry arms, shall not be compelled
so to do, but sl.all pay an equivalent for personal ser-
vices.

ART. 60. The Militia of the State shall be or-
ganized in such manner as may be hereafter deem-
ed most expedient by the Legislature.

TITLE IV.
t UI)TCIARY DEPARTM1ENT.

ART. 61. The Judiciary power shall be vested in a
Supreme Conrt, in such inferior courts as the Legis-
lature may, from time to time, order and establish,
and in Justices of the Peace.

ART. 62. The Supreme Court, except in cases
hereinafter trovided, shall have appellate jurisdiction
only: whlich jurisdiction shall extend to all cases
when the matter in dispute shall exceed three hitn-
dred dollars; to all cases in which the constitt-
tionality or legality of any tax, toll, or impost hchat-
soever, or of any tine, forfeiture or penalty impased
by a municipal corporation, shail be in contestation ;
and to all crininal cases on questions of :.w alone,
whenever thie offence charged is puninhable with
death or imprisonment at hard labor, or when a fine
exceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
Thie Legislature shall have power to restrict the ju-
risdiction of tile Supreme Court inl civil cases to
questions of law only.

ART. 63. The Supreme Court shall be composed
of one Chief Justice and four Associate Justices, a
mnajrity of whom shall constitute a quorum. The
Chief Justice shall receive a salary of six thousand
dollars, and each of the Associate ludges a salary of
five thousand five hundred dollars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. The Courttshallappoint
its own Clerks ; the Judges shall be elected for the
term of ten years.

ART. 6.1. The Chief Justice shall be elected by
the qualified electors of the State. The Legislature
shall divide the State into four Districts, and the
qualified electors of each District shall elect one of
the Associate Justices. The State shall he divided
into the following Districts, until the Legislature
sllall otherwise direct:

FIRST DISTIIICT.

Tie Parishes of Plaqtuetaines, St. Bernard, that
portion of the Parish of Orleans on the right banck of
the hMississippi river, and that portion of the City of
NewOrleans which lies below the line extending
from the river Mississippi along tile middle of Julia
street, until it strikes the NewOrleans Canal, and
thence down said canal to the Lake.

SECOND DIST1RCT.
That portion of the City of N•wOrleans which is

situatced above the lice extending along tile middle
of l'Juliastreet until it strikes the NewnOrleatns Canal,
tad thence down said Canal to the Like, and tihe
P.trishes of Jeflerason, St John the Baptist, St.
Charles, St. James, Asceusio,, Assumption, La-
Iourche Interior, Terrebolne, West Baton Rouge
and Ibervlle.

TtIIRo DIKTRICT.

Livi.gston, St Hlelena. Easnt Bliton Ro•tg, Etst

ART. 65. The oiffice of one of the Associate Jus-
tices shall be vacated at the expiration of the second
year, of another at the expiration of the fourth year,
of a third at the expiration of the sixth year, and of
tihe fourth at tie expiration of lie eighth year-so
that one of Ihe Judges of the Supreme Court~shall be
elected every second year.

ART. 66. The Secretary of State, on receiving the
official retulrns of tie first election, shall proceed ic-t
cmediately, in the presence and with the assistance or
two Justices of the Peace, to determine by'lot among
the tour candidates having the highest number of
votes In their respective Districts, wihich of the As-
sociate 3ustices elect shall serve for the term of two
years, which shall serve for the term of four years,
which for the term of six years, and which for the
term of eight years, and the Governor shall issue
,ommisaions accordingly.

ART. 67. Any vacancy that may occur in the Su.
premle Coeurt from resignation or otherwise, shall be
filled by election for the remainder of the unexpired
tenro ; but if such remainder do not exceed one year,
the vacancy shall le filled by Executive appoint-

ARc. 68. The Supreme Court shall hold its ses-
sion ill NewOrleans frhaom the first Monday of the
month of November to tilhe end of tle month of J ne,
inclusive. The Legislature shall have power to fix
the sessions elsewhere during the rest of tile year:
until othernise provided, the sessions shali be held as
heretofore.

Anr. 69. The Snupreme Court and each of the
Judgcs lhereof shall have power to issue writs of
tabeasentI)Ics

ART. 710. No judgment shall be rendered by the
cuprem e Court without tilhe cocurrence nfa majority

of thll.l1ndges comprising the court. Whenever a
imtjrity ca.nnot agree, hit conseqllence of tile reensa-
till o y interyber or members of tie court, the
Snljdge, not recused shall have power to call upo any

J udge or J ndges of the inferior courts, whose duty it

ART. 85. The power of impeachment shall be ves-
ted in the HIouse of Representatives.

Impeachment of the Governor, Lieu-
tenant Governor, Attorney General, Secretary of
State, State Treasnnrer, and of the Judges of the in-
ferior courts, Justices of the Peace excepted, shall
be tried by the Senate; and thie Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court,or the asenior Judge thereof, shall pre-
side during the trial of such impeacl ment. Im-
peachments of the Judges of the Supreme Court,
shall be tried by the Senate. When sitting as a
Court of Impeachment, the Senators shall be upon
oath or affirmation, and no person shall be convicted
without the concurrence of two-thirds of the Sena-
tors present.
ART. 57. Judgments in cases of impeachment

shall extend only to removal from office, and dis-
qualification from holding any office of honor, trust
or profit under this State, but the convicted parties
shall, nevertheless, be subject to indictment, trial
and punishment according to law.
ART. 3S. All officers against whom articles r( im-

peanchment may be preferred, shall be suspended
from the exercise of their functions during the pen-
dency of such impeachment. The appointing power
may make a provisional appointment to replace any
suspended ofticer tntil the decision of the impeach-

ART. Si. The Legislature shall provide by law for
the trial, punishment and removal from office of all
otiher officers of the State, by indictment or ether-

TITLE VI.
GENERAL PROVISIONS.

