The permit and fee areto be re-
newed eemiannually. le who flls to notify the authozi-
tiers, or negleets to preoure the permit and honr tau, yet
wears a beard in definee of the ukase, makes hisnelf
liable to a heavy fine and to a severei edily nc staee•etl
the kioeu. Thi ista rather severe and tyreMnieal law, es-
pecially to the poor Jews. who r~dse in this cuntry in
great numboer, outnumbering. in some ptaces, the Oris-
tian and Gentlle population. Their religious tenets, (the
law of Moses.) you know. do not allow them to shave the
beardor coutthe hair off theheadandmayofthem are
too poorto pay for the permit.
