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CONSTITUTION

OF TNE STATE OF LOTISIANA.
Adopted iA Cotoention July 31, 1852.

PREAMBLE.
We, the people of the State of Louisiana, do or.

~ia cand establish this Constitution :
TITLE I.

DISTRIUTION OF POWERS.
ART. 1. The powers of the government of the St te

d''LOsislana shall be divided into tilree distnrt dc-
paktmenes, and eaeh of them be confided to a separ-
ate body of magiatrscy, to-wit: those which ale
Leilshtive to.ooe, those which are Eoxecu;ive to nn-
other, and those which are Judicial to another.

ART.', 1No one ea these Departments, nor an\
paietti bPlliag office in one of them, shall exercise
pweoinpppelyh belonging to either of the others, ex
epr l Wi the instances hereinafter expressly directed

hreiitted.
TITLE II.

LEGISATIVE DEPARTMENT.
A6r.S. The Legislative power of the State shall

be vested in two distinct branches, the one to br
styled the 

" 
House of Representatives,' the other

the Senate, and both the "General Assembly" of the
State of Louisiana.

ART. 4. The members of the House of Represen-
tatives shall contince in service for tihe term ol

two years from the day of the closing of the general
elections.

AarT5. Representatives shall be chosen on the
first Monday in November every two years; and the
election shall be completed in one day. The Gene-
ral Assembly ,htll meet annually, on the third
Monday in Jaruay, unless a different day be ap-
pointed by law, and their sessions shall be held at

the seatof government.
ART. 6. Eveoy duly qualified elector,'under this

Constitution, sl all be eligible to a seat in the Cien-
eral Assembly, provided that no person shall be a
Representative or Senator unless he be, at the timtte
of his election, a duly qualified voter of the Ilepre-
sentative or Sentatarial District from which he is elect-
ed.

ART. 7. Elections for members of the General As-
sembly shall be held at the several election pre-
nincta established by law. The Legislature may
delegate the power of establishing election precincts
to the parochial or municipal authorities.

ARTr.& Representation in the House of Repre
sentatives shall be equal and uniform, and shall be
regulated and ascertained by the total poaplation of
each of the several parishes of the State. Each par
ish shall have at least one Representative. No nw
parish shall be created with a territory less than six
latdred and twenty-five square miles, nor with a
population lessthan the full number entitling it to a
Represensentative, nor when the creation of suc
new parish would leavrishwould le any ller parish without the
said extent of territory and amount of population.

The first enumeration by the State authorintes nn
der this Constitution shall be made in thit year 1553,
the second in the year 185S, the third in tile year
1865; after which time the General Assembly ihall
direct in what manner the census shall be ioken, so
that it be made at least once in every period of tln
years, for the purpose of ascertaining the total popu-
lation-in each parish and election district.

At the first regular session of the Legisltture, aftet
the making ofeach enumeration, the Legislature shall
apportion the representation among the several par-
ithearand election districts on the basis of the tot

a
'

population as aforesaid. A representative unmher
shall be fixed, and each parish and election district
shall have as many Representatives as its aggre-
gats population shall entitle it to, and an additional
Representative for any fraction exceeding one-hall
the Representative number. The number of Re-
presentatives shall not be more than one hundred,
nor less than seventy. Until an apportioltteut
shall be made, and electlions held tnder the same,
in accordance with the first enumeration to be made
as directed in this article, the Representation in
the Senate and House of Representatives shall be
and remain as at present established by law.

The limits of the Parish of Orleans are hereby ex-
tended, so as to embrace the whole of tihe pret-ent
city of New Orleans, including that part of the P.l'
rich of Jefferson, formerly known as the city of La-
layette.

All that part of the Parish of Orleans which is sit-
uated on the left bank of the Mi-stssippi riser lhailI
be divided by the Legislature into not nmore than
ten Representative Districts, and until a newtappor-
tionment shall be made according to the first cen-
sus to be taken under this Constitution, that part
of the city of New Orleans which was comprised
within the former limits of the city of Lafayette,
shall vote for Senators from the Parish of Orleans,
and form the Tenth Representative District, •lnt
shall elect two out of the three Representatives
now apportioned by law to the Parish of Jefferson ;
the other Representative Districts shall remain as
they are now established.

ART. 9. The House of Representatives shall choose
its Speaker and other officers.

ART. 10. Every free white male who has attained
the age of twenty-one years, and who has been a
resident of the State twelve months next precedtin
the election, and the last six months thereof in the
Parish in which he offers to vote. and who shall be a
citizen of the United States, shall Iave the right t t
voting; but no voter on removing from one Palis!,
to another within the State, shall lose the right o.
voting in the former until he shall have acquired it in
the latter. Electors shall in all cases, except treasonl
felony, or breach of the peace, be privileged Iron
arrest, during their attendance at, going to, or return-
ing from elections.
AaRT. 11. The Legislature shall provide by law,

that the names and residence of all qualified electorn
of the city of New Orleans, shall be registered, In or-
der to entitle them to vote; but the registry shall be
free ofcost to the elector.

ART. 12. No soldier, seaman or marine in the army
or navy of the United States, no pauper, no person
under Interdiction, nor under conviction of any crime
pnnishable with hard labor, shall be entitled to vote
at any election in this Stnte.

