Explosion of the Reindeer on the Hudson
River-Appalling Loss of Life.

By telegraph, we have already announced
the explosion of the steamer Reindeer, on the
Hudson river, by which upwards of thirty per-
sons were killed, and a large number of others
severely scalded. The NewYork Tribune, of
Monday the 6th inst., furnishes the following
particulars :

The Reindeer left NewYork at seven o'clock on
Saturday morning, under the commandof Capt.
C. W. Farnham, for Albany, to make the usual
landings, with a large number of passengers,
estimated at 300, and was passed at l'oughkeep-
sie by the steamer Francis Skiddy, which left
Albany for NewYork the same morning She
was not racing, as she had the whole river to
hersclf, no other boat having left that morning.
She was under full epeed all the morning, and
it wie: .- •iosed the object was to arrive at Al-
biauy in "cson for the Saratoga and Western
pasm•e:s .,- to take the four o'clock railroad

T'he Hei-nIleer reached the landing at Bristol,
on tie wuct shore of the HIudson, about thirteen
niinus•c p"st one o'clock. At this time many of
the p.w-.rice.rs were seated at the dining table
in ,h i after cabin. The steward, bar-keeper
and chief engineer were also at the table, The
landing w•s made; passengers stepped ashore;
qthi'eri •rtl on board; the lines were cast off;
andl at ti n - ment the pilot lulled the bell of
the enoinde t n.m, to " go ahead," the explosion
took I;,.. By the force of the steam the iron
sheati;ng wasi ripped up, and beams and tim-
bers werer tr,n f'rum their places and driven
threo•ui the kitches into theafter-cabin, carry-
ing all berei them, instantly scalding and kill-
ing t5he- :i :l.e dinner table. The exploded
boiler i•, .. tu:it about midships of the vessel,
with ti e dlOes and furnaces pointing to the stem
of the Ib..i. on I about forty feet from the parti
tion of ti. ,.!bin. One of the firemen who was
subsequently :nund dead, was wedged among
the mso, -.. r ruins, with his body mangled to
such an oexIcns ;i to rendler recognition impossi-
ble excei t r Iy 1 s clothing.

The reliorti ,1l :ho explosion was heard for sev-
eral mile. op :nd down the river. The steamer
was suppj,. ..-Il ;t I, on fire after the fearful ex-
plosion. •iic:l :tlled to the consternation of the
survivin•_y i,"-cr-"oels. The scenes that followed
were Lehrot i'elig. The dead were picked up
and convi yel Ito tie warehouse of Messrs. Kel-
logg & Co., 1 tIe wharft At this time search
was made 1 ,,' coe wounded by their friends and
citizens of ,be ci,dlige. Those of the passengers
scalded wer;e fhin i in the after-cabin In great
agony, wih tlie osin dropping from their bodies,
and many ,f tlhee at the point of death from
inhaling th;: stenm. Those in this condition died
shortly afr,. I,- tithers, mothers, brothers and
sisters weroe v,-. a c:g at their losses or praying
for the safey .-t r"litives.

Those taol'.l -1 t alive were removed to the
Malden Iot. :I .change llotel, and private
houses in the a i,% i ty, where oediical attenulance
was procuredl ,t nice. Their wounds were im-
mediately dres ed with sweet oil, linseed oil, and
raw cotton, a oI nurses were procured toremain
in attendance during the night. The ladies of
the village volunteered their services, and re-
mained with the suffering females, rendering
every assistance in their power to alleviate their
distress.

Tlt RtutVc SEACHii'ED WITH GstAPPitES.
Di :ngg the confusion and excitement occa-

sioned by the explosion, several passengers were
observed to leap into the water from the promc-
nade deck, but in all probability most of them
were saved. It was deemed prudent, however,
to search the bottom of the river. After drag-
ging for some time with the iron grapples, all
became satisfied that none of the passengers
were drowned, except one, whose body was found
immediately, and thesearcht was abandoned.

