ithe old maxim to "speed the parting guest,'' issued their

orders,. and soon any number of Japanese boats were seen
glidingout towarde the Columbus, to tow her to sea. This

Sthey did. hitchingon wherever a rope could be attached.
ane despite of head windso, the Columbus was soon out of
eight of land, much to the relief of the Government of-
ficllals.

SThe present object of the United States authorities in
stirring up the Japanese from their isolation and ionhospi-
tality. is to provide against future arbxarities towards our
seamen and whatlers. who may be thrown upon the coasteI of the Archipelago. An attempt will be made to effect

landing at Jeddo, the capital. and. if possible. to make ex-
plorations ou shore, and open commercial intercourse.
Mineral coal is said to be abundant iu Joapan, and it is de-
strable to make such negotiation as will enable our steam-
er to obtain supplies. The population of the country is
believed to be upwards of thirty millionsr. iWe think it is
poor economy on the part of the United States to send so
inadequante a force ; but Congress has seen fit to limit the
appropriations for the objct,, and the Executive is doing
Sthe bestho can.
