ART. 25. The members of the General Assem-
bly shall receive from the public treasury a compen-
sation for thet services, which shall be four dollars
per day during their attendance, going to and return-
ing from the session of their respective houses.
The compensation may bhe increased or diminished
by law; but no alteration shall take effect during
he period of service of the members of the Hour of
Representatives by whom such alteration shall have
been made. No session shall extend to a period be-
yond sixty days, to date from its commencement,
and any legislative action had after the expiration
of the said sixty days, shall be null and void. This
provision shall not apply to the first Legislature
which is to convene after the adoption of this Con-
stiltution.

ART. 26. The members of the General Assembly
shall, in all cases except treason, felony,breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest doring their at-
tendance at the sessions of their respective houses,
and going to or returning from the same, and for
ae y speech or debate in either house, they shall not
be questioned in any other place.

ART. 27. No Senator or Representative shall, dure
ing the term for which he was elected, nor for one
year thereafter, be appointed or elected to any civil
olfice of profit under this State, chlch shall have
been created, or the emoluments of which shall
have been increased during the time such Senator
or Representative w• in office, except to such offi-
eea oranppointment as may be filled by the elec-
lione of the people.

ART. 28. No person who at any time may have
been a collector of taxes, whether State, Parish or
Mnicipal,or who may hve been otherwise en trusted
with public money, shall be eligible to the General
Assembly, or to any office ef profit or trust under
the State Government, until he shall have obtained
a discharge for the amount of such collections, and
for all public moneys with which he may have
been entrusted.

ART. 29. No bill sheall have the force ofa law until
on three several days it be read over in each house
of the General Assembly, and free discussion allowed
thereon, unless in case of urgency four-fifths of the
house, where the bill shall be pending, may deem it
expedient to dispense with this rule.

AnT. 30. All bills for raising revenue shall orig-
inate in thire House of Representratives, hut the Senats
may propose amerdmentu as in otlier bills; provided
they shall not introduce any new matter under color
of an amendment, which does not relate to raising
revenue.

ART. 31. The General Assembly shall regulate
by law, by whom, and in what manner writs ot
election shall be issued to fill the vacancies which
may happen in either branch thereof.

ART. 32. The Senate rshall vote on the confirma-
tion or rejection of officers to be appointed by the
Governor, with the advice and cotsent of the
Senate, by yeas and nays, and the naes of the Sen-
ators voting for and against the appointments re-
spectively, shall be entered on a journal to be kept
for that purpose, and made publicat the end of each
session, or before.

ART. 33. Returns of all elections for members of
the General Assembly shall be made to tihe Secretary
of State.

AnT. 34. In the year in which a regular election for
o Senator of the United States is to take place, the
members of the General Assemrbly shall meet in
the Hall of the House of Representatives, or the
Monday following the meeting of the Legislature,
and proceed to the s,,id rlectian.

TITLE III.

EXgsUTIVE DEPARTMENT.
ART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of the

State shall be vested in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall be styled the Governor of the State of Louisiana.
He shall hold his ofli ce during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, be elected as follows:
Tile qualified electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Governor, at
the time and place of voting for Representatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by the proper returning officer to the
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, on the
second day of the session of the General Assem-
bly, then next to be holden. The members of the
General Assembly shall meet in the House of Re-
presentatives,. to examine and count the votes.
le person having the grtatest number of votes for

Governor, shall be declared duly elected ; but if two
or more persona shall be equal and highest in the
number of votes polled for Governor, one of them
shall immediately be chosen Governor by joint vote
of the members of the General Assembly. The
person having the greatest number of votes for
Lieutenant Governor, shall be Lieutenant Governor;
but if two or more persons shall be equal and highest
in the number of votes polled for Lie tenant Gov
ernor, one of them shall be immediately chosen
Lieutenant Governor byjoint vote of the members of
the General Assembly.
ART. 36. No person shall be eligible to the office

of Governoror Lieutenant Governor, who shall not
have attained tth ay ol twoty-eiglht yeora notld been
a citizen and a resident within the State for the
space of four years next preceding his election.
ART.37. The Governor shall enter on the Discharge

of his duties on the fourth Monday of January
next ensuing his election, and shall continue in
office until the Monday next succeeding the day
that his successor shall be declared duly elected,
and shall have taken the oath or affirmation required
by this Constitution.
ART. 38. The Governor shall be ineligible for the

succeeding hour years after the expiration of the
time for which he shall have been elected.

