e OUR FIR E.&IE.V.
S We have one cause of just complaint against

.the members of our City Council, of both Boards,:: whigs and democrats. It is a matter which we
e. have long considered, and upon which we have
come to the most positive conclusion. It in-
volves the character of both Boards in all theh- fairness, liberality and intelligence which they

may claim.
The point to which we allude is this : when-s ever any one'of our fire companies petition

d (why should they petition?) for aid, at once

d the members of either Board start a long and
declamatory argument, in which the word
"economy" figures largely-much more largely
than the sum finally appropriated shows in the
appropriation.

We take the common sense of the matter to be
plainly in opposition to this controversial spirit.
We believe no reflecting man can come to any
other conclusion.

What is a New0rleans Fire Company? Au
association of young men, few of whom possess
any property, and who yet give their time and
labor to the preservation of the property of our
wealthy citizens. In so doing, they risk life,
health and limb, without the least expectation
of pecuniary profit. Actuated only by a gener-
ous public zeal, they leave business in the day,and abandon their beds and repose at night, to
save property which swells the private wealth of
citizens and the revenue of NewOrleans and theState. If two of our chief business squares were
to be consumed, we do not believe that two men I
out of a hundred in the Fire Department, would
suffer a loss of one dollar. The active firemen
are generally young gentlemen who own no real
estate, and who act only in a spirit of generous
enthusiasm and public spirit. In the scorching
and blistering blaze of a oanflagration, in the
alarm of crumbling and falling walls, in thethrong, and hurry and confusion of excited
multitudes, they stand at their post and do
their duty like soldiers in battle. Soldiers are
paid; but they are not paid. The alarata ofthe fire bhell calls them from business, or rouses
them from sleep at any hour of day or night,
and so they are even more useful than the sol-
dier upon the battle field.

It certainly does strike us as most singular
that so useful a body of men, actingso zealously
for the public good and in such a disin tersled t
spirit, ought not to hase to beg tb e public
authorities upon every occasion on w hich they
need the least assistance.

It even seems singular to us that members ofthe City Counoil-who are grne'rally men o1
wealth and owners of buildings-should be so
critical, exceptional and i',liberal toward the
unpaid voluuteers to pro teet their property
from cotnflagration, askirig nothin gmore than
the apliuances necessary to do so successfully.
Yet it is notorious th at a Fire Company can-
not ask for an apr,ropriation, large or small,
out that straight'aays either Board will fall to
work, except, ar.tend, etc., as though they dis-
covered an a

t aempt to rob the Treasury. And
the very first to take exception are the wealth-
iest of our unabobs, who of all others ought to
be most grateful to our public-spirited firemen ;
but who manifestly think that everybody, and
partioalarly firemen (genertally young mene com-
mencing liti, not overburs',ened with wealth,
and immersed in business) ought to be mortgaged I
for their profit. We have noted one fact in the
premises: tlhose who are always journeying to
and concentrating their means in Phltadelphia
and N•w York, are of all others the most ex-
cop tionably illiberal.

Now, for their special benefit, we will suppose
a case. A Fire Company asks for an appropri-
ationtomakenecessary repairs. Through their
influence it is refused. A nightt or two after wards
(say at one in the motrning) the property of some
one of thetm is on fire. Of course, they expeo tthe
young men of the satr company they treated
so cavalierly, to be uson the'ground, and with-
but any interest in the world, to risk life, limb,
and health for the presevation of their property,
and for which they are unwilling to contribute
one cent.

All this has to be changed. The firemen of
our city are growing disgusted with this per- t

petual imiperTinence of being classed as impor-
tunate beggars. They are willing to work,
willin tao rush from business, willing to leap c
fromt bedt at midnight, willing to stand the risk
of falling walls, willing to face the blaze of
scorching flames, but they are not willing to work
posrpetually for those who ranke them amongt
annoying Iceggars. We think they are right, I
and that the policy of our City Council should
be promptly changed

ravages. It had only boon noticed, at that time, on one
or two plantations, and was then discovered by acoident.
Since that time, our planters have been examining their
crops more closely,and it is found that searcely a field ioexempt. Its tint appearanco is noted by a small coppsr-
colored spot on the surface of the boll, and a person riding
through a field would foil to notice itspreeonce. A closer
examination will show, however, that nearly every grown
boll has the iatl mnrk. and on breaking open, i, will hb
found entircly rotten. We have only seen it in fielde
which had been planted in cotton for a long series of
years. and had hoped that the new and fresh lands might
escape ; but we are informed that it has made its nppear-
ne on the new lands. in the interior of the parish, and

it would now curprise us if a single fieold escaped its
eago s.
