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S"' 24. Neither.house,doring the session of the
general Assembly, shall, without the consent of
the other, adjourn for more than three days, nor to

Anr.25. The members of the General Assem-
bly shall receive from the public treasury a compen=
sation for their services, which shall be four dollars
per day during their attendance, going to and return-
ig from the session of their respective houses.
'he compensation may be increased or diminished
by law; but no alteration shall take effect during
he period of service of the members of the Houer of
Representatives by whom such alteration shall have
been made. No session shall extend to a period be-
yond sixty days, to date from its commencement,
and any legislative action had after the expiration
of the said sixty days, shall be null and void. This
provision shall not apply to the first Legislature
which is to convene after the adoption of this Con-
stitution.
A•T. 2•. The members of the General Assembly

shall, in all cases except treason, felony, breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest during their at-
tendance at the sessions of their respective houses,
and going to or returning from the same, and for
any speech or debate in either house, they shall not
be questioned in any other place.
ART. 27. No Senator or Representative shall, dur.

ing the term for which he was elected, nor for one
year thereafter, be appointed or elected to any civil
office of profit under this State, which shall have
been created, or the emolumnets or which shall
have been increased during the time such Senator
or Representauve wes in office, except to such ocii-
ces or appointments as may be filled by the elec-
tions of the people.
ART. 28.No person who at any time may have

been a collector nif taxes, whether State, Parish or
Municipal, or who may have been otherwiseentrusted
with public money, shall be eligible to the General
Assembly, or to any office of profit or trust under
the State G(overnment, until he shall have obtained
a discharge for the amount of such collections, and
for all public moneys with which he may have
been entrusted.

ART. 29. No bill shall have the force of a law until
on three several days it be read over in each louse
of the General Assembly, and free discussion allowed
thereon, unless in case of urgency four-filths ,f the
house, where the bill shall be pending, may deent it
expedient to dispense with this rule.
ART. 30. All bills for raising revenue shall orig-

inate in the Houe of Representatives, but the Senate
may propose amendments a in other bhills; provided
they shall not introduce any new matter under color
of an amendment, which does not relate to raising
revenue.

ART. 31. The General Assembly shall regulate
by law. by whom, and in what manner writs of
election shall be ins•d to fill the vacancies which
may happen in either branch thereof.

ART. 32. The Senate shall vote on the confirma-
tion or rejection of officers to be appointed by the
Governor, with the advice and consent of the
Senate, by yeas and nay, and tile nae of the Sen-
ators voting for and against the appointments re-
spectively, shall be entered on a joul nal to be kept
for that purpose, and made public at the end of each
session, or before.
ART. 33. Returns of all elections for members of

the General Assembly shall be made to the Secretary
of State.

ART. 34. In the year in which a regular election for
a Senator of the United States is to take place, the
membalers of the General Asse.bly shall meet in
the Hall of the House of Representatives, on the
Monday following the meeri ng of the Legislature,
and proceed to the said election.

TITLE III.
EXeUTIVE DEPARTMENT.

ART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of the
State shall be veeted in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall be sty led the Gove rnor of the Stateof Louisiana.
He shall hold his office during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, bhe elected an follows:
The qualified electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieotenant Governor, at
the time and place of voting for IRepresentatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by the proper returning officer to the
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, on the
second day of the session of the General Assem-
bly, then next to be holden. The merombers of the
General Assembly shall meet in the House of Re.
presentatives. to examine and count the votes.
The person having the great st number of votes for
Governor, shall be declared duly elted ; but if two
or more persons shall be eqntalaad highest in the
number of votes polled for Governor, one of theu
shall immediately be chosen Governor by joint vote
of the members of the General Assembly. The
person having the greatest number of votes for
Lieutenant Governor, shall be Lientenant Governor;
but if two or more perocns shall be rqmal and highest
tn the number of votes polled for Lie tenant Gov

ornor, one of them shall be immediately chosen
Lieutenart Governor by joint vote of the mcembers o
the General Assembly.

ART. 36. No person shall be eligible to the olice
of Governooror Lieutenant Governor, who shall not
have attained the age of twenty-eight years and been
a citizen and a resident within the State for the
space of four years next preceding lus election.

Aa. 37 The Governor shall enter on the discharge
of his duties on the fourth Monday of January
next ensuing his election, and thall continue in
office until the Monday next ccreeding tie day
that his successor shall be declared duly elected,
and shall have taken the oath or affirtmation required
by this Constitution.

ARt. 38. The Governor shall he ineligible for the
succeeding feur years after tile expiration of the
time for which elhe ihall ihave bhen elected.

ARe. 39. No menmber of Congress or person hold-
ing anyotlice under the United States shall he eligible
to the office of Governor or Lieutenant Govcrnor.

ART. 40 In case of the irnpeachanent of the Gov-
ernor, his removal fromt oiice, de;lth, relcsal or in-
ability to qualify, resignation or absence from the
State, tile powers and duties of tihe oflice shall de-
volve upon tiht Lieutenant Governor for the res-.
due of the term, or uctil the Governor, absent or
impeached, shall return or be acquitted. The Legis-
lature may provide by law for the case of removal,
impeachment, death. resignation, disability, or refit.
sal to qualify, of both the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, deelaring what officer shall act is Gove.
ernor; and such officer shall art accordingly, until
tile disabilky be remnoved, or for tile residue of tie
tern.

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other otll-
car discharging tile duties of Governor shall, during
hisi admimstration, receive tiene t t comtpeLnsaliot
to which the Governor would have been entitled,
had he continued in office.

ART. 42. Tlhe Lieutenant Governor shall, by vir-
tue of hIls otice, be President pt the Senate, but
shall have only a casting vote therein. Whenever
lie shall admllister tie G(overltnnt.t, or shall be un-
able to attend as Presaithlct of tile Senate, the
Sentatrs shall elect oIe of their own o ncetlberh as
President of the Senate for the tite beinlg.

ART. 43. While he aets as Presidentof the Senate,
tite Lieutenant Governor shall receive for his ser-
vices the same conpernsatlon whlich shall! for the
same period be allowed to tile Speaker of tEie
Hoeus of Representatives, and no more.
