TITLE III.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.

He shall hold his office during the term of four
years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor
chosen for the same term, be elected as follows:
The qualided electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Golvernor, at
the time and place of voting for Representatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by the proper returning officer to the
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to tile
Speaker of the House of Representatives, on the
second day of the session of the General Assecm-
hly, then next to be holden.

The Governor shall enter on the discharge
of his duties on the fourth Monday of January
next ensuinlg his election, and shall continue in
office until the Monday next succeeding the day
that his successor shall be declared duly elected,
and shall have taken the oath or lfirmtatioe required
by this Constitution.

ART. 38. The Governor shall be ineligible for the
succeeding (fonr years after the expiration of the
time for which lie shall have been elected.

Anr. 39. No mehmber of Congress or person hoed-
ing any office under thie United states shall be eligible
to the offllice of Governer or Lieutenant Governor.

ART. 40 In case of the impeachment of the Gov-
ernor, his removal from office, death, refusal or in-
ability to qualify, resignalion or absence from the
Stte, the powers and duties of the office shall de-
volve upon the Lieutenant Governor for tile resi-
due of the term, or until the Governor, absent or
impeached, shall return or be acquitted. Tilh Legis-
lature may provide by law for the case of removal,
impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or refu-
sal to qualify, of both tile Gtovernor and Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what officer shall art as (Gov-
ernor; and such otlicer shall act accordingly, until
the disability be removed, or for the residue of the
