a"T 24. Neither house,during the sesion of the
General Assembly, shall, without the consent of
the other, adjourn for more than three days, nor to
any other place than that in which they may be sit-
ting.

ART. 25. The members of the General Assem-
bly shall receive from the public treasury a compen-
sation for their services, which shall be four dollars
per day during their attendance, going to and return-
ing from the session of their respective houses.
The compensation may be increased or diminished
by law; but no alteration shall take effect during
he period of service of the members of the floue of
Representatives by whom such alteration shall habe
been made. No session shall extend to a period be-
yond sixty days, to date from its commencement,
and any legislative action had after the expiration
of the said sixty days, shall be null and void. This
provision shall not apply to the first Legislature
which is to convene after the adoption of this Con-
stitution.

An•t, 6. The members of the General Assembly
shall, in all cases except treason, feloty,breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest during their at-
tendance at the sessions of their respective houses,
and going to or returning from the same, and for
any speech or debate in either house, they shall not
be questioned in any other place.
ART. s. Nao Senator or Representative shall, dur

ing the term for which he was elected, nor for one
year thereafter, be appointed or elected to any civil
office of profit under this State, whhlc shall have
been created, or the emoluments of which shall
have been increased during the time such Senator
or Representative was in office, except to such offi-
ces or appointments as may be filled by the elec-
tions of the people.

ART. 28. No person who at any time may have
been a collector of taxes, whether State, Parish or
1tnunicipal, or who may have been otherwise entrusted
with public money, shall be eligible to the General
Assembly, or to any office of profit or trust under
the State Government, until he shall have obtained
a discharge for the amount of such collections, and
for all public moneys with which he may have
been entrusted.

ART. 29. No bill shall have the force of a law until
on three several days it be read over in each house
ofthe General Assembly, and free discussion allcwed
thereon, unless in case of urgency four-fifths of the
house, where the bill shall be pending, may deem it
expedient to dispense with this rule.

ART. 30. All bills for raising revenue shall orig-
inate in the House of Representatives, but the Senate
may propose amendments as in other bills; provided
they shall not introduce any new matter under color
of an amendment, which does not relate to raising
revenue.

ART. 31. The General Assembly shall regulate
by law, by whom, and in what manner writs of
election shall be issued to fill the vacancies which
may happen in either branch thereof.
ART. 32. The Senate shall vote on the confirma-

tion or rejection of oficers to be appointed by the
Governor, with the advice and consent of the
Senate, by yeas and nays, and the names of the Sen-
ators voting for and against the appointments re-
spectively, shall be entered on a journal to be kept
for that purpose, and made public at the end of each
session, or before.
ART. 33. Returns of all eleetionsfor members of

the General Assembly shall be made to the Secretary
of State.

ART. 34. In the year in which a regular election for
aSenator of the United States is to take place, the
members of the General Assembly shall meet in
the Hall of the House of Representatives, on the
Monday following the- meeting of the Legislature,
and proceed to the said electian.

TITLE III.
EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.

ART. 35. The Supreme Executive power of the
State shall be vested in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall be styled the Governor of the Stae of Louoiiana.
SHe shall hold his office during tile term of fourp years, and, together with the Lieutenant Governor

chosen for the same term, be elected as follows:
The qualitied electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieutenant Governor, at
the time and place of voting for Representatives;
the returns of every election shall be sealed up and
transmitted by the proper returning officer to tile
Secretary of State, who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, on tile
second day of the session of the General Assem-
bly, then next to be holden. The members of tile
General Assembly shall meet in the flouse of Re-
presentatives, to examine and count the votes.
The person having the greatest number of votes for
Governor, shall be declared duly elected ; but if twoc
or more persons shall he equal and highest in the
number of votes polled for Governor, one of them
shall immediately be chosen Governor by joint vote
of the members of the General Assembly. The

butif two or orore persons shall be equal and highest
to the number of votes polled for Lie tenant Gov.

ART. 36. No person shall be eligible to the office
of Governor or Lieutenant Governor, who shall not
have attained the ago of twenty-eight years and been
a citizen and a resident within the State frr the
space of four years next preceding his election.

ART. 37. The Governor shall enter on the discharge
of his duties on the fourth Monday of January
next ensuing hin election, and shall continue in
office until the Monday next succeeding tile day
that his successor shall he declared duly elected,
and ehall have taken thie oath or affirmation required
by this Constitution.

ART. 38. The Governor shall be ineligihle for tile
succeeding four years after tie expiration of the
time for which le shall have been elected.

ART. 39. No member of Congress or person hold-
ing any ollice under the United States shall be eligible
to the office of Governor or Lieutenant Governor.

