OF THE STATE OF LOUINIANA.
Adopted in Convention July 31, 1852.

PREAMtILE.
We, the people of the, State of Louiosana, do or-

dain and establish this Constttutioo :

TITLE I.
DISTRIBUTION OF I'OWER.

ArT. 12. No sldier, searnan or marine in the army
or navy ot tile United States, nn panpler, o ptersn
under interdiction, nor under collviction of any crime

punishable with htard labor, shall be entitled to vote
at any electon In this State.

Anr. 13 No person shall be entitled to vote at any
election held in this Stae., except I the Parish of hisl
residence, and in cities and towns divided intotclee-
tion prectincts, ti the election precinct in which le
resides.

ArT. 14. The members of the Senate shall be
chosen for the term of four years. The Senate, when
assembled, shall have tile power to choose its oltices s.

ART. 15. The Legislature, in every year ;I which
they shall apportion representation ti thbe MIouse of
Representatives, shall divide the State into SrnalO-
rial Districts. No Parish shall be divided in t'r
formation of a Senatorial District-the Ptarcth of Or-

leans excepted. And whenever a new Parishl sll.l

be created, it shall be attached to thie Senatorial Dis-
trict from which most of its territory was taken, or Io

another contiguous District, at tile discretion of the

Legislature, but shall not be attached to more than
one District. The nurtberofSenators shall be thirty-
two, and they shall be apportinned amrong the Senato.
rial Districts according to tihe total population con-
tained in the several Districts-Provided, that no

Parish shall be entitled to more than five Senators.
ART. 16. In all apportionments of the Senate, the

population of the city of New Orleans shall be deduc-
ted from the population of the whole State, and tihe

remainder of the population divided by the number
twenty-seven, (27,) and the result produced by this
division shall be the Senatorial ratio entitling a Sena-
torial District to a Senator. Single or contiguous

Parishes shall be formed into Districts, having a

population the nearest possible to the number en-

titling a District to a Senator; and it, in the appeor
tionment to be made, a Parish or District fall short of
or exceed the ratio one-fifth, then a District may be
formed having not more than two Senators, but not

otherwise. No new apportionment shall have 'he
effect of abridging the term of service of any Sena-
tar already elected at the time of making the appor-
tionment. After an enumeration has been mcad as
directed in the eighth Article, the Legislature shall
not pass any law until an opportionment of Repre.
sentatinn both Houses of the General Assembly
be made.

ART. 17. At the first session of the General As-
sembly after this Constitution takes effect, the Sena.
Inrn shall be equally divided by lot into two classes.
The seats of the Senators of the first class shall be
vacated at the expiration of the second year; of the
second class, at the expiration of the fourth year; so
that one half shall be chosen every two years, and a
rotation thereby kept up perpetually. In case any
Distrite shall have elected two or more Senators,
said Senators shall vacate their seats respectively at
the end of two and four years, and lots shall be drawn
between them.

Are. 19. Not less than a majcrity of the memlters
of each house bf the General Assembly shall lorm a
quorm to do business, but a smaller nuemher may
journ from day to day, and shitll be authoriczel by
law to compel the atteedance of absent members.

AcT. 20. Each house of the General As.emhbly
shall judge of the qualilAcation, election and returncs
oef its members; but a oontested election shall br
determined in such menner as shall be directed b)
law.

AnT. 21. Each house of the General Assembly
may determine the rules of its proceedings, punish a
member for disorderly behelavior, and with tile con-
currence of two-thirds, expel a amember, but not a
sceond time for the same offernce.
AeRT.r2. Each house of the General Assembly

shall keep and publish a weeklyjournal of its pro.
seedings; and the yeas and nays of the memnbere
on any question shall, at the desire of any two eof
them, be entered on the journal.

23 Each house nmay punish by imprisonment
any person not a member, for disrespeeul and
disorderly behaeior in its presence, or for obstrncct
ingany o lits proceedings.

ART. 137. The proceeds of all lands heretofore

granted by the United States to this State for the
use or support of schcols, and of all lands which may
hereafter be granted or bequeathed to the State, and
not expressly granted or bequeathed for any other
purpose, which hereafter may be disposed of by the
State, and the proceeds of the estates of deceased
persons to which the State may become entitled by
law, shall be held by the State as a loan, and shall
be and remain a perpetual fund, on which the State
shall pay an annual interest of six per cent.; which
interest, together with the interest on the trustfunds
deposited with this State by the United States, un-
der the act of Congress approved June 23, 1536, and
all the rents of the unsold lands shall be appropri-
ated to the support of such schools, and this appro-
priation shall remain inviolable.

