TITLE III.
EXECtTtIVE DEPARTMENT.

ART. 3.5. The S•prerlre Executive power of the
State shall bh vested in a Chief Magistrate, who
shall be sty led the Governor of tile State of Louisiana.
He salla hold his otiier during the teratl of four
years, antd, together with thle Lieutenant Governor

a hnsen for the same term, be elected as follows:
The qaliaed electors for Representatives shall
vote for a Governor and Lieltenant Governor, at
the time ant place of voting tfo Representatives;
the returns of every elrectio shall be sealed up and
transetitled by the proper returning officer to the
Serertary of State, who shall deliver theta to the
Speaker of the lolose of Represenltatives, on the
ecolnd day of the session of tile General Asseml

bly, then next to be hotlden. Tihe ienbers of the
General Assembly shall meet in the House of Re-
,lesenatives. to examline and oullt tile vote
Chle person htving thile grat st nrrler of votes for
lGovernor, shall he declared duly eletted; blnti tw,.
or more ipertalns shall be rqeall and highest in the
somtther of vaotes polled for Governor, one of thena
etnill immllediately be chosen Governor by joint vot
of the members of the General A.arsnebly. The
persan having the greatest number of votes let
Lieutlenant Governor, shall he Lietlenant ;Govern,.r ;

44 Trl GoIvernor ahtlil hna potwer to gra
reprlevest For all otfrellee ag.linlt thle State, ted,
except in canes ol Imlpeartrllent, shall, with the con-
sent of thie Senate, have power to grant pardonsl and
remit fines and forleitures, after conviction. itn
cases of treason he may grant reprieves, until the
end of tile net session of thle General Asetnbly, in
which the power of pardolning shall be veted.

ART. 45. The G•overnor shall at stated times re-
eei e for his services a compensationl, which shall
neither be increased nor dtminitshti during the
terill oor ttch he shall have been elrelted.

AKT 46. He shall be Comme nder-in-Chief of the
Army and Nevy of this State, and of the Mltt:,a
thereof, except vhen they shall be called into the
tervleef the Uni. ,I t`, tes.

ART. 47. He 'hia! ttntninlate and, by and with the
advice and c• erent of the Sena te, appoint. ail othi
cers whose offices . ,. established hb this C luntit, -
lion, and wcho.e ,iulllnentt is not therein other-
wise provided or : touvaed, however, that the Le-
gislature shall h.tvo a right n plres:cribe the mlode of
appountlent to all otlher ,lliers etttthhthed by law

And in casae of any, vacancies .lcatlsd by
the death, re.ignatlon, or l-encte of tithe Tretsurer
or Secretaryoy State, the Governor shall order an
elet.lion to 6ll s,.id vacacy.

vices.

TITLE V.
IOPEACMMINT.

Judgments in cases of impeachment
shall eitell only to removal Irom office, and dia-
qualticeallon from holding any office of honor, trust
oii profit under this State, but the convicted parties
shall, nevertheless, be subject to indictment, trial
and punlllishellnt ccording to law.

ART. 88. All ofliceis against whom articles i I ime.
peutchment may bie preferred, shall be suspended
from the exercise of their functions during the pen-
dency of such nihpeachmtent. The appointing power
ma.y tmke a pruvs onal appointment to replace any
sulspendd officer until the decision of the impeach-

ART 89. The Legislature shall provide by law for

TITLE VI.
GENERAL PROVISIONS.

persons to which the State may becolne etltoled by
law, shall be held by the. State as a loan, and slw+]l
be and remain a perpetual fund, on which the State
shall pay an annual interest of six per cent.; whoh h
nterest, together with the interest ot the trustfunds

deposited with this State by the United Stares, un-
de the noact of Congress approved June 23, lh36. and
all the rents of the unsold lands shall be approp-i-
ated to the support of such schools, and thin appro-
priation shall remat m inviolable.

ART. 138. All moneys arising from thile sales which
have been, or mny heralfter he mltde, of ally lands
heretolore granted by the United atotes to this
State, for thie se of a Seminary of Learning, and
from anlly kind of do ation that mnay hIereatlr be
made for that purpose. shall be and remain a perpe-
tnal fund, the interest of which at six per cen,. per
annum, shall be appropriated to tile support of aSeRninary of Learning, for otoe promotion of literature
and tle arts and sciences, and no law shall ever be
made diverting said fund to any other use than to tae
establishment and improvement of said Seminary ol
Learning.

AnT. 139, The University of Louisiana, ill New
Orlrans, as now establshetd, shall be maintained

ARr 1,0o. T'he Leglslature shall have power to
pass such laws as may be necessary for the further
regulation of the University, and for tLI pronorton
of literature and science, but shall be Inder no obli-
gation to contribute to the support of said Univer-
sity by appropriations.

TITLE IX.
MODE OF REVISING 'HE CONSTITUTION.

ART 141. Any amendment or amendments tothis
Constitutloll nay be propoyed in the Senate or Hnlous
of Represennttves, awd it the same shall be agreed
to by two-thirds of the members elected to each
house, such proposed amendment or amendments
shall be entered on their journals, with the yens and
nays taken thereon, and the secretary of State shall
cause the same to be pubbhlled three months before
tile next general election for Representatives to the
State Legi.lature, in at least tine newspaper, in
French and Enghsh, in every Parish in the State in
whinh a newspaper shall be published; and such
proposed amendment or amendments shall he sub-
Io'ted to the people at said ele*tiuon; and if a major-
ty of thile voter at said election shall approve and
ratily such amendment or amendmelnt, the sameshall becme a part of the Constuution. If Imore
than one atmendment be submitted at a time, they
shall be submitted in such manner and form that the
people may yote for or against each amendment
neparately.

TITLE X.
SCH EDtLo E.

Ant. 142. The Constitution adopted in eighteen

hundred and forty-fi.ve is declared to be superceded
by this Constitution, and in order to carry thIe sam
into effect, it is hereby declared and ordained as fol-
lows:

ART. 143. All rights, actions, prosecutions, claims
and contracts, as well as of individuals an of bodiesa
corporate, and all lawn in force at the time of the
adoption of this Constitution, and nor ienonsitent
therewith, shall continue an if the same had not been
adopted.

ART. 144. In order that noinconvemence may re-
sult to the public service 'from the taking elffect of
this Constitution, no oflice shalll be slperceded there-
by, but the laws of the State relative to tihe duties
of the several officers, Executive, Judcial and Milh-
