ArT. 116. No law shall be revived or amended by
reference to its title; but iu such case, the act
revised or section amended, shalt be re-enacted anti
published at length.

ART. 117. The Legislature shall never adopt any
system or code of laws by general reference to suchl
system or code of laws, but in all cases shall specify
the several provisions of the laws it may enact.
ART. 118. Corporations with banking or discount-

ing privileges may be either created by special acts,or formed under general laws ; but thte Legislature

shall in both cases provide for the registry of all bills
or notes issued or put in circulation as money, and
shall require ample security for the redemption of
tile same in specie.

ART. 119. The Legislature shall have no power to
pass any law sanctioning in any manner, directly or
indirectly, the suspension of specie payments, by
any person, association or corporation issuing bank
notes of any description.

ART. 120. Any citizen of this State who shail,
after the adoption of this Constitution, fight a duel
with deadly weapons with a citizen of this State, or
send or accept a challenge to fight a duel with
deadly weapons, either within this State or out of it,
with a citizen of this State, or who shall act as sec-
ond, or knowingly aid and assist il any manner
those thus offending, shall bh deprived of holding
any office of trust or profit, and of enjoying the right
of suffrage under this Constitution ; and tile office of
any State officer, member of the Ceneral Assembly,
or of any other person holding office of profit or trust
under this Cosltitution and tie laws made ill pur-
suance thereof, shall be ipsp facto vacated by the
tict ofel any such person committiog the offence men-
tioaetd in this article; and the Legislature shall pro-
vide by law for the ascertaining and declaration of
such forfeiture.
ART. 127. The Legislature shall have power to

extend this Constitution and the jurisdiction of this
State over any territory acquired by compact with
any State, or with the United States, the same being
done by the consent of the United States.
ART. 128. None of the lands granted by Congress

to the State of Louisiana for aiding it in constructing
the necessary levees and drains, to reclaim the
swamps and overflowed lands in this State, shall be
diverted fron the purposes for which they were
granted.
ART. 129. The Constitution and laws ol this State

shall be promulgated in the Engliish and French
languages.

TITLE VII.
INTERNAL IMPROVEMENIS.

ART. 130. There shall be a Board of Public
Works, to consist of four Comnmissioners. The Stat
shall be divided by the Legislature into four Dis-
tricts, containing as nearly as may be all equal nunl-
ber of voters, and one Commissioner shall be elected
in each District, by the legal voters thereot, for
the term of four years; but, of tie first elected, two,
to be designated by lot, shall remain in office for
two years only.
AnT. 131. The General Assembly, at its first ses-

sion after the adoption of this Constitution, shall
provide for the election and compelsation of the
Commissioners and the organization of the Board.

ART. 132. The Commissioners shall exercise it
diligent and faithful supervision over all publit
oreks, in which the State may be ilterested, except

those nade by joint stock comepanies. They shall
communicate to thile General Assembly, from time to
tinme, their v:ews concerninlg the same, and recoll-
mend such ruieaures as they may deem necessary,
ill order to employ to th hbest advantage and for the
purporses for which tiley were granted, tile wanleps
and overflowed land:- conveyed byd the dUvited States
to this State. They shall appoint all officers el-
gaged on the public works, and shall perform suchl
other duties as may be prescribed by law.
ART. 133. The Commissioners may be removed

by the concurrent vote of a majority of all the mem-
bers elected to each IOsere of the General Aesem-
bly; but the cause of tie rermovalEl hll be entered
on the journal of each IIose.
ART. 131. Tile General Assembly shall have

power by a vote of three-iflths of tie vIelbers
elected to each hlo•n, to abolish said Board, when-
ever in their opinion a Board of Public Works shall
no longer be neces0-.ry.
