Great Indignation Meeting
ON LJnFJYETTE SQUA~RE.

It having been announced at the great meet-
tng at the Arcade on Thursday night last, that
a similar meeting would take place last night,
-on Lafayette Square, for the purpose of giving
another testimony of the deep indignation f1lt
by the community at the late high handed and
insane outrage perpetrated by the slaves of Span-
ish Royalty in Havana towards the U. S. Mail
Ship Crescent City, great preparations were
made for the event. Stands were erected in the
middle of the square, on North street, next to
the American Theatre, and meetings were also
organized fronting the square under the porticos
of the Presbyterian Church and of the City Hall.

Long before the appointed hour, all the ave-
nues leading to the places of meeting were
,thronged by excited thousands. Soon, from the
crowds that surrounded them, the approach to
the stands became a labor of perseverance and
strength.

The meeting was announced by the firing of
thirty-two guns, and rockets were let off, illu-
minating with their gorgeous colors the city far
and wide. The interior of the square and the
bordering streets were filled to such a degree a-
to become almost impassable. The numbers
present'wero variously estimated at from fifteen
to twenty-five thousand. No eye could take in
the vast seaofrestless, billowing, excited masses.
The meeting around the main stand, in the
centre of the square, woas called to order by Col.
Wm. Monaghan, who nominated the following
officers:

We claimed now0,
retribution for the indignity, and lee would say,
that as we were iii the right, all we had to Io
wae to "go allead!" We had a treaty wite
Spain that stipulated mutual advantages.

Spain received the benefits, but declined to ren-
der an equivalent. She had accepted our cour-
tesies and paid them off with indignities. Hie
mentioned the cases of the El Dorado and of the
Philadelphia, and of the assistance that had
been denied them in times of distress. The
speaker here introduced a letter from Cap-
tain Porter to tile United States Consul on the
occasion of the Crescent City being driven out
of the port of Havana.

The letter stated that on the arrival of his
vessel, he had received an order from the Cap-
tain of the Port to come to anchor alongside of
the Guard Ship. In a few minutes he heard a
noise as of some one ascending the sides of his
vessel. It was a soldier, who had been ordered
to post himnelf on the quarter-deck. The sol-

dier said that he had been sent by the Captain
of the Port. Captain Porter ordered him off,
gave him two minutes to leave, and threatened

that if he did not obey, he (Captain Porter)
would fire into the Guard Ship. lie (Cap-
tain Porter) was there, without water, without
provisions, and asked permission to remain long
enough to obtain them. The Captain of the
Port announced that unless soldiers were allowed
to be stationed on the deck, he and his llsssengers
might starve! He preferred to starve rather than
submit to such an indignity, and he did
not submit ! He knew the authority of the Cap-
tain of the Port, and sent this letter to the acting
American Consul as a protest against such out-
rageous proceedings. The consequence, said
Mr. Jennings, was, that the steamer was infa-
mously driven out-kicked out of the port,
(laughter and cheers). lie would say in the
language of the late lamented S. S. Prentiss-
of that all eloquent, half angel man !-that if
our ocuntry wafto submit to such indignities,
it were better snat the stars wnao tbleobc ryuo
from our g'oriaus flag, and that the shreds should
be cast fo:aU to the jeers of a scoffing world as
an emblem of our imbecility and degradation !
A committee was then appointed to draft resolu-
tions expressive of the sense of the meeting, com-
posed of Col. Winm. Monaghan, Judge Alex. Wal-
lace, J. K. layburn, Col. Was. Scott Iaynes
and D. I. Rlicardo. The resolutions were read
by Mr. HLaynes and adopted by acclamation.

The iHon. John C. Larue, Judge of the 1st
District Court, was then introduced to the meet-
ing. He said, that he would not appear, were
this any ordinary occasion, for, to do so would
he inconsistent with his judicial station, but that
here, when whig and democrat were joined to-
gether with one heart and one soul, and where
the American spirit animated every bosom, he
could not refuse to lend his voice to the general
remonstrance which arose froma every part of
this nation. We had borne long with Spanish
injustice and Spanish insolence, but things had
now come to a point at which no (Government
could refuse to call fbr satisfaction. (Immense
cheering.) lie believed in the princriple, that it
a mosquuito shoulSl annoy him 1y buzeing around

his face, ie should knock it off ! (Laughter and
cheers.) Co.alh was a source ,If annsoyance to
ti ~fnitc,l Sltetrs. The Uniterl States wantI
Cuba, and wanting it, we should take it. (Ap-
plause.) We shouhl take possession of it imme-
diately-peaceably and by purchase, if we
could, but if not, we shonld take it anyhow!
(cries of good--lick 'ela up like salt!) The
Island was geographically ours, (cheers) andl 0
part of our territory as much as the town of
Algiers on the other side of the river was:
a part of New Orleans! (Great laughter.
The tides and the windis h sceortained it, and
tile narrow strips of water belwecn Key \\est
and the Island aand cape San Antonia and
Yucatan were parts and contilluations of the
great father of waters--the \lississippi! (Itc-
ncwed tlaghter and applause). SoCuba must the-
long to the United States. Iu the nature of
things it ought to helong to us' ((;reat cheer-
ing). In the first place it was necessary to our
safety, and necessity was the supreme law.
T'he government of C(uba was a despotic one,
and in the presenut position of tlsin3 no freedom
of thought or action wa1s allowed, sad di.ssatis-
fhction reigned throughout the Island. When
the people hat cried out against their oppressors
and hadl striven to shake off the shiackles that
galled them, Spain had turned a de'af crar t
their sutfferings awl threotened to arm the
blacks against the natives, and to make the

