and partaking more of a shore than a sea char-
acter.

Just pieSiouts to entering the service, I was a
gawky stripling of nineteen, ieeiding iO the Vale
of Bath, county Surrey, Jamaica; my boyish
head full of silly romance, atnd my heart al-
ternately swayed by two master passions-love
of bright eyes and blue water. Two attractive
objects pointed and individsalized this double
penchant-one the Fair, Rosamond; the other, a
beautiful maid of Bath--Jamaica, not Somer-
setshire Bath.

,1v father, Mr. lPeregriue Sutcliff, ihat ar-

we!l. I, his only surviving son, of course ac-