ART. 90. Mlembere of the Genertl Assembly, and
all officers, before they enter upon tile duties of their
offices shall take the following oath or allirmatioo.
" I (A. B.) do solemnly swea' (or affirm,) that I

will support thie Constitution of tile United States
and of this State, and that I will faithfully and im-
partially discharge and perform all theduties incum-
bent on Ineas -, according to the best of my abil-
ities arnd understanding, agreeably to the Constitution
and laws of the United States and of this State,
and I do further solemnly swear (or affirm) that
since the adoption of the present Constitution, 1, be-
ing a citizen of this State, have not fought a duel with
deadly weapons within this State, nor out of it, with
a citizen of this State, nor have 1 sent or accepted a
challenge to fight a duel with deadly weapons with
a citizen of this State, nor have I acted as second
in carrying a challenge, or aided, advised or assisted
any person thus offending, so help me God."
AxT. 91. Treason against the State shall consist

only in levying war against it, or in adhering to its
enemies, giving them aid and comfort. No person
shall be oonvicted of treason, unless on the testimo-
ny of two witnesses to the same overt act, or his own
confession in open court.

ART. 92. Every person shall be disqualitied from
holding any olfice of trust or profit in this State, wvho
shall have been convicted of thaving given or ollered
a bribe to procure his election or appointment.
ART. 93. Laws shall he made to exclude from of-

fice, and from right of sutfrage, those who shall here-
after be convicted of bribery, perjury, forgery, or
other high crimes or misdemeanors. The privilege
of free sulfrage shall be supported by laws regulating
elections, and prohibiting under adequate penalties
all undue influence thereon, froml power, bribery,
tumult or other improper practise.
ART. 94. No money shall be drawn from the Trea-

sury but in pursuance of specific approprtatt n natle
by law, nor shall any appropriation of money be
made for a longer term than two years. A reelar
statement and accounts of the receipts and expelndi-
tures of the pubhc money shall be published aennual-
ly, in such manner as shall be precribed by law.

ART. 95. It shall be the duty oa the General As-
rselbly to pass such laws as may be proper and
necessary to decide diffi-uities by arbitration.

ART. 96. Allivil oficers for the State at large
shall reside within the State, and all District er Par-
ish officers within their Districts or Parishes, and
shall keep their offices at such places therein as may
be hequired by law.
AnT 97. All civil officers, except the Governor

and Judges of the Supreme and itlerior courts shall
be removable by an address of a mnjority of the mem-
bers of both houses, except those the removal of
whom has been otherwise provided for by this Con-

ART. 9S. In all elertion by the people the vote
cshall be by bh.llbt and in all elections by the Sen;:te
and l-Ion.i, of Representatives. joiltly or separatel'y,
tihe vote shall be given t'ira roc,.

ART. 99 No member of Congress nor person
holding or exercising any office of trust or prolit un-
der the Tnited States, or either of them, or under
any foreign power, shall be eligible as a member of
the General Asseambly, or hold or exercise any office
of trust or profit under the State.

Akr. I1O. The laws, public records and the judi-
cial anti legislative written proceedings of the State
shall be promulgated, preserved and conducted in
the language in which the Constitution of the United
States is written.

ART. 101. The Secretary of the Senate and Clerk
of the House of Representatives shall be conversant
with the French and English languages; and memn
bers may address either house in the French or Eng.
lish language.

ART. 102. No power of suspending thie laws of
this State shall be exercised, unless by the Iregisla
ture or by its authority.

ART. 103. Prosecutions shall be by indictoment or
information. The accused shall have a speedy pub-
lic trial by an impartial jury of the vicinage; he
shall not be compelled to give evidence against him-
self; he shall have the right of being heard by him-
self or counsel; hle shall have the right of meeting
the witnesses face to face, and shall have compulsory
process for obtaining witnesses in his favor.

ART. 104. All prisoners shall be bailable by suffii
cient sureties, unless for capital offences, where the
proof is evident, or presumption great, or unless
after conviction, for ally offence or crimle punishable
with death or imprisonment at hard labor. The
privilege of the writ of habenas corpos shall not be
suspended, unless when in case of rebellion or inva-
sion the public safety may require it.

AcT. 105. No ex post jirct law, nor any law im-
pairing tile obligation of contracts, shall be passed;
nor vested rights hbe divested, unless for purposes of
public utility, and for adequate compensation pre-
viously made.

AnT. 106. The press shall be free. iEvery cit;zen
may freely speak, write, and publish his sentiments
on all subjects, being responsible for an abuse of this
liberty.

ART. 107. The Seat of Government shall be and
remain at Baton Reouge, and shall not be removed
without tilh consent of three-fourths of both houses
of the General Assembly.

ART. 10S. The State shall not subscribe for the
stock of, nor make a loan to, nor pledge its faith for
the benefit of ally corporation or joint stock com-
pany, created or established for banking purposee,
nor for other purposcs than those described in tile
following article

A•eT. 100. The Legislature shall lave power to

grant aid to compcanies or assocatlllons of individua
formed for the exclusive purpose of meaking wcorls of
ilternal improvement, wholly or partially withllln the
State, to the extent only of one-fifth of tihe capital of
such cimnpanies, by subscription of stochk, o loan of
money or public bonds; but any aid thus granted
shall be paid to the company only ill the same pro-
portion as the remainder of the capital shall be actu-
ally paid in by tile stockholders of tie company ; and
in case of loan such adequate security shall be re-
quired as to the Legislature may seem proper. No
corporation or individual association receiving the
iold of the State as herein provided, shall possess

Provided that the Banki is
subjected to the restrictions contained in articles 119
and 120 of this Constitution.