ART. 13. Noperson shall be entitled to vote at any
election held in this State, except in the Parish of hin
residence, and in cities and towns divided into eleer
tion precincts, in the election precinct in which the
resides.

ART. 14, The members of the Senate shall be
chosen for the term of four years. The Senate, when
assembled, shall have the power to choose its olficers.

ART. 15. The Legislature, in every year in which
they shall apportion represeantation i the lotse of
Representatives, shall divide the State into N,,taro-v
rial Districts. No Parish shatll be divided in tit
formation of a Senatorial District-the Patrioh of Or-
leans excepted. And wlhenever a new Patrisl ,hill
be created, it shall be attacohed to the Senatorial Di s-
trict from which most of its territory was taken, or to
another contiguous District, at the discretion of tile
Legislatore, but shall not be attachled to more lt n
one District. The numberof Senators shall he thirty.
two, and they shall be apportioned among the Senato-
rial Districts according to the total population con.
tained in the several Districts-Provided, tlat to
Parish shall be entitled to more than five Senators.

ART. 16. In all apportonments of the S•nate, tihe
population of the city of New Orleans lshall e deduri-
ted from the population of the whole State, and the
remainder of the population divided by the nutlhtr
twenty-seven, (27,) and the result produced by this
division shall be the Senatorial ratio entitlitng a Sena.
torial District to a Senator. Sintgle or eottigaon
Parishes shall be fortmend into Districts, having a
population the nearest possible to the number en-
titling a District to a Senator; and if, in the appor-
tionmentatobh made, a Parish or District fall short of
or exceed the ratio one-fifth, then a District stay be
founed having not more than two Senators, but not
otherwise. No new apportionment hllall have .he
effect of abridging the term of service of any Senla-
tor already elected at the time of making tihe nppr
tionment. After an enumeration has been matode a
directed in the eighth Article, the Legislature shall
ttt pass any law until an opportionmett of Repr-.
-setation in both Houses of the General Assembly
be made.

ART. 17. At the first session of the General As-
sembly after this Constitution takes effect, the Sena-
tors shall be equally divided by lot into two classes.
The seats of the Senators of the first class shall be
vacated at the expiration of the second year; of the
second class, at the expiration of the fourth year ; so
that one-half shall be chosen every two years, and a
rotation thereby kept up perpetually. In case any
District shall have elected two or more Senators,
said Senators shall vacate their seats respectively at
the end of two and four years, and lots shall be drawn
between them.

ART. 18. The first election for Senators shall be
general throughout the State, and at the salle time
that the general election for Representatives is held ;
and thereafter there shall be biennial elections to lili
the place of those whose time of service may have
expired.

ATr. 19. Not less than a majority of the members
ofeach house of the General Assembly shall form a
qeorum to do business, but a smaller number may
ajonrn from day to day, and shall be authorizei. by
law to compel the attendance of absent members.

ART. 20. Each house of the General Assembly
shall judge of the qualfiscation, election and returns
of its members; but a contested election shall be
determined in such manner as shall be directed by

ARt. 21. Each house of the General Assembly
may determine the rules of its proceedings, punish a
member for disorderly behavior, and will the con.
enrence of two-thirds, expel a member, but not a
second time for the same olfence.

ART.22. Each house of the General Assembly
shall keep and publish a weekly journal of its pro-
eeedings; and the yeas and nays of the members
onany question shall, at the desire of any two of
them, be entered on the journal.

ART.23 Each house may punish by imprisonment
0ay person not a member, for disrespectful and

disorderly behavior in its presence, or for obstruct-
tngmay qfits proceedings. Such imprisonmenlt hitall

' T 24. Neither house, during the session of the
C~neral Assembly, shall, without the consent of
the other, adjourn for more than three days, nor to
any other place than that in which they may he sit-
tiog.

ART. 25. The members of the General Assern-
liy shall receive from the public treasury a conupern-

sation for their services, which shall be four dollars
ter day during their attendtnce, going to and rturo-
•n{ from the session of their respectriv houses.

TITLE IX.
MODE OF REVISING THE CONSTITUTIOt.

ART. 111. Any lamendment or amendments tle his
ConstiLtitton mty be proposed in the Senate or House
of lepresentatives, and it the same shall be agreed
to by two-thirds of the members elected to each
hoese, solh proposed amendment or amendments
shall be entered on their journals, with the yeas and

nays token thereon, and the Secretary of State shall
cause rh same to be publehrlhed three months before
the next Reneral election for Representatives to tle

State Legislature, in at least one newspaper, in
French and Eugh, in every Paris in the State inn

ooich a newspaper shall be puhlishedt; and suchi
proposed amendment or amendments shall he sub- I

ntted to the people at said election; and if a major-
ity of the vorers at said election shall approve and
ratily suclh amendment or amendments, tihe sat e
hall becomte ita part of the Constitution. If more
thtn one amiendment be submitted at a time, they
sohall be submitted in such manner and form that the
people mity iote for or against each amendment
Sseparately.

TITLE X.

ART. 112. The (:onlttnlllliOl adpted in eighteen
lundrtled nld forty-live is declared to be suplereded