IN'ID:Nrs, ETC.
Mr. ltugh Itileigl, of Richmond, Va.,[with

his two step-daughters, the Misses Andrews,
were badly scalded, and taken to the Malden
lHouse, where every attention was paid to themi
by competent physicians. Mr. lBileigh made
his will, devising his property to his two step-
daughters, in case they survived the accident.
If they did not, then lie devised it to his mother-
in-law and brother-in-law, with some provisions
made for the education of certain children of
one of the overseers on his plantation, near Rich-
mond. lMr. Rileigh was very badly scalded,
and suffered extremely; but his mind remained
clear and strong to the last. Amid the groans
of the wounded and dying, he dictated to his at-
torney, Mr. Van Orden, the terms of his will.
The step-daughters lingered a short time after
their protector, and then followed him to the
spirit world. There were five in this party, all
of whom are dead excepting a 1Mr, Smith. The
remains are deposited in a private vault.

One person was standing near the engine
room, heard the noise of the explosion, and im-
mediately looked down into the hohl and saw
the steam rushing out of the doors of the fur-
nace ; and finding himself enveloped by it, put
his haid-t to his face and ranoverboard. There
were ia tnuiccer of persons whojumped overboard
and were I': lied up; he swam to the bow of the
boat o e: Ic : was pulled on board again. Af-
ter iproa'incg ai change of clothes, he proceeded
on io, l ri te -irry boat for the cars, rejoicing in
his h•ir-wcirthh escape.

A iin.i l.reiseworthy act was performed by a
resCicli.l i the village, uamed Alexander Ger-
man, who ,s coed the life of a lady by leaping into
the w• ter, ca.i swimming with her safely to the
shore. It it:pears Mr. Gi. was standing on the
pier wvlre thri boiler exploded; observing this fe-
male jamp .iv^rboard in her fright, he quickly
went i Iher a'ciistance in a boat, seizing her by
the waid.,: of her dress, as she was going down.
In her struggles his hold gave way; it was at

this time the heroic gentleman jumped into the
river, and by main strength saved her from a 1
watery grave.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. C. I. Skillin, of Am- f
sterdam, c.lme to Bristol to see his dying sister,
Mrs. Bowers, with a hope of reaching her be-
fore she died; but the poor woman had expired,
and was removed to Albany before her broken-
hearted brother reached the scene of the disas- I
ter. Thepoor fellow was overpowered with grief. i

Another of the sufferers, who is probably dead
ere this reaches our readers, is Woods Baker, I
Esq., of the U. S. Coast SRurvey, residing at t
'rinceton, N. J. When we left the village, last 1

night, Mr. Baker was dying, and yet retained
his senses. IIe made a will, divising his prop-
erty to his wife and two children, and told those t
around him he was confident he should not sur-
vive and hoped Loon to be out of his misery. I
Yesterday, while the jury were exomining the
exploded boiler and the after cabin, one of them
picked up what proved to be the skin from the t
wrist and hand, with the nails attached, that
had peeled from the limb of some unfortunate j
sufferer.

CORON0ER'S INQUPST. t
On Saturday, Coroner Merclean held an in-

quest over the bodies of Frederick Merrell, t
Francis Dunn, l'eter Faucts, John Bower. Itob- t
ert Ferrell, Jacob Kocher, Dennis Saboy, James s
Brown, and one unknown man, when Captain 1
Farnham, of the Reindeer, gave the following
testimony :

The Reindeer came alongside of the dock at t
Bristol, in the county of Ulster, town of Sanger- t
ties, at 1.1 o'clock, c. at. ; both pilots were on I
duty when she came alongside of the dock; Mr.
Seaman was at the wheel; the second pilot was
on the after part of the top deck; as I was at
the gangway and passengers had come on board I
of the boat, and the hands were pulling in the
plank, the fire-box connection, or connector of
the flues, exploded; the chief engineer was on
duty, and the tender on board the boat; his
place of residence is at Poughkeepsie.