ART. 39. No member of Congress or person hold-
ing anyotlice under the United States shall be eligible
to the office of Governeor or Lieutenant Governor.
ART. 40. In case of the impeachient of the Gov-

ernor, his removal from otlice, death, refusal or in-
ability to qualify, resignation or absence from tile
St te, tite powers and duties of the office shall de-
volve upon the Lieutenant Governor for the resi-
due of the term, or until the Governor, absent or
impeached, shall return or be acquitted. The Legia-
lature may provide by law far the case of removal,
impeachment, death resignation, disability, or refu-
sal to qualify, of both the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what officer shall act as Gov-
ernor; and such otficer shall act accordingly, until
the disabilty be removed, or for the residue of the
term.

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other offi-
cer discharging the duties of Governor. shall, during
his administration, receive the snae compensanos
to which the Governor would have beet entitled,
had he continued in office.
ART. 42. The Lieutenant Governor shall, by vir-

tue of hll office, be President of the Senate, but
shall have only a casting vote therein. Whenever
he shall adutinistr the Goverllment, or shall be toi-
able to attend as President of the Senate, tile
Senators shall elect one of their own members as
President of the Senate for the lime being.

ART. 43. While hIe act as Presidentofthe Senate,
the Lieutenant Governor shall receive for his ser-
vices the same cotnpensation which shall for tile
same period be allowed to the Speaker of the
House of Representatives, and no Imre.
ART. 44. Tlhe Governor shall have power to grant

reprieves for all offences against the State, and,
except in cases of impeachment, shall, with the con-
sent of the Senate, have power to grant pardons and
remit fines and forfeitures, after conviction. In
cases of treason lie may grant reprieves, until the
end of the next session of the General Assembly, in
which the power of pardoning shall be vested.
ART. 45. The Governor shall at stated times re-

ceive for his services a compensation, which shall
neither be increased nor dcm

i niaht d during the
term for which he shall have been elected.

ART. 46. He shall be Comm rider-in-Chief of tile
Army and Navy of this State, and of the Militia
thereof, except when they shall be called into the
service of tlhe United States.
ART. 47. He shall nominate and, by and with ttte

advice ctild contelto of tle Senat,, -toin t l "-
cears whose oilices are establishedl by this Constilu-
tiac, nld whose aypololollootrr is Ic, t!:,rehl other-
wise provided for: Providod, however, that tte Lu-
gislattt re shall htve at regftt 'to prolc'rub the otde of
nppohltortenr It all othlto olicl- cotaotll:;hedl v law.
ART, IS The Goveinor shall hatve power to till

by the Senate, shall be ap ointed to tile same otlice
during the recess of the Senate.

ART. 50. lie shall,. from time to time, give to the
Geteral Assenl hy informateion reopecotilg tile situ-
ation of tile State, and reconunllend to their consid-
eration suchl neasures as he Iay deem expedtent.
ART. 1. 5i. ItH may o extratordinttary oecOsions con-

vene the General Assembaly at the seat of Govern-
ment, or at a dtferent place if that should have
become dangerous fromn an enlemy or from epidenttc;
and in case ofdisagreement between the two houses
as to the tihneof adjou.nl tent, he oay adjourn theml
to such timeas he may think proper, not exceed,
ing four months.