ART. 40. In case of the impeaclhment of the Gov-
ernor, his removal from office, death, refusal or in-
ability to qualify, resignation or absence from the
State, the powers and duties ro the office shall de-
volve upon the Lieutenant Governor for the resi-
due of the term, or until the Governor, absent or
impeached, shall return or be acquitted. Tile Legisa-
lature may provide by law for the case of removal,
impeachment, death, resignation, disability, or refu-
sal to qualify, of both the Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, declaring what otlicer shall act as Gov-
ernor; and such officer shall act accordingly, until
the disabiliy be removed, or for the residue of the
term.

ART. 41. The Lieutenant Governor, or other offtli-
cer discharging the duties of Governor. shall, during
his adminaltration, receive the sanecompensatiotn
to which the Governor would have been entitled,
had he continuerd in otlice.

ART. 42. hre Linieutetnrt Governor shall, by vir.
to p of his ollice, be Presiltlt of the Sdoarte, Ito!
shall have oly a catiiog vote tl erin. \henevr
he stall ad luiniaer tIhe GCovernnlrtll, or hall be n-
able to attend as President of the Senate, tthe
Senators shiall elect oilo of their own melnber as
President of thle Senate for the i ate being.

II any bill shall not
be returned by lheOGovernor within ten days (Sun-
days excepted) after it shall have been presented to
him, it shall be a law in like manner as if he had
signed it, unless the General Assembly, by ad-
journment, prevent its return; in which case it shall
be a law, unless sent back withln three days after
their next session.

ART. 54. Every order, resoltion or vote, to
which the concurrence of both houses may be ile-
Cssasry, esxepi on a question of adjournmeant, shall
be presented to the Governor, and before itshall take
effeet, be approved by him, or being disapproved,
shall be repassed by two-thirds of the members elec
ted to each house of the General Asselnbly.

ART. S5. There shall be a Secret.ry of Slte, who
shall hold his office during the time for which the
Governor shall have been elected. The records of
the State shall be kept and preserved in the office of
the Secretary; he shall keep a fair register of the
official acts and proceedings of thie Governor, and
when necessary shall attest them. He shall, when
required, lay the said register, and all papers, min-
utes and vouclhers relative to his office, beaore
either house of the General Assembly, and shall
perform such other duties as may be enjoined on
him by law.

ART. 56. There shall be a Treasurer of the State
who shall hold his office during tile term of two
years.

ART.57. The Secretary of State and Treasurer
of State, shall be elected by the qualified electors of
the State. And in case of any vacancies caused by
the death, resignation, or absence of thie Treasurer
or Secretary of State, the Governor shall order an
election to fia said vacancy.

ART. 58. All commissions shall be in the name
and by the aethority of the State of Lonsiana, and
shall be sealed with the State seal and signed by
the Governor.

ART. 59. The free white men of the Stateshall
be armed and disciplined for its defence; but those
who belong to religious societies whose tenets
forbid them to carry arms, shall not be compelled
so to do, but sl all pay an equivalent for personal ser-
vices.

ART. 60. The Militia of the State shall be or-
ganized in such manner as ma;y be hereafter deem-
ed most expedient by the Legislature.

TITLE IV.
JUDICIARY DEI'A RT,•I N'

ART. 61. The Judiciary power shall be vested in a
Supreme Court, in such inferior courts as tile Legis-
lature mlay, from time to time, order and establish,
and in Justices of the Peace.

ART. 62 The Supreme Coawt, except in cases
hereinafter rowdled, shall have appellate jurisdiction
only; which jurisdiction shall extend to all rases
when the matter in dispute shall exceed three hun-
dred dollars; to all cases in which the t onstitt-
tionality or legality of any tax, toil, or impost what-
soever, or of any fine, forfeiture or penalty imposed
by a municipal corporation, shall be in contestation ;
and to all criminal cases on questions of law alone,
whenever the offence charged is punishable with
death or imprisonment at hard labor, or when a lineexceeding three hundred dollars is actually imposed.
The Legislature shall have power to restrict the ju-
risdiction of thmeSupreme Court in civil cases to
qulestions of law only.

ART. 63. The Supreme Cousrt shall be composed
of one Chiet Justire and four Associate Justices, a
majority of whom shall constitute a qlorlll. Tie
Chief Justice shall receive a salary of six thousand
dollars, and each of the Associate Judges a salary of
five thousand five hundred dollars, annually, until
otherwise provided by law. Thet:ourteshallappoint
its own Clerksi; the Judges shall be elected for the
term of ten years.

ART. (il. The Chief Jnl•ice shall be elected by
the quahlfied electors of the State. The Legislature
shall divide the State into four Districts, anld tile
qualified electors of each District shall elect one of
the Associate Justices. The State shall be divided
into the following Districts, until the Legislature
shall otherwise direct:

FIRST DISTRICT.

The Parishes of Plaqu•etines, St. Bernard, that
portion of the Parish of Orleans on the right bank of
the Mississippi river, and that portion of the City of
NewOrleans which lies below the line extending
from the river Mississippi along the middle of Julia
street, until it strikes the NewOrleans Canal, and
thence down said canal to the Lake.