ART. 138. All moneys arising from the sales which
have beer, or may hereatler be made, of any lands
heretofore granted by the United States to this
State, for the use of a Seminary of Learning, and
from any kind of dolation that may Iereafter ber
made for that purpose, shall be and remain a perpe-
tualfund, the interest of which at six per cent. per
annum, shall be appropriated to the support of a
Seminary of Learning, for the promotion of literature
and tie arts and sciences, and no law shall ever be
made diverting said fund to any other use than to the
establishment and improvement of said Seminary of
Learning.
ART. 139. The University of Louisiana, in New

Orleans, as now established, shall hbe maintained.
ART. 110. The Legislature shall have power to

pass such laws as may be necessary for the further
regulation of die University, and for the promotion
of literature and science, but shall be under no obli-
gation to contribute to the support of said Univer-
sity by appropriations.

TITLE IX.
MODE OF REVISINO THE CONSTITUTION.

ART. 141. Any amendment or amendments tothis
Constitution may be proposed in the Senate or House
of Representatives, and if the same shall be agreed I
to by two-thirds of the members elected to each
house, such proposed amendment or amendments
shall be entered on their journals, with the yeas and
nays taken thereon, and the Secretary of State shall
cause the same to be published three months before
the next general election for Representatives to the
State Legislature, in at least one newspaper, in
French and English, in every Parish in the State in
which a newspaper shall be published; and such
proposed amendment or amendments shall be sub-
mitted to the people at said election ; and if a major-
ity of the voters at said election shall approve and
ratity such amendment or amendments, the same
shall become a part of the Constitution. If more
than one amendment be submitted at a time, they
shall be submitted in such manner and form that the
people may yote for or against each amendment
separately.

TITLE X.

ART. 142. The Constitution adopted in eighteen
hundred and forty-five is declared to he superceded
by this Constitution, and in order to carry the same
into effect, it is hereby declared and ordatned as fol-

ART. 143. All rights, actions, prosecutions, claims
and contracts, as well as of individuals as of bodies
y corporate, and all laws in force at the time of the
h adoption of this Constitution, and not inconsistent a
y therewith, shall continue as if the same had not been
adopted.

ART. 150. Immediately after the adjournment of

the Convention, the Governor shall issue his Pro- sad
clamation, directing the several officers of this State, eal
authorized by law to hold elections for members of
the General Assembly. to open and hold a poll in cn
every Parish of the State, at the places designated r
by law, upon the first Tuesday of November next,
for the purpose of taking the sense of the good peo-
ple of this State in regard to the adoption or rejec- ,
tion of this Constitution; and it shall be the duty of m.
said fficers to receive the votes of all persons
entitled to vote under the old Constitution and under
this Constitution. Each voter shall express his opin- t
ion by depositing in a separate box, kept for that
purpose, a ticket, whereon shall be written " the
Constitution accepted," or " the Constitution rejec-
ted," or some such words as will distinctly convey n,
the intention of the voter. At the conclusion of di
said election, which shall be conducted in every res-
pect as the gencral State election is now conducted, &
the commissioners designated to preside over the t
same shall carefully examine and count each ballot
so deposited, and shall forthwith make due returns
thereof to the Secretary of State, in conformity to
the provisions of the existing law upon the subject d
of elections.

ART. 151. Upon the receipt of the said returns, or
on the 5th Monday in November, if the returns be a
not sooner received, it shall be the duty of the Gov-
ernor, the Secretary of State, the Attorney General,
and the State Treasurer, in the presence of all such
persons as may choose to astend, to compare the
votes given at the said poll,for the ratitieatiot and re-
jection of this Constitution, and if it shall appear from
said return that a majority of all the votes given is
for ratifying the Constitution, thei, it shall be the
duty of the Governor to make proclamation of that
fact, and thenceforth this Constitution shall be or-
dained and established as the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana. But whether this Constitution
be accepted or rejected, it shall be the duty of the
Governor to cause to be publishes in the official pa-
per of the Convention the result of the poll-, showing
the number of votes cast in each Parish for and
against the said Constitution.

ART. 152. Should this Constitution be accepted
by the people, it shall also be the duty of the Gover-
nor forthwith to issue his proclamatinn, declaring
the present Legislature, elected ander the old Con-
stitution, to be dissolved, and directing the several
officers of the State, authorized by law, to hold elec-
tions for members of the General Assembly, to hold
an election at the placesde-ignated by law, upon the
fourth Monday of December next,forG.vernor,Lieu-
tenant Governor, members of the General Assembly,
SSecretary of State, Attorney General, Treasurer and
Superintendent of Public Education. And the said
election shall be conducted, and the returns thereof
made in conformity with existing laws upon the asub-
ject of State elections.

ART. 153. The General Assembly e!ected under
this Constitution shall conveneat the State House, in
Baton Rouge, upon the third Monday of January