T'his government had
a destiny to fill and must run its course untilits
laws and institutions were spread over thle land,
from the icy pole to the lIthmusof Darien-
front the Atlantic to tilhe Pacific. The proposition
he would make was, that we shoult have imme-
diate possession f C'tuba. ae us, if possible,
froma the horrors of war-let nus buy it if we can:
but if not, let us have it any how! (Great

cheering and cries of war! war!) It was, he
said, his religious faith that we should have

Cuba! Spain should apologise or fight. lie

did not believe she would npologise, but that as

sure as the Lord hardened the heart of Pharoah

to the lamentations of the Children of Israel, so
that he would not hearken to them, so sure would

pride and arrogance harden the heart of
Captain General Canedo, so that he would not i
listen to our demands of satisfaction, lie
did not expect an apology (we don't want it,
from several voices-give us the Island!) The
Government of Spain was a despicable sarcasm
on all governments ! One man was employed to
tie the Queen's shoe; one to see her go to bed,
and others to do like small services. It was an
arrogant people, and had never recovered from
that arrogance engendered at the conquest of
Grenada, when the last Moor turned with sor-
rowing eye to gaze on the gorgeous towers of the
Alhambra. The judgement (lay of Spain's do-
minations was at hand, when the last vestige d'

her power on this Continent should disappear

and nothing should be left of her but the mem-
ories of the past! America would wrest from
her the last of her discoveries and of her con-

quests. It was the will of God and the will of

the people, (laughter) and was as certain as the
coming on of doom. The American Continent

should be possesed by one people and guided by

one government, the model of the world to come.
Judge Larue concluded amid great cheering.

The lion. J. P. Benjamin, U. S. Senator elect,
then came forward and made a masterly and
brilliant effort, which for want of space we are
unable to give--in which he advised the people
to be calm and dignified, but determined, and
suggested that the government should demand

satisfaction of Llt Crown orf Spain ,nd enforce
is ~ the point of the bayonet. lie however did

not believe that that arrogant country would
render satisfaction, and that war and the con-

quest ot the Island of Cuba would be the final
result of the difficulty. Col. Campbell and
others followed, at which time our report closed.

THE MI:ETIxNI AT THIE PRESBYTERIAN CHeIIIeeRCs .
At this point there was no regular organization,
a large body of the audience in the square hav-
ing moved to the spot and called for a speaker.
The Cuban flag was unfurled on the steps of the
church; cheers upon cheers were given for the
little lone star, and soon after Mr. Lemley, a
lawyer from the Fourth District, made his ap-
pearance upon the rostrum. Ite made a brief,
but effective speech, which was well received.

lie was followed by Dr. Ungra, also from the
Fourth District, who spoke both in English and
German. Ite was very enthusiastic, and al-
lowed himself to be drawn into some expressions
which we did not think well ti•ced or judicious.

Next came oMr. B. F. F. Ioughton, a promising
young member of the bar, who made a most ef-
fective appeal to his audience. IIis language
was moderate but forcible, and the applause
which hie received told how well tile sentiments
he expressed coincided with those of his listeners.

Dr. Lockwood was then announced, and, in a
brief address, he made a very favorable impres-
sion.

Mr. E. J. Carrell having been sent for and
requested to address the assemblage, which at
this time was large, he appeared upon the stand,
or rather the steps, and made a speech, which,
though not of great length, was most effective.
It was listened to with great attention.

Next came a Messrs. Judson, Abbhtte, Wm.
Scott Ilayncs. White and others: all of whom
were rceived with applause.

Tlls M•ET(s AT TIE Co[TyI IIs.sl.--There was
a tremendous gathering in and about the City
hall, andl a large number of Iadies present made
the scene one of much interest and attraction.

Capt. Stockton was selected as President, and
he made a few remarks by way of an introldu-
tion to the regular proceedtings. Mr. W\Vyullfa:s
IRolbertson was the lirst s.peaker. lhe was fl-
lowedl by Mr. Carrell, and after hini came Sam.
C. Reed, jr. Col. Itollidtay, .Judge Beecher, Mr.
Roberts, Mr. lHoughton and others succeeded.
and all spoke with much eiffect.

MEETltai AT 'rtie To]IIIATL .-- A large meeting
was got up in St. Francis street, which runs
from the square to PIoydras street. A fine plat-
frIrm had been crectedI here, and- Recorler Win-
ter was called upon to presile.

Tilgeassemblage was large, and it was most
enthusinstically addressed tby Messrs. lIaynes,
Carrell, Warfieltl and others. We smissedi a full
report of this meeting, whicih was promised to
us by one of the eccretaries.