I know deceased to be Frederick Morrell : I I
last saw him in the bar before the explosion; 1
the bar is about forty feet from the engineer's
room : at the time of explosion the deceased was
at dinner below; I did not see deceased after
the explosion in the boat, the next time I saw
him he way lyin- dead at the storehouse of I
Bigelow, Kellogg & Co.; there was no racing
between the Reindeer and any other boat at this itime ; she had pot had any extraordinary rate
of speed before landing at this dock; " I don't I
know how much steam she hadon; " cannotsay
what fireman was on duty atthe time; "we were I
not racing with the ears; as a general thing C
when net racing, we would reach the dock be-
fore 1 o'clock ; I can only identify Frederick
Morrell and Francis Dunn as the persons killed
by this explosion."

John Rowlett, the engineer, testified, that at
the time of the explosion the boiler had on thir-
ty inches of steam ; shehas a certificate to carry
forty-five inches of steam; I cannot tell the
cause of the explosion ; the back connection of
the flue box exploded; I knew the deceased Fred-
erick Morrell; he came to his death by this
explosion; I have not examined the exploded
part of the machinery: I do not know upon what
part of the boat the most part of the passengers
were at the time of the explosion; this connec-
tion which exploded is on the part of the boiler,
about half-way between decks, and is called I
"the connection of the return flues;" she had
on at the same time twenty pounds of steam to
the square inch, and I had not blown off any
steam at this landing.

Capt. Farnham was here recalled, and said:
I am a practical engineer; the engine and boil-
rrs were under my iwrediate slperintendance
art the time of their construction ; the steasmtr
was, also; I have examined the boilers and
machinery since their explosion, and hare par-
ticularly examined t/Ie exploded part; the
cause of e.rxlosion, in my opinion, is the de-
feet q/f the iron of the connection, because the
thickness of the iron and the manner with which
it was braced, was sufficient to contain a pres-
sure of fifty pounds of steam to the square inch,
in my opinion; and there being a less amount
of steam than fifty pounds on, I attribute the
explosion to the defect of the iron; this connec-
tiion is about thirty feet from the safety-valve.

The cause of most of the injury to the pas-
sengers was in consequence of the water run-nirg dlown from the connection into the fires,
and the doors of the furnaces being open at the
time, the stcam passed through into the cabin,
where the passengers were dining. We usually
carry from twenty-five to thirty-five pounds of
steam. The engine and boilers underwent re-
pairs lost spring; no repairs were done to this
exploded part of the machinery ; said machinery
his been in use two years; if is customas,j to
open the doors of the furnaces at the time of
landing, so as to stop the draft of the furnace,
and so that steam will not be generated while
landing ; the reason why the part exploded was
not repaired, was because there was no indica-
tion of any defect.

At this stage of the investigation the Coroner
and jury proceeded on board the Reindcer, and,
with the Captain, irapected the shattered bioiler,
the demolisl:h,-- macLinry-, and all parts of the
boat.
The jary subsequently rendered a verdict

" that the connection of the return flue;, at-
taced to to the forward part of the boiler, on said
steamer, accidentally burst, and that such ac-
cident is not attributable to any negligence or
carelessness on the part of the officers of the
boat, and that such suffocation and scalding,
by which the death of tihe aforesaid persons was
produced, was in consequence of such accidental
bursting, as albresaid."
In addition to the above, eight of the Rein-

leer's passengers took the stage to Catskill, and
thlirty-seven hired other conveyances, and left
Bristol for various places along the line of the
liudson river. In order to show about the num-
ber of passengers that were on board of the
steamer Reindeer, at the time of the explosion,
we give the olblowing recapitulation of the killed,
wounded and saved:

Killed and died of scalds, 26 ; scalded, 21;
passengers saved, 18t. Total, 215.