ART. 65 There shall be a Searetary of State, who

Tie records of
the State shall be kept and preserved ij the office of
the Secretary; he shall keep a fair regisrer of the
official acts and proceedings of the Governor, and
when necessary shall attest them. He shall, when
required, lay the said register, and all papers, min-
utes and vouchers relative to his offlice, before
either house of the General Asserbly, and shall
perform such other duties as may be enjoined on
him by law.
ART. 66. There shall be a Treasurer of the State

who shall hold his ofice during the term of two
years.

ART. 57. The Secretary of State and Treasurer
of State, shall be elected by the qualified electors of I
the State. And in case of any vacancies caused by
the death, resignation, or absence of the Treasurer
or Secretary of State, the Governor shall order an
election to fif said vaeancy.

ART. 68. All comnlissioas shall be i the name
and by the authority of the State of Lousiana, and
shall be sealed with the State seal and signed by
the Gouer nor.

ART. 69. The free white men of the State shall
be armed and disciplined for its defeuce; bat those
who belong to religions societies whose trents
forbid thetm to carry arms, shall not be compelled
so to do, butsl all pay an equivalent for personal ser-
vices.

ART. 60. The Militia of the State shall be or-
ganized in such manner as may be hereafter deem-
ed most expedient by the Legislature.

TITLE IV.
,.UDICIARY DEPARTMENT.

ART. 61. The Judiciary power shall be vested in a
Supreme Court, in such tuferior courts as the Legis-
lature may, from time to time, order and establish,
and in Jusices of tlte Peace.
ART. 62. The Supreme Cort, except ia eases

hIereinafter rovided, shtall have appellate jurisdiction
only; which jurisdiction shall extend to all casee.
when the matter in dispute shall exceed three hun-
dred dollars; to all cases in which the onsaltitu-
tionality or legality of any talx, toll, or impost what-
soever, or of any hue, forfeiture r penalty imposed
by a mun eipal corporation, shall be in contestation
and to allcriminal cases on questions of law lalone,
whenever the offence charged is punishable with
death or in~ erisouleroat thard labor, or when a fine
exceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
The Legislature shail have power to restrict the ju-
risdiction of the Supreme Court in civil cases to
question sof law orly.
ART. 63. Tilhe Supreme Court shall be composed

of one Chief Justice and four Associate Justices, a
mjerit a of whom shall constitute a quorum. The
Chief Justice shall receive a salary et six thousand
dollars, and each of the Associate Judges a salary of
five thousand five ctldred dollars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. The Court shallappoint
its own Clerks ; the Judges shall be elected for the
term of ten years.
ARn. 64. The Chief Justice shall be elected by

the qualfied electora of the State. Tihe Legislature
shall divhde the State into four Districts, and the
qualified electors of each District shall elect one of
the Alsociate Justies. Thie State shall be divided
iol chle foliowiog Districts, until the Legislature
shall olherwise direct:

FIRST DISTRICT.
The Pariales of Plaqart•nes, St. Bernard, that

portion of tre Parish ot Orleans on the right bank of
the Mississippi river, and that portion of tile City of
NewOrleans which lies below the line extending
from tihe river Mllrissippi along tlhe mriddle of Julia
street, until it strikes thie NewOrlearnu Call, and
thence down said canal to the Lake.

SECOND DISTRICT.
That portion of thle City of NewOrleans which is

situateed above the line extendicg along the middle
of Juliastreet untct it strikesrrthe NewOrleans Canal,
and thence dawn said ('aual to tile Lehe. and the
Parishes of Jefferson, St John thle Baptist, St.
Charles, St. James, Ascension,. Asstympieeon, Lea-
lonrehe interior, Terrebonne, West Baton Rouge
and Iberville.

THtIRD DI[STRICT.
The Parishes of St. Taomman.y, Washington,

Livingston, St. Ielena, e•rt Bltaon Rouge, East
PFelician, West Feliciana, Poilnt Coupee, Avoyelles,
Tecnsa, Concordla, Lafayette, Vermillion, St. Mary,
St. Martin and St. laandry.