SECOND DISTRICT.
That portion of lie City of NewOrlenns which is

situated above tile line extending along the middle
of Jalia stret unltii it strikes tihe NewOrleans Canal,
and thence down said ('anal to tile Lke. and the
Parishes of J'feirsoln, St John thie Baptist, Sit.
Cbarles, St. Jamles, Acscesion. Asstllmpttoi , La-
lourtlie luterior, Terrebolne, West Baton Rouge
and Iberville.

THIRD DISTRICT.
The Parishes of St. Ta"no.nany, Woashington,

Livir.gston, St. Helena, E•st BLtLon Rouge, East
iFoeliciana, WVeit Feliciana, Point Coupee, Avoyiles,

Ten.ac, Co lcorlia, Lafayette, Vermillion, St. Mary,
St. Marlin and St. Landry.

TIMPEACIIMENT.

ART. 85. Thi T power of impeachment shall be ves-
ted in the House of Inepresentatives.

ART. 88. Impeachment of the Governor, Lieu-
tenant Governor. Attorney General, Secretary of
State, State Treasnrer, and of the Judges of the in-
ferior courts, Justices of the Peace excepted, shall
be tried by the Senate; andt the Chiel Justice of the
Supreme Court,or the senior Judge thereof, shall pre
side during the trial of such impeacl ment. Im-
peachmnents of the Judges of the Supreme Court,
shall be tried by the Senate. When sitting as a
Court of Impeachment, the Senators shall be upon
oath or affirmation, and no person shelll be convicted
without the concurrence of two-thirds of the Sena-
tors present.

ART. 87. Judgments in cases of impeachment
shall extend only to removal from office, and dis-
qualification from holding any office of honor, trust
or profit under this State, but the convicted parties
shall, nevertheless, be subject to indictment, trial
and punishment ncording to law.

ART. 88. All ollicers against whom articles r im-
peachtnenct may be preferred, shall be suspended
from the exercise of their functions during the pen-
dency of such impeachnment. The nppointing power
may make a provisional appointment to replace any
suspended officer until the decision of the impeach-
mentr.

ART. 80. The Legislature shall provide by law for
thie trial, punishment and removal from ottice of all
other officers of the State, by intoitment or other-
wise.

TITLE VI.
GENP.RAL PROVISIONS,

ART. 90. 31 embers of the General Assembly, and
all officers, before they enter upon the duties of their
offices shall takhethe flllowing oath or affirmation.

" I (A. B.) do solemnly swear (or affirm,) that 1
will support tile Colnstitution of the United States
and of this State, and that I will faithfully and im-

i partially discharge and perform all theduties incurn-
bent on me as - , according to the best of my abil-
ities and understanding,agreeably to the Constitution
and laws of the United States and of this State,
and I do furtier solemnly swear (or atlirln) that
since the adoption of the present Constituteon, I, be-
ing a citizen of this State, have not fought a duel with
deadly weapons within this State, nor out of it, with
a citizen of this State, nor lave I sent or accepted a

.challeng to fight a duel with deadly weapons with
a citizen of this State, nor lave I acted as ecnond
in carrying a challenge, or aided, advised or assisted
any person thus olffending, so help me God."

ART. 91. Treason against the State shall consist
only in levying war against it, or in adhering to itl
enemies, giving them aid and comfort. No person
shall be convicted of treason, unless on the testimlo.
ny of two witnesses to tihe same overt act, or his own

Sconfession in open eourt.
AnT. 92. Every person shall be disqualified from

holding any office of trust or profit in this State, whochall have been convicted of having given or offereda bribe to procure his election or appointment.
ART. 93. Laws shall be made to exclude from of-

fice, and from right of suffcrage, those who shall here-
after be convicted of bribery, perjury, forgery, or
other high crimes or misderueaaors. The privilege
of free s ffrage shall be suppnorted by laws regulating
elections, and prohibiting under adequlate penalties
all undue inluence therteon, from power, bribery,
tumllult or other improper practise.

housell, sllth proposed amllendtllent or lamendmentd s
toyall be entered on their journals, with the oyeas and i
nays taken thereon, and the Secretary of State shalstauhe the same to be pblhshd three months before I
the next general election for Representatives to tile
State Legislature, in at least one newspaper, in
French and English, in every 'Parish in the State in
which a new\spaper shall be published; and such 1
proposed amendment or almendmlents shall be sub-
! ,itted to the people at said election ; and if a major.
tIcy of the voters at said election shall approve and I

ratify such amendment or amendments, the same
shall become a part of the Constitution. If more
than one amendment be submitted at a time, they
shall be submitted in such manner and form that the
people may yote for or against each amendment
se..partely.

TITLE X.
scII nD LE .

ART. 142 The Caonstitution adopted in eighteen
hundred and forty-five is declared to be supereeded
by this Constilution, and in order to carry the same
into effeclt, it is hereby declared alnd ordatined as fol-
lows :