FOURTHt D•Fn'tr:t r.
Tihe Parishes of Calcasiou, Itapildeo, Sabine, Nat-

chitoches, DeSoto, Caddo, Boosier, i Iiborne, Bien-
ville, Caldwell, Union, Ouacheta, Mnorehouse, Jack-
son, Franklin, Catahoula, Madison, Carroll and
Winn.

ART. 65. The office of one of the Associate Jos-
tices shall be vacated at the expiration of the second
year, of another at the expiration of the fourth yean
of a third at the expiration of the sixth year, and of
the fourth at the expiration of the eighth year-so
that one of the Judges of the Supreme Court shall be
elected every second year.

AR'r. 66. The Secretary of State, on receiving the
official returns of the first election, shall proceed im-
mediately, in the presence and with theassistance or
two Justiccs of the Peace, to determnle by lot among
the four candidates having the highest number of
votes in their respective Distrtcts, which of tile As-
socinte Justices elect shall serve flr the term of two
years, which s!all serve for the term of four years,
which for the term of six years, and which for the
term of eight years, and the Governor shall issue
conmmission accordingly.

ART. 67. Any vacancy that may occur in the Su-
preme Court from resignation or otherwise, shall be
filled by elecnion for the remainder of the unexpired
term; but if such remainder do not exceed one year,
tie vacancy shall be filled by Executive nppoint-
ment.

ART. 68. The Supreme Court thall hold its ses.
sions in NewOrleanls from the first Monday of the
month of November to tie end eo the month of June,
inclusive. The Legislature shall have power to fix
tile sessions elsewhre dauring the rest of tile year ;
unoil othereise provided, the sessiols shall be held as
Iteretofore

TITLE V.
IMPEACHMENT.

ART. 85. Thu power of impeachment shall be ves-
ted in the IIouse of Representatives.
ART. 86. Impeachment of the Governor, Lien-

tenant Governor, Attorney General, Secretary of
State, State Treasurer, and of the Judges of the in-
ferior courts, Justices of the Peace excepted, shall
be tried by the Senate; and the Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court,or the senior Judge thereof, shall pre
side during the trial of such impeael meat. Im-

I peachments of the Judges of the Supreme Court,
shall be tried by the Senate. When sitting us a
Court of impeachment, the Senators shall be upon
oath or affirmation, and no person shall be convicted"
without the concurrence of two-thirds of the Senan-
torspreent.

ART. 87. Judgments in cases of impeachment
shall extend only to removal from office, and dis-
qualification from hbalding any office of honor, trust
or profit under this State, but the convicted parties
shall, nevertheless, be subject to indictment, trial
and punishment according to law.

ART. 88. All officers against whom articles I im-
peachment may be preferred, shall be suspended
from the exercise of their functions during the pen-
dency of such impeachment. The appointing power
may make a provisional appointment to replace any
suspended officer until the decision of the impeach-
ment.

ART. 89. The Legislature shall provide by law for
the trial, punishment and removal from olfice of all
other officers of the State, by indictment or other-

TITLE VI.
GENERAL PROVISIONS.

ART. 90. Mleubers of the General Assembly, and
all officers, before tlley enter upon the duties of their
offices shall take the following oath or affirmation.

" I (A. B.) do solemnly swea' (or affirm,) that I
will support the Constitution of the United States
and of this State, and that I will faithfully and im-

ART. 91. Treason against the State shall consist

only in levying war against it, or in adhering to its
enemies, giving them aid and comfort. No person
shall be convicted of treason, unless on the testimo.

ART. 91. Every person shall be disqualified from

holding any office of trust or profit in this State, who

I a bribe to procure his election or appointment.* ART. 93. Laws shlal be ade a to exclude from of-
t fine, and from right of stfrage, those who shall here-

Safter be convicted of bribery, penjury, forgery, or

Tile privil-gc
of free sulffrage shall be supported Iy laws regulating
Selections, and prohibiting under adequate penalties
all undue influence thereon, frontm power, bibery,
Stumullt or other improper prtclise.

the language in which the Constitution of the United
States is written.
ART. 101. The Secretary of the Senate and Clerk

of the House of Representatives shall be conversant
with the French and English languages; and mem
bear may address either house in the French or E•g-
lish language.

this State shall be exercised, unless by the Legisla
ture or by its autthoriuy.

shall embrace but one object, and that shall be ex-
pressed in the title.
ART. 116. No law shall he revived or amended by

reference to its title; but ill such case, tie act
revised or section amended, shall be re-enacted and
publisled at lengthi.
ART. 117. The Legislature shall never adopt anysysten or code of laws by general reference to such

system or code of laws, but in all cases shall specify
the several provisions of tie laws it may enact.

AnT. 118. Corporations with banking or discount-
ilg privileges may be either created by special acts,
or formed vinder general laws ; but tie Legisl.rtnur
shall in both cases provide for the registry of all bhll
or notes issued or put in circulation as money, and
shall require anmple security for thle redemption at
the samenr in spetcib.

ART. 119. The Legislature shall :ave no power to
pa-s any law sanctioning in any manner, directly or
indirectly, the suspension of specie payments, by
any pernson, association or corporation issuing bank
notes of any description.

ART. 120. 10. In case of insolvency of any bank or
banking associaton, the bill holders thereof shall be
entitled to preference in payment, over all other
creditors of such bank or association.

ART. 121. The Legislature shall have power to
pass such laws as it may deem expedient for the
relief or revival of the Citizens' Bank of Louisiana,
and the acts already passed for the same purpose are
ratified and confirmed. Provided that the Bank is
subjected to the restrictions contained in articles 119
and 120 of this Constitution.
ART. 122. No person shall hold or exercise, at the

same time, Inore than one civil offiee of emolument,
except that of Justice oi the Peace.
ART. 123. Taxation shall be equal and uniform

throughout the State. All property on which taxes
may be levied, in this State, shall be taxed in pro-
portion to its value, to be ascertained as directed by
law. No one species of property shall be taxed
higher than another species of property of equal
value, on which taxes shall be levied ; tile Legisla-
ture shall have power to levy an incomn tax, slind to
tax all persons pursuing any occupation, trade or
profession.
ART. 1241. The citizens of the City of NewOr-

leans shall have the right of appointing tlhe several
public officers necessary for tie administration of
the police of the said city, pursuant to the mode of

AnT. 127. The Legislature shall have power to
extend this Constitution and th-e jurisdiction of thin
State over ;ny territory ar llnired by compact with
any State, or with the United Slates, the saae being
done by the conset of tile United States.

AKl. 128 None of thie lands granted by Congress

to the State of Louisiana for aiding it in constructing
the necessary levees and drains, to reclaim the
swatmps and overflowed lands in this State, shall be
diverted from the purposes for which they were
grant d.
ART. 129. The Constitution aonllawe of this State

shall be promulgated in the glish and Freach
Ihnguangs.

TITLE VII.
INTERNAL I.tPRcVEIMENTS.

ARt. 110. There T sall be ait B•rd of Peblie
Workb, to ionsist of fiur Cuirnisiae ner. rThe Slcte
shall be divided by the Legislature into foulr Dis.
triesr, containing as nearly as may be all equal nll-
ber of vorers, and one Commissioner shall be elceted
in each District, by the egel, voters thereof, tot
the turin of four years; but, of the first elected, two,
to be designated by lot, shall remain in office for
two yearn only.

ART 131. The General Assembly, at its first eec.
siol alter the adoption of thi Colnstitution, bsh ll
rovide for the eleti antion and ompensation o the
Coettiitscioners antd tile orgaltlzation of the eBoard.
The Commlissioners first elected shall assemtble on a
day to be appointed by law, and decide by ole the
order inl which their terms of service shall expire.

ART. 132. The Commissioners shall exercise a
diligent and flathftul supervision over all public
works, in which the State may be interested, except
those made by joint stock companies. They shall
communicate to the General Assembly, from time to
time, their views concerning the samne, and recom-
mend such meaaures as they may deem necessary,
in order to employ to the best atdvntage and for the
purposes for which they were granted, the swamps
and overflowed lauds conveyed by the Unitd States
to this State. They shall ppoilnt all olicners en-
gaged on the public works, and 'hall perform such
other dutiesn a may be preecrieed by law.

ART. 133. The Commtissioners mliay be removed
by thi eoncurrent vote of a na;ljority of all the Im-
berselected to each Ho'use of thile General Aeta-
bly; but the c;ause of the removal shall be entered
on thejo:nrnelefle eae House.
AIT. 131. The General Assembly shall have

power by a vote of three-fibths of the memlbers
elected to each house, to abolihh said Board, when-
ever in their opinion a Board of Public Works shall
no longer be necessary.

TITLE VIII.
PTUBLIC EDUCATION.

ART. 133. Thereshall beelet:ed a Superintendent
of Public Education, who shall hold his olllfe for the
term of two years. His duties sha:l be prescribed
by law, and he shall receive snch compensation as
the Legislature may direct; provided that the (;en-
eral Assembly shall have power by a vote of the
mnjority of the members eletei d to both houses, to
abolish the said oflite of Siyperitendeltut of Public
Education, whenever in their opinion said otffice shall
be in lollger necessary.

ARte. 136. The General Assembly shall establish
free Publicl Schools throughout the State, and shall

provide for their support by general taxation on pro-
perty or otherwise : and all ml~nevs so raised or pro-
vided, shall be distributed to each Parish in propor-
tion to the number of free whilte children between
such ages as shall be fixed by the General Assembly

ART 137. The proceeds of all lands heretofore

granted by the United States t to this tate for the
use or support of schools, and of all la•ns whi Ib may
hereafter be granted or bequethed to thile State, and
not expresely granted or bequeathed for anlly other

purpose, whieh hereafter may be disposed of by thei

State, and tile proceeds of the etates of deneared
persons to which the State maly become entitled by

law, shall be held by the State as a loan, ani shall

be and remllain a perpetual fund, on which the State
shall pay an annual interest of six per cent.; wbhit h

interest, together with tile interest on hie trust tfnds

deposited with this St:te by the United States, un-

der thle net of Congress approved Juneo 2, 11.3. , and
all the reuts of the ieunold cinds shall be appropri-
uati to the support of stich scho.ols, tand this appro-
priation ~hall ri•aen inviolable.
Atra. 138. All Ionieys earing from the sales which

have been, or may hereaiter Ie m;ade, f any lands
heretolore granted by tile lUnited States to this
Stlte, for the use of a Seminary of Learning, and
froln any kind of do cation that may hereafter be |
lade for that purpose, shall be and remain a perpe-

tual fund, the interest of which at six per cent. per
annum, shall be approprited to the support of it
Semlnary of Learning, for thie promotion of lierature
lnd the arts anld scieeees, and nio law shall ever be

malde diverting said fund to any other use than to the
establishment and imtprovement of said Seminary of
Learning.

ART. 139. The University of Louisiana, In New
(Orlians, ai now established, shall be maintained.

Ahr. 1410. The Legislature shall have power to
pass such laws as mniy be necessary for the further
regulationl at d~e Ulniversty, and for the promotion
of literature and science, but shall be under no obli-
gation to contribute to the support of said Univer-
sity by appropriationas.

TITLE IX.
MODE OF REVISING THlE CONSTITUTION.

A•r 1-11. Any amenidment or amendments to this
Cons•ltution may be proposed in the Senate or House
of Representatives, and it the same shall be agreed
to by two-thirds of the members elected to each
house, such proposed amendment or amendmeents
shall be entered on their journtls, with the yeas and
nays taken thereon,and thile Secretary of State shall
caule the same to be published three months before
the next general electiont for Iepresentatives to the
State Legislature, in at least one newspaper, ill
French and Enghish, in every Parish in the State in
which a newspaper shall be published; and such
proposed amendment or a dmendl nts shall he sub-

tlitted to the people at said election ; and if a major-
ity of the voters at said election shall aperove and

raltiy such amendment or ameldtnents, the same
shall become a part of the Constitution. If more

than one amendment be submitted at a time, they

shall be submitted in such manner and form that the
people may yore for or against each amendment
separately.

TITLE X.

ART. 142 The C.nsttaotion adopited in eighteen
lhulured and fortyfive is declared to be superceded
by this Constitution, and in order to carry the same
into etfet, it is hereby declared and ordained as fol-
Iowa :

ART. 143. All rights, actions, prosecutions, claims 0'

and contracts, as well as of individuals as of bodi s
corporate, and all laws in force at the time of the
adoption of this Constitution, and not inconsistent
therewith, shall continue as ifthie samne had not been
adopted.t

ART. 144. In order that noinconvenience may re-
sual to the iublic service from the taking elfftct of
this Constituititn, no office sllall be superceded there-
by, but the laws of the State relative to the dities
of the several officer, Executive, Judicial ad M ili-
tory, shall relmain in full force, though the same he
colntrary to this Constitution, unl the several duties
shall be performed by the reospective oficera of thet
State, accordlng to the existing laws, until the or-
ganization of tile Government tnder this Constiln-
tion, and tile entering into otlice of the new otficers,
to be appointed under said Government, and no
longer.

ART. 145. Appointments to office by the Execu-
tive under this Constitution, shall be made by the i
Governor to be elected noder its authorsty. 0

ART. 146. The Legislature shall provide for the
renlova of all causes now pendin, i tile lSupremeo
Court or other Courts of the State under tie Contl-'
tution of 1845, to Courts created by or under thlis
Consttcution.

ART. 147. The time of service of all officers H
chosen by the people at the first election under this q
Constitution, shall terminate as though the election 0

had been holden on the first Monday of November, e
1851, and they had entered on the discharge of
their duties at the timne designated therein. The
first class Senators, designated i article 17, shall
hold tIheir seats until the day of the closing of the
general elections in November, 1,543, and the second
class until the day of the closing of tie general elec-
tiona it November, 185,5.
ART. 148. The first election for Judges of thie SuI

preme Court shall be held on the first Monday of
April next, (1i83.) and they shall enter into office on
tile first Monday of May, 1t53.
ART. 14.9 Tihe frst tearm of service of the District

Attorneys and tie Cie. ks of the inferior corts to libe
ordered atndestablished untder tils Constotution, shall s
be regulatedrby the term of service of the tiht Gov-
ernor ; o that a new election for these otfivtrs shall

be held on the first Monday of November, 1,3. .

TITLE XI.
ORDINANCE.

ART. 150. Immediately alter thie adjournment of
the Conventiotn, the t overnor shall issule his lPro-
clamation, directing the several officers tf this State,
authorized by law to hold elections for memlbels tol
the General Astembly, to open and hold a poll in
every P.trish of the State, at the places designated
by law, upon thle first Tuesday of Novemlber next,
for the purpose of taking the sense of the good peo-
ple of thi State in regard to thle aoption or rejec-
tion of this Constitution; and it shall be the duty of
said o•ir.ers to receive the votes of all persons
entitled to vote under the old Constitutlon and under
this Constitution. Each voter shall express his opin-
ion by depositing in a separate box, kept for that
ipurpose, a ticket, whereon shall be written " the
Constitution accepted,' or " the Constitultion rejec-
ted," or some such words as will distinctly convey
the intention of the voter. At tie conclusion of
said electron, which shall be ronducted In every res-
pect as the general State election is now conducted,
